The belligerent actions and activities of the Governor of Bomet have grealy annoyed
and disgraced the people of Bomet county, particurarry in the recent [ast.
The people of Bomet are dernanding a nswers to many questions on various diverse
issues such as on Governance, resource utilization, theft and general blunder of millions
of money and outright greed pertaining in the county of Bomet.

The clarion call for'Pesa Mashinani'bythe Governor of Bomet although noble is
dishonest and has a silver lining of lirnitless greed and outright impunity. on the part of
this Governor, there has been no atternpt to be transparent even with the ,,litfle,,

available resources. lndeed this senate has cemanded and continues to demand
accountability from county governments through its relevant committees like public
Accounts and Public lnvestrnents, as well as sessional committee on Devolved
Governments, a fact that the said Governor has attempted to avoid and goes to great
lengths to deny or delay the supply of relevant information.

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Aware of the sensitivity of the police station as a protected installation in matters of
security and being the county armory where various arsenals and arms used by the
government to sustain peace and security, approaching such an institution without
appropriate permission causes a great danger to the invaders; no matter their stature in
society. The act of the Governor to storm the station should therefore be condemned
unreservedly. There are indeed several alternative acceptable and legal ways of
resolving issues of this nature.

The demand by the Governor to also forcefully evict Bomet county commissioner from
office is yet another act done without due regard for the law on deployment of state
officers. This is a reckless demand and is a wanton abuse of office on the person of the
Governor.

As the Senator of Bomet, I wish to assure the commissioner and all other officers
working in Bomet County that they are welcome to carry out their legitimate duties in
Bomet County without any fear or favor.

ln this regard therefore Mr. Speaker sir, I wish to demand that the government takes
stern action on the Governor and his goons as deterrence to other elements who might
think that invasion of police stations is something to do whenever aggrieved.

Lastly Mr. Speaker, I would wish to make a direct callto the Anti-corruption Agency and
the Auditor general to be much more proactive and take appropriate action to stop my
county from becoming a Rag-tag county of the Witd West, a feat that I know is within
their armpit .This should be done without any further delay.
