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Foreword

On 30 November 2007, an epoch making ceremony took place at the Sheikh
Abed Karume Stadium, which was witnessed throughout East Africa. That
day, the First East African Legislative Assembly of the East African
Community was inaugurated together with the East African Court of Justice.

After the break-up of the East African Community and its Institutions in

t977, East Africans were once again reunited with a singular purpose of
building a formidable Community to meet challenges of the future. In the
new Community, the Legislature would play a major role to ensure that the
people's aspirations were taken into consideration in order to avoid the
pitfalls of the previous Community, hence the Motto that the Community
would be people driven, private sector led.

The main business of the Assembly during the First Session was to approve
the Rules of Procedure, establish Committees, and basic laws to enable the
Assembly play its legislative and oversight functions effectively.

The Assembly, through the initiative of Members, and with the assistance of
the Secretariat and staff from the Partner States' Parliaments, was able to
pass seven Bills, six of which were assented to by the Heads of State. The
Assembly was also able to handle a significant volume of other Parliamentary
Business.

The Assembly has been in operation for two and half years. This report is to
provide a synopsis of its activities; details can be read from the Annual
Reports and from the Offlcial Report (Hansard).
