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2.0 EXECUTIVE SIIMMARY

This report has considered and responded to the prayers sought by residents of Maragwa

Constituency in a petition on the ban on sale and export of raw Macadamia nuts in

Kenya. The Committee found out that the prayer pursued by the petitioners is reasonable

given that Section 43 of the Agriculture Food and Fisheries Act ,2013 provided for the

ban on the sale and export of raw.

The Nuts industry is regulated by the Nuts and Oil Crops Directorate, an arm of
Agriculture, Fisheries and Food Authority (AFFA) mandated to develop, promote and

regulate the nuts and oil crops industry in Kenya. Before the enactment of AFFA Act

2013 and Crops Act2013, the role of developing, promoting and regulating the nuts and

oil crops subsector was largely amorphous.

The Nuts and Oil Crops Directorate regulate the following scheduled nuts and oil crops:

macadamia, cashew nuts, oil pdm; ground nuts; sesame; sun{lower; safflower; castor

bean; jojoba; linseed, and oil seed rape. Among other mandate of the Nuts and Oil Crops

Directorate include:

a) Administer the Crops Act, in accordance with the provisions of the said Act, as

it relates to Nuts and Oil Crops industry;

b) Regulate the production, post-harvest handling and marketing of Nuts and Oil

Crops produce and its by-products;

c) Provide advisory and regulatory services on matters related to the industry to

the Agriculture, Fisheries and Food Authority and government for planning

purposes;

d) Recommend general industry agreements and vet conhacts between players

especially growers associations and processors ofscheduled crops;

e) Arbitrate and mediate disputes arising between growers and/or other players in

The main objective of the ban of sale and export of raw nuts was to ensure that the

country nut industry undertake value addition hence achieve more value for farmers

investments. Secondly the ban is protect the infant industry from stiffcompetition from

the more establish nut processing countries like Australia. Finally the ban was aimed at

encouraging foreign firms interested in processing Kenya nuts to setup processing plants

Iocally therefore provide much needed employment opportunities to Kenya's citizens.

The report entails presentations by the Petitioners, Hon. Peter Kamande, M.p , Nut

Processors Association of Kenya and Cabinet Secretary from the Ministry of
Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries. After presentations and deliberations the

Committee recommends that, the Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries

through the Agriculture Food and Fisheries Authority (AFFA) should not lift the ban on

the sale and export of raw nuts. Secondly, the Ministry of Agriculture Livestock and

Fisheries through Agriculture Food and Fisheries Authority should encourage licensing

of more processors in the market to promote competition.

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8.0 INTRODUCTION

The petition by Macadamia Farmers from Maragwa Constituency regarding the Ban of
Sale or Export of Raw Macadamia was tabled in the House by pursuant to Standing

order 225 (2) (a) by the Hon. Peter Kamande , MP on wednesday 4ft May ,2016.

Pursuant to the House rules, the petition was referred to the Committee on Wednesday

4s May , 2016. for consideration and preparation of a report within 60 days. The

Committee considered the petition pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 227 .

The Petitioners wished to draw to the attention of the House on the following, that:

Section 43 of the Agriculture,Fisheries and Food Authority Act 2-13 prohibits

export of raw produce such as raw macadamia ,raw cashew nuts, raw pyrethrum

among other products except with written authority from the Cabinet Secretary

and with the approval of National Assembly

2. Due to said prohibition , the macadamia farmers in the country are suffering and

macadamia industry is on the verge of collapse;

3. With the collapse of Coffee farming , macadamia has been the main source of
income thereby ensuring financial stability to those farmers;

4. Since 2004 macadamia farmers experienced a steady rise in macadamia price

from KES 10 to I(ES 50 per Kilogram , and further the emergence of foreign

investors in the year 2014 and 2015 led to rapid increase in prices to KES 130

per Kilogram;

5. The implementation of the Agriculture Food and Fisheries Act, 2013 led to

decrease in macadamia prices and deregishation of firms dealing with raw

macadamia;

6. The implementation of the Act has led to loss of employment and closure of
business;

The representatives of Macadamia farmers and Hon. Peter Kamande , M.P appeared

before the Committee on Tuesday 31't May,2016 made the following presentation.

Macadamia has been an altemative cash crop after the collapse of Coffee

industry in Central Kenya.

At present moment it is estimated that 30o/o of Macadamia nuts has found their

way to the market while close to 70Yo of thts year produce is either in stored by

farmers or un-harvested. The volumes of the nuts in the stores and un-harvested

is worth approximately over KES 2 billion and due to its perishable nature it
risk going to waste if the millers do not increase its uptake.

The surplus is as a result of the latest improvement in organic macadamia

husbandry, increase in acreage under macadamia nuts and better prices.

iv. The exclusion of macadamia nuts from other fruit trees which falls under

horticultural crops directorate has created loopholes for cartels to manipulate the

Nuts and Oil Crops directorate.

Some willing processors have been denied licenses through the influence of
group processors, this resulted to blocking of any potential foreign processors

from setting base in Kenya.

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Some of the processors that have been denied licenses by AFFA include Quwei

and Asia star who have since shifted their operations to Zimbabwe last year.

These processors have been willing to buy the macadamia nuts at KES. 170 per

kilogram as opposed to the current price of KES 40 per kilogram.

vll The industy value has diminished significantly owing to the sharp decrease in

prices.

vlll Between the years 2002-2010 the prices of Macadamia per kilogram have

averaged at KES.120. However in the current year the market price per

kilogram has dipped to KES.40

ix. There is a sharp ddecrease in production of macadamia nuts in the country for

the last two years from 30,000 Metric tonness to 10,000 Metric tons per year.

x. The Committee considers amendment of the AFFA Act, 2013 to allow the export

of raw nuts.

Mr. Mugi Nahashon presented on behalf of farmers from Maragua Constituenry he

stated that:

) The 6roup of farmers that attended the meeting is representing the majority of
macadamia farmers in Central Kenya.

F Macadamia has been an alternative cash crop after the collapse of Coffee industry.
) As now 3Oo/o of Macadamia nuts have found their way to the market, TOo/o of this

year produce is either in stores or unharvest. The surplus is worth over Kshs.2

billion and due to its perishable nature it will go into waste.
) The surplus is as a result of the latest improvement in organic macadamia

husbandry, increased acreage and better prices.

F The disintegration of macadamia nuts from other fruit trees under horticultural
crops directorate creating loopholes for cartels to manipulate the nuts and oil
crops directorate.

) He stated that willing processors have been denied licenses through the influence
of group processors, this resulted to keeping off all aspirant foreign processors.

D He said that example of companies that have been denied licenses is Quwei and
Asia star who shifted to Zimbabwe last year. The highest price the two companies
purchased macadamia is at Ksh. 170 per kilo which stands at lth. 40 per kg at the
moment.

F Mr. Mugi alluded that Nutpack companies is owned by same directors the only
difference is company namet

The Committee after considering and deliberating on the Potato Produce and Marketing
Bill, 2014 a Senate Bill No 22 of 2014 recommends that:

l. Various clauses of the Potato Produce and Marketing Bill, 2014 are inconsistent
with the current legislation that governs the agricultural industry and therefore
should be reconsidered by the mover of the Bill.

ll. The Bill creates duplicity of roles as it attempts to re'create the functions of an

existing Authority (AFFA) established under the AFFA Act and the Crops Act to the
proposed new National Potato Council hence should not be approved.

lll. Parliament should enture that the existing structures established under the AFFA

Act and the Crops Act are adequately funded to ensure that they discharge their
various mandates under the various legislations dealing with agriculture in order
to avoid inefficiency in the implementation.

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Min.176/2O16: Adoption of the Report on the Petition by the Macadamia Farmers from

Maragwa on lifting the Ban on Sale and Export of Raw Macadamia

The Committee adopted the report on the Petition by the Macadamia Farmers from
Maragwa on lifting the Ban on Sale and Export of Raw Macadamia with the following
recommendations;

The ban on the sale and export of raw macadamia nuts be maintained as

provided in Section 43 of the AFFA Act,20l3 as it is in the best interest of the
nut industry in the country as result of value addition.

ll. The Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries through Agriculture Food and
Fisheries Authority should encourage licensing of more processors in the market
to promote competition.

lll. The Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries through
Agriculture,FisheriesandFood Authority in conjunction with Nut Processors

Associations to intensify sensitization of nut farmers through training about the
various technologies and skills in Macadamia nuts production and assist farmers
to form groups to better their bargaining power.

IV The Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries through Agriculture, Fisheries

and Food Authority to spearhead the introduction macadamia farming in new
areas that have shown some potential for growing the crop.

The Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries through Agriculture,
FisheriesandFood Authority to support the Macadamia Nut farmers through the
existing Commodities Fund as provided in Crops Act,20l3.

VI The Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries should intensify research
activities in the macadamia nuts among other nuts in the country in order to
improve the crop and ensure it meets the international standards.
