The LVBC is established as a specialized institution of the EAC established in line
with Article ll4 (2) (bXvi) of the Treaty Establishing the East African Community,
and the Protocol for Sustainable Development of the Lake Victoria Basin (2003

The EALA Committee undertook an oversight activity to the Lake Victoria Basin
Commission (LVBC) from 5th to 8th September 2019 to assess the status of
implementation of the East African legislative Assembly's recommendations on the
EAC Audited Accounts.

Recommendation

15. The Committee recommended that:

i) To address issues of funding, the LVBC should explore altemative
funding mechanisms including partnerships with the private sector to
ensure resource mobilization and attract funding for its activities.

ii) To improve coordination of environmental protection and sustainability,
Partner states are encouraged to support the Assent to the Forestation
Conservation and Management Bill, 2015 and the proposed lake Victoria
Basin Commission Bill, 2019 be fast tracked.

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Recommendation

16. The Committee recommended that:

i) The EAC secretariat and Partner States Ministries of Health are encouraged to
develop a policy for collaboration and response to epidemics and spread of
communicable diseases.

ii) In order to enhance regional preparedness for addressing spread of
communicable diseases, centres of excellence for the development of vaccines
and storage of emergence response commodities should be constructed in all
partner States.

iii) That the Council of Ministers fast tracks the development of the Regional
Policy on Management of .Communicable Diseases

C. Report of the Committee on General Purpose on the petition from East Africa
Civil Society Organizations forum on matters of crucial importance to the
community

i. East African Civil Society Organizations Forum (EASCOF) plays a watchdog
role in the EAC region by following up on the various stakeholders'
performance as outlined in the Treaty and carries out development roles in
collaboration with Partner States and Development partners for the benefit of
the people of East Africa.

The petition was premised on non-compliance with Treaty provisions by
partner States who have not met their financial obligations to the community
thus adversely affecting the operations of the EAC Secretariat Projects and
programmes. Most of the Partner States had not paid their dues for FY
201812019 and by first quarter of FY 2019120.

lll The petition had sought the intervention of the Council of Ministers to invoke
relevant Treaty provisions and name the Partner States who have not paid
their dues to the Community and commend those who had complied with the
Treaty provisions.

Recommendation

17. The Committee recommended that

The Council of Ministers urgently address the issue of Non-remittance of funds by the
Republic of South Sudan. The EAC Council of Ministers could consider invoking Article
143 or 146 to impose sanctions against the Republic of South Sudan if no payment to the
Community is received from the Partner State and put for adoption before the next EAC
Heads of State Summit.

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D. Report of the Committee on Regional Affairs and Conflict resolution of the
oversight activity on the proliferation of small arms and light weapons in the
East Africa Region

In March 2019, the Regional Affairs and Conflict Resolution (RACR)
Committee analyzed the Council of Minister's report on the progress
made by the EAC on the development of its common foreign and security
policies. The Committee Report was thereafter discussed and adopted by
EALA.

The objective of the activity was to make recommendations to the Assembly
for consideration by the Council of Ministers on measures to be undertaken to
effectively address the challenge of SALW in order to ensure lasting peace in
the EAC region.

lll. The RACR Committee report had highlighted many serious security
challenges facing the East African region such as the persistent issues of illicit
Arms trafficking, misuse of Small Arms and Light Weapon (SALW),
Terrorism and other transnational organized crimes. Consequently, RACR
Committee resolved to undertake a comprehensive activity to assess the
prevalence of the proliferation of SALW and its effects on security as well as

the impact of the control of SALW.

Recommendation

18. The Committee recommended that:

The Council of Ministers and the East African Legislative Assembly (EALA) to formulate a
regional law for the control of small arms and light weapons.

E. Report of the EALA Committee on Agriculture, Tourism and Natural Resource
on the oversight activity on the performance of the tourism sector in the region

Pursuant to Article ll5 of the Treaty for the Establishment of the East
African Community (EAC), Partner States undertook to develop a

collective and coordinated approach to the promotion and marketing of
quality tourism into and within the EAC

activity to assess the development and challenges facing the tourism sector
in the EAC and the level of cooperation among the partner States. The
activity was undertaken from gttt - 12th September,2}lg.

4.2 Impact of the Inspection visits to the Semi- autonomous Institutions/Organs of the
East African Community.

The Committee is due to table the Report of the inspection visit and has made the

following recommendations that will impact on the integration process.

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i) In order to address the challenges associated with delayed financing, the council of
ministers is encouraged to creatively explore altemative financing mechanisms

including the establishment of a levy on imports to the EAC region, or exports out of
the region. The founding partner states could also consider paying contributions due

iv) The Govemment through the Ministry of East African and Regional Development to

formally request the Summit Heads of State to host the East African Court of Justice

(EACJ) on the basis of equality in the location of Institutions/Organs of the East

African Community.

v) The Council of Ministers should fastrack the EACJ Bill and giving financial Autonomy
to the judicial arm of the East African Community.

vi) The EACJ is urged to partner with Member states court registries and Partner States

National Assemblies to popularizethe activities of the Court.

vii)There is need to review the current EAC treaty and initiate mechanisms of mobilizing
funds at regional level to inspire regional ownership of EAC projects and

programmes.

viii) The EACJ is urged to partner with Member states court registries and Partner States

National Assemblies to popularize the activities of the Court.

ix) There is need to review the current EAC treaty and initiate mechanisms of mobilizing
funds at regional level to inspire regional ownership of EAC projects and

programmes.

x) The Council of Ministers is urged to urgently complete the ongoing staff recruitment
process and allow appropriate staffing in all EAC institutions and organs.
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xi) Direct all partner States that do not have National Kiswahili Councils and the national

Kiswahili policies to establish those Councils and policies.

xii) The EAC implements a number of attractive programmes in the promotion of
Kiswahili, and should therefore find a way to work with private sector and

international organizations such as publishers and the media to identify alternative
financing arrangements for their programmes.

xiii) To address challenges related to the business environment, the committee urges the

EABC to facilitate a meeting of all Partner States Parliamentary Committees
responsible for oversight of regional integration to address the challenges faced by the
community for consideration by the summit.

xiv) The Council of Ministers is encouraged to fast track the process of amending the
Protocol establishing EASTECO to allow for efficiency in staff operations.

xv) The committee advises other EAC institutions to work closely with the private sector
actors and identify areas of mutual interest for popularization of activities as

demonstrated by the EADB.

xvi) The Committee urges the Inter University Council to enforce the IUCEA Act and

ensure students who fail in core competencies do not graduate. Further, the IUCEA,
in collaboration with National Commissions and Councils, should urgently develop a

regional harmonized examination system.

xvii) The Council of Ministers is encouraged to consider and pass the Lake Victoria Basin
Commission Bill, 2019.

xviii) The Council of Ministers to Come up with a policy that binds EAC Partner States to
embrace and accept fully the local currencies of Member State Countries.

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5.0. Challenges and Opportunities

i) Following the declaration of the as Covid- l9 pandemic on I lth March, 2020 by the World
Health Organisation as a health pandemic the traditional method of holding Committee

meetings at the usual venue to which all Members are invited was rendered either

impracticable or impossible due to the protocols put in place by the Ministry of Health

and the subsequent measures on social distancing. The Committee has however been able

to conduct its business under the strict Covid-19 regulations.

ii) All Committee conferences, field visits and retreats were suspended and meetings

confined to the precincts of Parliament. This has adversely affected discharge of the

oversight mandate of the Committee.

iii) Limited approved venues for holding Committee meetings leading to rescheduling or
delay in starting of meetings.

Community, the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) to assess the progress made by
the Member State towards compliance with the key laws and other operative

requirements for the promotion of the East African regional integration agenda.
