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(4.) The names of the persons selected under subsection (3) shall be submitted by the
Board to the National Assembly for approval before appointment and gazettement
by the Board

(10.) Whenever a vacancy occurs in the Constituency Committee by reason of
resignation, incapacitation or demise of a member the vacancy shall be filled from
the same category of persons where the vacancy has occurred within a period of
thirty days”
