Mandate: Committee on Delegated Legislation

The Select Committee on Delegated Legislation was constituted on 2 |* May, 2013. The

Committee on Delegated Legislation is a Select Committee established pursuant to

provisions of the Standing Order No. 210 whose mandate is to consider in respect of

any statutory instrument whether it:-

a.

Is in accordance with the provision of the Constitution, the Act pursuant to
which it is made or other relevant written laws;

Infringes on fundamental rights and freedoms of the public;

Contains a matter which in the option of the Committee should more properly
be dealt with in an Act of the Parliament;

Contains imposition of Taxation;

Directly or indirectly bars the jurisdiction of the court;

Gives retrospective effect to any of the provision in respect to which the
Constitution does not expressly give any such power;

Involves expenditure from the consolidated fund or other public revenues;

Is defective in its drafting or for any reason form or part of the statutory
instrument calls for any elucidation;

Appears to make some unusual or unexpected use of the power conferred by
the Constitution or the Act pursuant to which it is made;

Appears to have had unjustifiable delay in its publication or laying before

Parliament;
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Makes rights, liberties or obligations unduly dependent upon non-renewable
decisions;
Makes rights, liberties or obligations unduly dependent insufficiently defined
administrative powers;
Inappropriately delegates legislative powers;
Imposes a fine, imprisonment or other penalty without express authority having
been provided for in the enabling legislation;
Appears for any reason to infringe on the rule of law;
Inadequately subjects the exercise of legislative power to Parliamentary
scrutiny; and,

Accords to any other reason that the Committee considers fit to examine.

Standing Order No. 210(4) provides that if the Committee-

a.

Resolves that the statutory instrument, be acceded to, the Clerk shall convey
that resolution to the relevant state department or the authority that published
the statutory instrument.

Does not accede to the statutory instrument, the Committee may recommend
to the House that the Assembly resolves that all or part of the statutory
instrument be annulled.

The Clerk shall submit the resolution under paragraph 4(b) above to the
relevant state department or the authority that published the statutory

instrument.

Mandate: Select Committee on Constituencies Development Fund

The Select Committee on Constituencies Development Fund is estabiished under

Section 28 of the Constituencies Development Fund Act, 2013. Section 28(1) of the

Constituencies Development Fund provides that “the National Assembly shall, in

accordance with its Standing Orders, establish a Select Committee consisting of a

chairperson and not more than ten other members of the National Assembly.

However, by a resolution of the House, the Committee Membership was expanded to

nineteen Members in May, 2013.

(5) The functions of the National Assembly Select Committee shall be —
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(a) to consider and recommend to the National Assembly any matter requiring action
by the National Assembly pursuant to the provisions of this Act;

(b) to oversee the implementation of this Act and in this respect, shall after every

two years submit a report to the National Assembly and where necessary, propose any
amendments to this Act, in particular, with respect to the quantum of funds repayable
into the Fund in accordance with section 4 of the Act;

(c) to oversee the policy framework and legislative matters that may arise in relation to
the Fund;

(d) to continually review the framework set out for the efficient delivery of
development programmes financed through the Fund;

(e) to consider and report to Parliament with recommendations, names of persons
required to be approved by Parliament under this Act; and

(f) to carry outany other functions relevant to the work of the Fund.

(6) The Committee may make reports other than the statutory report stated in sub
section 5(b) to appraise the National Assembly on various matters relating to the Fund

and to seek various approvals as required by the Act.

Constituencies Fund Regulations, 2014

Pursuant to Section 46(1) of the Constituencies Development Fund Act (Act No. 30 of
2013), the Cabinet Secretary, Ministry of Devolution and Planning, on 17" February,
2014, transmitted the Constituencies Development Fund Regulations, 2014 to the

Clerk of the National Assembly, for consideration by the House.

The Regulations were referred to the Joint Committee on Delegated Legislation and
the Select Committee on Delegated Legislation, by the Hon. Speaker for review and
scrutiny pursuant to section 12(1) of the Statutory Instruments Act (Act No. 23 of
2012), Standing Order 210, and the provisions of Section 28(5)(c) of the Constituencies
Development Fund Act, 2013.

The Joint Committee reviewed and scrutinized the Regulations pursuant to the
Provisions of Section |3 of the Statutory Instruments Act and Standing Order No. 210.

The Committee held five Joint Sittings with the Select Committee on the
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Constituencies Development Fund, in which proposals by the CDF Committee were

considered.

During the Joint Sittings, it was reported that the Select Committee on the
Constituencies Development Fund had held extensive consultative meetings with the
CDF Board Secretariat and other stakeholders. The Committee had therefore come
up with a set of draft CDF Regulations which were contained in a Report circulated to

Members during the Joint Sittings.

The Joint Committee established that the Cabinet Secretary, Ministry of Devolution
and Planning had not incorporated some fundamental proposals contained in the CDF

Committee’s Report on the Constituency Development Fund Regulations, 2014.

Further, some of the Regulations presented by the Cabinet Secretary were already

contained in the Principal Act.

Pursuant to Standing Order 210(4)(b), the Joint Committee recommends
that the House approves the Constituencies Development Fund
Regulations, 2014, subject to amendments proposed by the Committee in

this Report.
