3. The Authority is empowered to make payments out of the Fund of the following allowances to contributors:—

respect of hospital treatment received as an in-patient, by such contributor.

(ii) A daily allowance of such amount for such period and towards such expenses actqalg incurred by a contributor as may be prescribed
during a disability suffered by him, in cases where hospital facilities are not utilized.

(iii) Such sum as may be prescribed in respect of expenses actually incurred in connexion with confinement for maternity purposes of
a contributor.
