GENERAL RULES

I. The licenses shall be payable annually (calendar year) with joint invoices being
payable within one month of issue.

2. The penalty for non-compliance shall be 5% of the tariff compounded for the
period it remains unpaid.

3. Businesses starting within the license term shall pay amounts due on a pro rata
basis for the remainder of the calendar year.

4. The tariff shall be subject to annual increment pegged on the prevailing rate of
inflation.

5. The rates shall not include taxes or other levies.
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6. There shall be levy for supermarkets for sections that display visuals without
music or for electronics testing.
7. In the case of disc jockeys, the primary liability to pay shall belong to the

organization that causes the public performance of music. The tariff shall only include
disc jockeys in unlicensed premises and exclude resident disc jockeys, teaching disc

jockeys and disc jockeys at church events.
8. The audiovisual tariff shall include actors.
9. Charity and fundraising events shall be exempted from this license.
