IN EXERCISE of thc powers conferred by section 58 of the
Engineers Act, 201I the Engineers Board of Kenya, with thc apProval
of the Cabinet Secretary for Transport, [nfrastructure, Housing, Urban
Development and Public Works, makes the following rules-

THE ENGINEERS RULES. 20I9

PART I-PRELIMINARY PROVISIONS

l. These Rules may b€ cited as the Engineers Rules, 2019.

2. In these Rules unless the context otherwise requires-

"Ac" means the Engineers Act,201 l.

"academic award" means any certificate, diploma, degree in
engineering and/or its equivalent which is recognized by the Board for
registration;

"continuing professional development" means systematic
maintenance, improvement and broadening of knowledge and skills,
and ti.e development of penonal qualities necessary for the execution
of professional and technical duties throughout one's working lifc;

"examination" means professional training repon, professional
interview or professional examination or a combination thercof:

"foreign person" has the same meaning as under section 2,
section 22 and 23 of the Act and includes engineering consulting firm;

"temporary professional engineer" is a foreign person who has
come into the country for purposes of executing engineering services
for a defined period of time.

"professional award" means any certificate issued by an
engineering professional body which is recognized by the Board as

fumishing sufficient guarantee of professional experience in
engineering;

"professional development unit" means a unit of measure for
effon invested in continuing professional development;

"relevant authority" meals the Engineers Board of Kenya,
National Construction Authority, Institution of Engineers of Kelya,
Kenya Bureau of Standads or any other engincering institution
recogniz-ed by a written law.
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"structured contiouing professional development activity" means
a course or activity that has a specific objective and measurable
outcome and has been accredited as such by the Board;

"s[uctured training" means a mentored activity with a defined
content, method and duration accredited by the Board that involves
systematic improvement and broadening of knowledge and skills, and
the development of personal qualities necessary for the execution of
professional and technical duties;

"unstructured continuing professional development activity"
means an activity that involves self-directed leaming, reading,
discussion, panicipation in a leaming activity that is approved by rhe
Board:

"unstructured training" means a mentored activity without a
dcfined content, method and duration approved by the Board thst
inyolvcs improvement and broadening of knowledge and skills, and the
development of personal qualities necessary for the execution of
professional and technical duties;

"works" means the works in connection with which the client has
engaged the Consulting Engineer to p€rform professional services.

PART II-REGISTRATION OF ENGINEERS

3. (l) A person who wishes to b€ regist€red as a professional or
consulting engincer under section l7 of the Act shall-

(d)The engineering curriculum must culminate in a significant design experience
which is based on the knowledge and skills acquired in earlier course work
and which preferably gives students an exposure to the conceprs of team
work and project management. A research project may be interpreted as
engineering design provided it can be clearly shown that the elem€nts of
design, as noted in the definition. are fulfilled in the completion of the
project.
