He said that the purpose of the Bill was to give power to contral the unn’ugrulu‘m
of Former Enemy Aliens into the Protectorate for the period of three years. The Bill

had been drafted in accordance with instructions received from the- Secretary of State,
the Imperial Government's policy being that a similar act to the one in force at home
be enacted throughout the British Colonies. He moved that the Bill be read a first time.
