2. INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND

2.1. Memorandum of obiects and reasons of the Bill

6. The principal object of the Bill is to amend the Anti-Corruption and
Economic Crimes Act No. 3 of 2OO3 to prescribe a minirnum penalty to
act as deterrence mechanism for persons who engage in corrupt conduct
as defined by the Act. As it is presently, a person convicted of an offence
under the Act is liable to fine not exceeding one million shillings or to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding ten years or to both.

7. There has been a surge in in cornrption cases in the country and one way of
dealing with corruption is enhancing the consequences of engaging in such
activities. (Jnless dealt with, corruption will hamper economic
development of the country due to stolen or misappropriated public funds.

8. The Bill does not affect the functions of county goverrunents as set out in
the Fourth Schedule of the Constitution and therefore is not a Bilt
concerning county goverrunents. Further, the enactment of the Bill will not
occasion additional expenditure of public funds.

13. Through a letter dated 4th April 201.9, the Multi-sectoral Initiative
Against Corruption subrnitted as follows-

(a) The Initiative principally agrees with the proposed
amendments to the extent that it considers them deterrerrt;

(b) The Initiative wished to associate itself with the proposed
amendment th:rt introduces a minimum fine and jail terrr for
persons convicted of economic crime. The Initiative was of the
view that the current provisions in the Anti-Corruption and
Economic Crimes Act allow for the accused persons who may
have been found guilty of having benet-rted in corruption to a
tune of over Kshs. lOO,OO0,OOO (one hundred million) would
be liable for the same punishment as those lbund guilty of
having committed economic crimes to a tune of Kshs.
I O,OOO,OOO (ten million) as there were no minimum penalties;

(c) That the minimum tine be capped at l(shs. I,000,OOO (one
million) with the quantum being dependent with the amounr one
is found guilty of having corruptly acquired;

(d) It is only with punitive measures and by making corruption so
expensive so as to deter those with the intentiorr to cornmit
an economic crime;

(e) That a t-urther amendment be made to section 55 of the Act
(Forfeiture of unexplained assets) to include an express
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provision for the mandate of the Ethics and Anti-Corruption
Commission (EACC) to conduct a lifestyle audit on public, state
officers and private sector individuals seeking engagements with
state agencies such as consultancy services;

(f) That another provision should be included to expressly provide
for the digital publication of wealth declaration forms (filled)
and requiring that civil servants declare their assets before
assuming office.

(g) That an amendment be introduced to set guidelines as to the bail
and bond terms that may guide the judicial officers' exercise of
discretion while remaining within the constitutional requirement
for the right to bail.

Co m mittee O bs ervatio ns

13. The Committee observed as fcrllows-

(i) The current section 48 (l) (a) of the Anti-Corruption and Economic
Crimes Act, 2003, provides that a person convicted of an oflbnce
under Part V of the Act (Offences) is liable to punishment by a fine
not exceeding one million shillings, or to imprisonment for a term
not exceeding ten years, or to both;

(ii) The proposed amendment to section 48 ( I ) (a) of Act seeks to
convert the cument maximum penalties of a fine not exceeding one
million shillings and imprisonment for a term not exceeding ten
years into minimum penalties for any offence committed in breach
of the provisions of the Act.

(iii) The sponsor of the Bill in the rnemorandum of objects and reasons
justified the amendment on the ground that it was important to
prescribe a minimum penalty to act as a deterrence mechanism for
persons who engage in corrupt conduct as defined in the Act.

(iv) The Multi-sectoral Initiative Against Corruption had supported the
proposed amendment on the same ground that punitive measures
will make corruption expensive and thus act as a deterrent to those
who intend to commit economic crimes;

(v) The imposition of minimum penalties may be deemed as a
violation of the rights of an accused person to a fair trial on the
ground that the provisions takes away the discretion of the
presiding judicial officer to impose the appropriate punishment
depending on the circumstances of the each case.
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(vi) The right to a fair trial is set out in Article 5O(2) of the
Constitution. Article 25(c) of the Constitution lurther stipulates that
the right to a fair trial shall not be limited. The other fundamental
rights and freedoms that are not amenable to limitation are-

(a) Freedom from torture and cruel, inhuman or
degrading treatment or punishment;

(b) Freedom from slavery or servitude;
(c) The right to an order of habeas corpu.s.

(vii) The Supreme Court of Kenya in December 2017 declared that the
mandatory death sentence for murder provided for under section
2O4 of the Penal Code was unconstitutional.(@
Muruotetu & Another vs. Reoublic (Petition No. I5 of 201j).ln
the same judgment, the Supreme Court stated that-

"47. Incleecl the right ro fair trieil i.s not ju.st a fundamenlal right.

It is one of the inalienable rights enshrined in Article lO ctf the

Univer.sal l)eclaration o1f Human Rights, and in the 'same vein

Article 25(c) of the Cctn.stitution elevates it to a nonderogable

right which cannot be limited or taken away lfrrsm a litigant.

The right to fair rictl is one of the corner.itones of a iust ancl

democratic society, without which the Rule o.f Law and public

.faith in the.justice system would inevitctbly collctpse.

53. If a Judge doe.s not have discretictn to take into account

miliguting circum.stence.t it r.s possible to overlook some

personal history and the circumstctnces ctf the olffencler which

may make the .tentence wholly disproportionate to the

accused's criminctl culpability.

The'MSIAC enters this memorandum developed with regard to the above Bill.

The MSIAC is a non-state initiative that consists multi-sectoral players and partners including the
state agencies and development partners. The Initiative was formed primarily to review the
country's corruption index, factors driving comrption and engage multi-sectoral players in
developing strategies to combat and ultimately eradicate comrption.

MSIAC has so far championed for the Movement Against Comrption, held sector Contbrences
that culminated in the National Anti-Comrption Conference graced by H.E. Presidenr Uhuru
Kenyatta. The Initiative has now embarked on the second phase of implementing the sector and

comrnittee strategies. As one of the strategies include reviewing and proposing necessary

amendments to the existing laws, regulations and policy framework.



On the proposed amendment Bill, we wish to propose the following issues for considerarion:

PRINCIPALLY AGREE WITH THE BILLS

The Initiative principally agrees with the proposed amendments to the extent that it considers
deterrence as the intendment, objects and purposes of the amendment.

I. ON THE MINIMUM PENALTY UNDER SECTION 48 PART I

We wish to associate ourselves with the proposed amendment that introduces a minimum fine andjail term for persons convicted of economic crime. It is our contention that the provision as is in
the Act (before the amendment) allows for the accused persons who may have been found guilty
of having benefited in corruption to a tune of over Kshs. 100,000,000 would be no differ"nif.o,
those found guilty of having committed economic crimes to a tune of Kshs. 10,000,000 in so far
as maximum or minimum f rnes would \\.arrant.

It therefore is our position that the minimum fine be capped at Kshs. 1,000,000 with rhe quantum
being dependent with the amount one is fbund guiltl'of. It is only with punitive measures and by
making comlption so expensive so as to deter those rvith the intention to commit an economic
crime.

It is our submission that Section 48 ( I ) (b) remains as is.

2. ON SECTION 48 PART 2

It is our humble view that this part proscribes tbr the determination of the tine arising from part I
(b) of Section 48.

It is, however' our contention that the same be properly anchored in the Act so as not to be used
as a tool of abuse of discretion by judicial officers.

3. A PROPOSED FURTHER AMENDMENT TO SECTION 55 OF THE ACT

The lnitiative wishes to propose a further amendment to Section 55 of the Act to include an express
provision for the mandate of the Ethics and Anti-Corruption Commission (EACC) to conduct a
lifestyle audit on pubhc, state officers and Private sector individuals seeking engagements with
state agencies such as consultancy services.

Another provision should be included to expressly provide for the digital publicizing of wealth
declaration fbrms (filled) and requiring that civil sen,ants declare their assets before assuming
office.



4. INCLUSION OF A MINTITTUM BAIL AND/ OR BOND TERMS

It js our hunrble prayer that the pmposed amcndmeuts be considcrod and that thc Act besafcguadcd from thosc who may wish to proposc amcndurcnr that rnay circumvent thc Rule ofLaw and or water dovm the existiog provisions.
