CONSTITU ENCY ON TERMS DCONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT AND
JOB SE URITY.

wE' THE UNDERSIGNED residents of changamwe, Mombasa county
within the Republic of Kenya and who work at Kapric Appiiels EpZ,LTD.,

DRAW the attention of the House to the folloruing: , , ,.,',,,,in;11

THAT the company KAPRtc AppARELs Epz LTD has ailegedly changed-i-ti
name to PWANI INDUSTRIAL PARK (Epz) LTD. a move that we feel can be
detrimental to our wellbeing in terms of our benefits for the years we have
worked under KAPRIC APPARELS (EPZ) LTD.

THAT, whereas according to the Employment Act, an employer has the
obligation to issue an appointment letter stipulating the terms and
conditions of work, including remunerations, dismissals etc. lt is frustrating
that this is not the case with KAPRIC APPARELS (EpZ) LTD.

THAT' there is no proper documentation on this subject and workers can be
dismissed without any valid reasons and mostly without notice nor payment
of dues.

THAT UUHEREAS it is the usual practice that management has a department
of Human Resources where issues relating to workers' grievances and
challenges are channelled to, this is not the case in KApRlc AppARELs (Epz)
LTD, and workers are left at the mercy of corrupt supervisors who are hell-
bent to deny the workers a fair treatment and conducive work atmosphere.

THAT wHEREAS the country's immigration laws allow for expatriates under
special categories, those at KAPRIc APPARELS (Epz) LTD do not meet the
threshold and only serve to deny ordinary Kenyans job opportunities (work
permits to be investigated).

THAT WHEREAS workers are entitled to overtime payments for extra time
worked for, it is not the case at KAPRIC AppARELs (Epz) LTD where anyone
who complains or demands overtime payment is a sure candidate for
victimization and dismissals with no proper dues paid to them. ln addition,
sickness is not permitted at the firm. workers are expected to be healthy at
all times.
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THAT WHEREAS the labour laws are clear about safety at places of work,
KAPRIC APPARELS (EPZ) LTD provides such gadgets selectively and only
does so when they are receiving buyers from the United States of America
(USA). They also do not provide fresh and clean drinking water for us.

THAT WHEREAS sexual harassment is unlawful, those charged with
recruiting staff demand sex in exchange for offering job opportunities. The
females in charge demand commissions for the same, failure to which one
will be ignored and left to suffer the consequences.

WHEREAS the EPZ authorities are responsible for regulating the industry,
their input is either missing, negligible or insignificant. No amount of
complaints from EPZ workers can make them to come to the aid of the
workers.

THAT WHEREAS the Labour Department is charged with the responsibility
of ensuring both workers' rights and employers' rights are observed in a

balanced way, they will always listen to the employers and find the workers
on the wrong. We feel we need to have two labour departments, one for
workers and the other for employers. An audit on the performance of this

department is really needed.

THAT we hereby confirm that the issues in respect of which the petition is

made are not before any court of law or constitutional or legal body.

THEREFORE your humble petitioners PRAY that;

The Departmental Committee on Labour and Social Welfare, without
further delay, investigates the claims against the KAPRIC APPARELS (EPZ)

LTD, the EPZ authorities and the Labour Department to bring to an end the
sufferings of the EPZ workers, not only at KAPRIC APPARELS (EPZ) LTD but
to the other EPZ companies as well.

BY RESIDENTS OF KIHARU ON COMPENSATIO N AND RECOGNITION
OF HON.KENNETH MATIBA

We, the undersigned residents of Kiharu conrtituency within Murang'a County.

DRAW the attention of the House to the following;

THAT Hon. Stanely Kenneth Njindo Matiba a Kenyan politician born in 1942 ln
Muranga county, became a senior civil servant before Kenya attained its independence in
1963' where he continued with his service till December lgBB when he resigned and
joined active politics.

THAT Hon. Matiba was a pioneer of the second liberation of Kenya.

THAT he was arrested and detained without trial on 4rh July 1990 at the height of
political clamor for political pluralism. while in prison he was denied accejs to
medication and suffered a stroke that affected half of his body and he was flown to
London for specialized treatment soon after his release and he suffers the aftermath of
the stroke to date

THAT upon his release and the introduction of multiparty elections in December .l992,

Matiba with his Ford Asili party came second in the presidential elections. He however,
lost the seat for Kiharu constituency in concurrent parliamentary elections.

THAT following his detention, Hillcrest school was sold by administrators under
contestable circumrtances. his hotel chain, Alliance group of Hotels property was seized
by a bank that mismanaged the property and tried unsuccessfully to auction it.

THAT currently, Hon. Matiba is yet to be recognized as a hero despite his continued
fight for democracy in the country.

THAT we hereby confirm that efforts in term oral preJentation to the concerned parties
have been made to have the matter addressed and they failed to give any response

THAT, we confirm that the issues in respect of which the petition is made are not
pending before any court of law or constitutional or legal body.

THEREFORE your humble petitioners PRAYS that the Covernment:

i) Recognize and honor Hon. Matiba by issuing a rtate commendation of Elder of
the order of the colden Heart for his pioneer contribution to multi-partyism and
democracy in Kenya.
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ii) compensate and make provisions for the return of any of his properties seized by

the government of former era and Jtill in the hands of the state.

iii) Provides sufficient compensation to Hon. Stanley Kenneth Njindo Matiba for the

ill health he suffers teeming from his imprisonment.

iv) Award compensation for the loss of income arising from Sovernment seizure and

forceful auctioning of his property.

v) Initiate the process of renaming the Muranga University College in Muranga

County to Matiba University College to honor his efforts.
