The Basic Education (Amendment) Bill 2024 sponsored by Hon. Mary Wamaua, MP was read a
First Time on 6™ December, 2023 and committed to the Departmental Committee on Education
for consideration and reporting to the House, pursuant to Standing Order 127(1).

The object of the Bill is to amend the Basic Education act (Cap 211) to provide for the establishment
of Sub-County Education Boards in every Sub-county.

Pursuant to Article 118(1) (b) of the Constitution and Standing Orders 127(3), advertisements for
request for submission were placed in the “Daily Nation” and the “Standard” newspapers on 9"
December, 2023 inviting interested members of the public to submit any representations they may
have on the Bill. The Committee did not receive representations and further sought views from
stakeholders via letter dated 19™ December, 2024.

The Committee further wrote letters to the Principal Secretary State Department for Basic
Education, the Director General, Kenya Institute of Special Education, the Chief Executive
Officer, Kenya Institute of Curriculum Development, the Chief Executive Officer, Kenya National
Examinations Council, the Chief Executive Officer, National Council for Nomadic Education in
Kenya (NACONEK) and the Chief Executive Officer, Katiba Institute which did not elicit
responses.

Further, in considering the Bill the Committee held a total of three (3) meetings to receive and
consider submissions.

The Committee having considered the Bill clause by clause and having met with the Sponsor of
the Bill made observations and recommendations contained in section 4.0 and 5.0 of this Report.

2.0 BACKGROUND

2.1 Introduction

6.

The Bill proposes changes to the Basic Education Act, 2013 with the primary objective of
establishing Sub-county Education Boards in each sub-county across Kenya. This amendment
aims to decentralize educational oversight by creating localized boards that operate under the
guidance of the County Education Boards. These Sub-county Education Boards will manage
several essential functions, such as maintaining a data bank of all educational and training
institutions in their respective sub-counties, assessing budgetary needs for local institutions,
and recommending schools eligible for infrastructural development funding.

The creation of these boards is intended to enhance the responsiveness and efficiency of
educational governance at a more localized level, aligning with broader national efforts to
promote inclusivity and quality in education.

The Bill introduces a more structured approach to resource allocation and educational
planning, with provisions for budget assessment and program development at the sub-county
level. This localized focus is expected to support school infrastructure, institutional lunch
programs, and other critical needs based on specific community requirements.

The Bill also emphasizes stakeholder collaboration, with provisions for input from various
community representatives, including members of Parliament, the Teachers Service
Commission, and Parents Teachers’ Associations, to ensure diverse perspectives in decision-
making. These changes mark a significant shift towards inclusive, community-driven
educational governance, allowing each sub-county to address its unique challenges more
effectively within the national framework.

2.2 Memorandum of Objects and Reasons for the Bill

10. The object of the Bill is to amend the Basic Education Act (Cap 211) to provide for the

establishment of Sub-County Education Boards in every Sub-county.

11. The functions of the Sub-County Education Board shall include, the establishment of a data

bank of all education and training institutions in the sub-county and assessment of the budgetary
requirements of all education and training institutions in the sub-county and developing
allocation programmes including programmes for allocation to institutional lunch programmes.

CONSIDERATION OF THE BILL BY THE COMMITTEE
Committal of the Bill

The Basic Education (Amendment) Bill 2024 sponsored by Hon. Mary Wamaua, MP, was read
a First Time on 6™ December, 2023 and committed to the Departmental Committee on
Education for consideration and reporting to the House, pursuant to Standing Order 127(1).

Public Participation on the Bill

Pursuant to Article 118(1) (b) of the Constitution and Standing Orders 127(3), adverts for
request for submission were placed in the “Daily Nation” and the “Standard” newspapers on
9™ December, 2023 inviting interested members of the public to submit any representations
they may have on the Bill. The Committee did not receive representations and further sought
views from stakeholders via letter dated 19" December, 2024 letter REF.
NA/DDC/EDUC/2023/ (181).

The Committee further wrote reminder letters to the Principal Secretary State Department for
Basic Education, the Director General, Kenya Institute of Special Education, the Chief
Executive Officer, Kenya Institute of Curriculum Development, the Chief Executive Officer,
Kenya National Examinations Council, the Chief Executive Officer, National Council for
Nomadic Education in Kenya (NACONEK) and the Chief Executive Officer, Katiba Institute
which did not elicit responses. (letters dated 8" April, 2024 ref no. NA/DDC/EDUC/2024/ (24)
and letter ref. no. NA/DDC/EDUC/2024/ (25).

In considering the Bill the Committee held a total of three (3) meetings to receive and consider
submissions from the stakeholders.

Meeting with the Sponsor of the Bill

Hon. Mary Wamaua, M.P, the sponsor of the Basic Education (Amendment) Bill, 2023
appeared before the Committee on 17" October 2024 and submitted as follows:

The effect of this amendment is to provide for the establishment of Sub- County Education
Boards in every sub-county.

The amendment provides for the functions of the Sub- County Education Board to include, the
establishment of a data bank of all education and training institutions in the sub-county and
assessment of the budgetary requirements of all education and training institutions in the sub-
county. The Board will also be mandated to develop allocation programmes including
programmes for allocation to institutional lunch programmes.

. The Sub-County Education Board shall consult with the County Education Board in the

performance its functions.

The amendment further provides for the composition of the Sub-county Education Board
which shall consist of a Chairperson and six other members appointed by the Cabinet Secretary
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through an open and competitive process. The minimum academic qualifications for the
Chairperson and the members is also provided for.

21. Remuneration of the members of the Sub-county Education Board shall be paid by the
organizations they represent in the Board such allowances and disbursements for expenses as
may be approved by Cabinet Secretary in consultation with the Salaries and Remuneration
Commission.

22. The Sub-county Education Board may from time to time co-opt into its membership such
persons not being more than three as it is satisfied possess skills and experience necessary in
the discharge of the functions of the Sub- County Education Board.
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PART IV

4.0 COMMITTEE OBSERVATIONS

23. Upon reviewing the Bill and the submission received, the Committee made the following
observations:

The establishment of Sub-County Education Boards would be a timely and necessary
provision in the administration of public schools at Sub-County level. It would allow for
decentralization of the administration of schools and allow for ease of access to the Boards
by educational institutions.

The Bill provides for open and competitive process in recruitment of Members to the Sub-
County Education Boards but proceeds to provide for different groups to be represented in
the Board, including the Teachers Service Commission and Labour Unions. This is
contradictory as representatives of industry regulators and labour unions cannot be
competitively recruited by the Cabinet Secretary. Similarly, it would be difficult to provide
for gender balance in the Board as envisioned by the amendment as representation is drawn
from diverse bodies.

The area Member of Parliament is provided for as an ex-officio member of the Board since
Basic Education is a function of the National Government and not a devolved function.

Religious institutions play a key role in provision of education in the country and should
be included in the membership of the Sub-County Education Boards.

The amendment provides for remuneration to the Board Members but there is a lack of
clarity on who will pay Board members seconded to the Board by other bodies.

The composition of the Board is skewed towards members with a background in Education
but there is a need to include other relevant professionals including Accountants.

5.0 COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION

The Committee, having considered the Basic Education (Amendment) Bill, 2023 and the
submissions from the sponsor of the Bill, recommends that the House approves the Bill with
amendments contained in the Schedule of Amendments forming Part Six.

6.0 SCHEDULE OF AMENDMENTS

CLAUSE 2
THAT, clause 2 of the Bill be amended—
(a) by deleting the proposed new section 18A and substituting therefore the following
paragraph—
There is established a Sub-County Education Board.

To safeguard the independence of the Sub-County Education Board.

(b) by deleting the words “through an open and competitive process” immediately after the
words “the Cabinet Secretary” in the proposed new section 18C (1).
Justification
The members constituting the board have standing offices and therefore appointment through an
open and competitive process does not apply.

(c¢) by deleting in the proposed new section 18C (2)(a).

Justification
A Member of Parliament provides oversight to the Board and can therefore not form part of its
membership.

(d) by deleting in the proposed new 18C (2)(f) and inserting the following new subclause—
two professionals with at least five years of experience based in the sub-county nominated
by the Parents Teachers Association in the Sub-county.

Justification
This is to ensure the Sub-County Education Board benefits from knowledge and experience of
professionals from various professional backgrounds.

(e) in the proposed new 18C (2) by inserting the following new paragraph immediately after

paragraph (f)—
(fa) two persons nominated by the dominant religious affiliations form the following
bodies—

(i) a joint forum of the National Council of Churches of Kenya and the

Evangelical Fellowship of Kenya;
(ii) the Kenya Episcopal Conference; or
(iii) the Muslim Education Council.
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Justification
This is to ensure representation of faith-based organizations in the membership of Sub-County
Education Board.
(f) by deleting the proposed new section 18 E (1) and substituting therefore the following new
sub-clause—

(I)A Sub-county Education Board shall hold such number of meetings at such places
and at such times as the Sub-county Education Board shall consider necessary for the
prosper discharge of its functions.

(2) Not withstanding subsection (1) of the Sub-county Education Board shall meet not
less than four times in each financial year.

(3) At least a seven-day notice shall be given prior to any meeting of the Sub-county
Education Board.

Justification
To ensure provide for the independence of the Sub-county Education Board in the conduct of its
business and provide for procedure on the same.

(2) Amend clause 18 F by deletion and inserting the following new sub-clause
The Sub-county Education Board shall pay its members such remuneration or allowances
as may be approved by the Cabinet Secretary in consultation with the Salaries and
Remuneration Commission.

Justification
This is to facilitate a realistic system of remuneration for members serving in the Sub-County
Education Board as the system of payment by the organizations they represent may encounter
implementation challenges.

(h) by deleting in the proposed new section 18G.

Justification

The Sub-County Education Board has in its proposed membership, professionals with at least five
years of experience nominated by the Parents Teachers Association in the Sub-county, who would

(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2023

Hon. Mary Wamaua, M.P, the sponsor of the Basic Education (Amendment) Bill, 2023
appeared before the Committee and made submissions on the Bill as follows:

1.

The object of the Bill is to amend the Basic Education Act (Cap 211) to provide for
the establishment of Sub-County Education Boards in every Sub-county.

. The functions of the Sub-County Education Board shall include, the establishment

of a data bank of all education and training institutions in the sub-county and
assessment of the budgetary requirements of all education and training institutions
in the sub-county and developing allocation programmes including programmes for
allocation to institutional lunch programmes.

. The Sub-County Education Board shall consult with the County Education Board in

the performance its functions.

. The amendment further provides for the composition of the Sub-county Education

Board which shall consist of a Chairperson and six other members appointed by the
Cabinet Secretary through an open and competitive process. The minimum academic
qualifications for the Chairperson and the members is also provided for.

- Remuneration of the members of the Sub-county Education Board shall be paid by

the organizations they represent in the Board such allowances and disbursements

for expenses as may be approved by Cabinet Secretary in consultation with the
Salaries and Remuneration Commission.

. The Sub-county Education Board may from time to time co-opt into its membership

such persons not being more than three as it is satisfied possess skills and experience
necessary in the discharge of the functions of the Sub- County Education Board.

Committee Observation

The Committee made the following observation

1. The establishment of Sub-County Education Boards would be a timely and
necessary provision in the administration of public schools at Sub-County level.
It would allow for decentralization of the administration of schools and allow for
ease of access to the Boards by educational institutions.
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2. The Bill provides for open and competitive process in recruitment of Members to
the Sub-County Education Boards but proceeds to provide for different groups to
be represented in the Board, including the Teachers Service Commission and
Labour Unions. This is contradictory as representatives of industry regulators and
labour unions cannot be competitively recruited by the Cabinet Secretary.
Similarly, it would be difficult to provide for gender balance in the Board as
envisioned by the amendment as representation is drawn from diverse bodies.

3. The area Member of Parliament is provided for as an ex-officio member of the
Board since Basic Education is a function of the National Government and not a
devolved function.

4. Religious institutions play a key role in provision of education in the country and
should be included in the membership of the Sub-County Education Boards.

5. The amendment provides for remuneration to the Board Members but there is a
lack of clarity on who will pay Board members seconded to the Board by other
bodies.

6. The composition of the Board is skewed towards members with a background in
Education but there is a need to include other relevant professionals including
Accountants.

Committee Resolutions

The Committee made the following resolutions:

1. The Committee resolved to move an amendment to Clause 2 of the Bill to remove
the provision of the Member of Parliament as a member of the Sub-County
Education Board.

2. The Committee further resolved to replace the Member of Parliament with two

representatives of religious organizations from among the majority
denominations in the Sub-county.
