defeated when the Mediation Cor-nmittee lailed to agree on a version of tlie Bill
within thirty (30) days, in accordance witli tlie provisions ol'Article ll3 (4) of the

Colstitution, the House resolved that the Division o1' Rcvenue (No. 2) Bill
(National Assernbly Bill No. 22 of 2017) be exeupted Ii'om the provisiorrs of
StandingOrder 14i (l).

In addition, Mr. Speaker, pursuant to the provisior-rs of Standing Order 120, tlie

House resolved to reduce the publication periocl o1'the Division ol'Revetrure (No.2)
Bill (National Assembly Bill No. 22 o1'2017) h'orn fbLtt'teen (14) days to six (6)

days.

Mr. Speaker, following the tabling of the Divisiorr o1'ltevcnue (No. 2) Bill, 2017

in the National Asselnbly on 17tr' May 2017 and cot-t'ttrittal to tlie Budget ar-rd

Appropriations Comrrittee, I hereby present to tl-re Ilourse the Budget and

Appropriatiorrs Corlulittee Report to that el'l-ect. As rtretttbers are already aware the

Divisiol of Rever-rue Bill provides fbr the vertical sharilig of nationally raised

op the Bill with the Cabinet Secretary, National Treasury, who inforrned the

Comntittee that the Natior-ral Governt-nent had secr-rt'ed loans and grants which will
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be provided to the Counties as Conditional Grants. ln this regard Mr' Speaker, the

Committee will be bringing amendments to the bill during the Committee Stage.

4.0. COUNTYGOVERNMENTALLOCATIONS

7. Mr. Speaker, 'l-he County government share of Kshs 323,757.56 rnillion
comprises of county equitable sharable revenue of Kshs 291,136.16

rnillion cornpared to l(shs 280,300 million in financial year 2016117. There

is a steady growth of equitable sharable revenue over the period equivalent

to an increase of I(shs 10,836 rnillion from financial year 20l6l17
allocation. The additional allocations to the county governments relate to

five (5) conditional allocations of 12,205 million counties for provision of

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specific services (Leasing of rnedical equipnrent, Level 5 Hospitals,
Rehabilitation of youth polytechnics, compensatiorr of user fees forgone
and construction of county headqr-rarters) and further extra conditional
grants of Kshs 20,416.4 million.

8. Mr. Speaker, besides these five areas there is a provision of Kshs 3,400

rnillion frorn the national government share as a special grant to the

National Hospital Insurance Fund (NHIF) to cater lor free maternal health

care to be disbursed as reir-nbursernents. Previously, fi'ee uraternal health

care was reimbursed directly to tl-re county governments but there is policy
shift in adrninistratior-r of the free rnaternal liealth care where the service

shall be adn-rir-ristered thror-rgli the existirrg Natiorral I-lospital Insurance
Fund ll'arneworl<.

5.0. Conditional Allocation to County Governments
9. Mr. Speaker, in view of Article 202(2) of- the Cor-rstitution, it is hereby

proposed that there should be additional conditional allocation fi'orn thO

Natior-ral Government share of revenue to support specific nationat policy
objectives that shall be irnplen-rented by the County Governntents. There are

five (5) iteurs under cor-rditional allocation ar-rd two (2) additional county
conditional allocations which are not part of tlie sharable revenue, as

detailed hereunder;

i.) Ksh. 4.5 billion for leasing of medical equipment: This conditionaJ
grant, whose purpose is to I'acilitate payrlcnt {br leasecl rnoderr\

specialized medical equipmerrt in at Ieast 2 medical facilities per

county, is in its third year of implementatiorr. The grar-rt is usually
managed by the National Government via a lj'amework established

through intergovernmental agreement.

ii.) Ksh. 900 million towards compensation of county health facilities
for user fees foregone: 'l'his is a grant that is a reimbut'sel-nent tleant
to support the in"rplementatior-r of tl-re govertrtnent policy of ndt

charging user fees (such as laboratory services alnong others) in
governrnerrt health faci I ities.

iii.) Ksh. 4.2 billion for level-S hospitol.s.' This is an allocation for tl-re

eleven (11) hospitals across the country under this category, which

serve as regiorral centres offbring specialized care, lile support and
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specialized consultations among others. The allocation is
colnpensation lbr serving referral cases fi'orn adjacent counties.

iv.) Ksh. 605 million for construction of Counfy Headquarters: This
proposed allocation is for five counties (lsiolo, Lamu, Nyandarua,
Tana River and Tharaka Nithi) to supplement their allocation for the
construction of headquarters. This is a three year plan where each of
tl'rese counties will receive KSh. l2l million in 201711g.

v.) Ksh. 2.0 billion towards the rehabilitation of Village Polytechnics:
this proposed allocation is meant to support counties to build, equip
and renovate the village Polytechnics. This will go a long way in
establishing centres of excellence in artisanship at local levels so as to
equip the youth, who do not transit to secondary schools, with
valuable skills r-reeded for economic transformation and employment
creation.

vi.) Ksh. 7.9 billion out of the Fuel Levy Fund: This is an additional
conditional allocation that will be applied to enhance the counties'
capacity to repair and maintain roads under their purview. This
proposed amount has increased llom KSh. 4.3 billion in 2016117
wl-rich has beer-r occasioned by a rise in tl-re fuel levy.

vii.) Ksh. 12.5 billion which an additional conditional allocation (loans
and grants): 1'his allocation has four elements, wr-rich are:

a) Ksh. 873 million world Bank roan: This is a Result Based
Firrancing grant under the l{ealth Sector Support project that is
in its lirral year of implementatiort in 21 counties. This supports
the pro-poor delivery of health services.

b) Ksh. 1.5 billion world Bank capacity grant (KDSP Level I):
This is a grant to all 47 counties for [(enya Devolution Support
Prograrnme "level 7" for areas such as strengthening pFM
systern, Human resource managernent and intergovernmental
relations; irnproving counties M&E and civic education of
public participation.

c) Ksh. 4.0 billion World Bank capacity grant (KDSP
II): This is a grant to all 47 courties Ibr Kenya Devo
Support Programlre "level 2" to incentivize the c

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governments that shall achieve good results in the key areas

under Level 1.

d) Ksh. 6.2 billion proceeds of other loans and grants: This will
be funds frorn development partners and National Government

counterpart funding. It is noted that these funds will not be

transferred to County Governtnents in 20l7ll8 due to pre-

existing conditionality. Thus, the funds will be budgeted and

managed by the National Government whereas the counties will
participate through Project Steering Cornmittees and

Implementation Units.
