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2.0 BACKGROL]}{D IN'FORNIATION

2.1 Legal Provisions

The criteria used ia nomination aDd appointment of Principal Secretaries are set out in Article
155(3) of the constitution and the Public Appoinroents @arliamentary Approval) Ac! No.33 of
20lL Section 7 of the Public Appointuents @arliamentary Approval) Act, No.33 of 201I
requires that the vetting Q6mmi6ge and indeed the House shall focus on a cand.idate,s academic
credentials, professional training and experience, persona.l integrty and background.

Standing Orders 42 and 45 provides for the manner in which messages from the president are
communicated to ttre House and the procedure to be followed durhg approval heariugs
respectively.

2.2 Recruitmeut process by Public Seryice Commission @SC)

Pursuaat to Article 155(3)(a), the Public Service Co'nrnission undertook the recruituent process
and recommended the names to H.E. the President for nomiaation as Principal Secretaries. The
fust recruituent exercise was done way back in May,2013 when the president appointed the
first set of Principal Secretaries. However, those applicants who had been recommended by the
Public Service Commission for appohtuent scrll remained in the data base of the public Service
Commission for future consideration.

On 25ft June,2015, the Chief of Staff and Head of Pub[c Service submitted a list of eighty seven
(87) names of the applicants that the PSC had recommended to the President for appointuent in
May 2013 requesting the Commission to review advertisement to include specified skills aod
talents.

Consequently, the Public $srvieg Q6mmission re-advertised the positions of the principal
Secreiaries in the Prirt media anci the commission website on 27$ June, 2015. out of the tlree
hun&ed and seventy nine (379) applications received, seventy two (72) wereshortlisted for final
interviews, which were held on 96 and 106 July, 2015.

on 10s Ju.ly, 2015, the chairperson of the public service commission wrote to H.E. the
President forwarding the names of the zuccessfirl applicants as follows:-

(i) 44 persons recom-ended in May 2013;
(ii) 87 persons recommended i:r May 2015; and
(iii) 67 persons recommended in July 2015.

On analysis of the two nominees submitted by H.E. the President for vening by the Departmental
Committee on Environment and Natural Resources, the Committee observed that both were in
the list of recomrnended persons forwarded to H.E. the president by the public service
Commission.
