Following the enactment of the Constitution of Kenya Review Act (No. 9 of 200g), the
National Assembly appointed the Parliamentary Select Committee on the Review of the
Constitution through a resolution of the House on Wednesday, December 17, 2OOB.
The establishment of the Parliamentary Select Committee is in accordance with the
provisions of Section 7 of the Review Act which states as follows-

The National Assembly shall establish, in accordance with its standing
orders, a Select Committee to be known as (he parliamentary Setect
Committee on the Review of the Constitution (hereinafter referred fo as
the "Parliamentary selecl committee") consisting of twenty seven
Members, to assrst the National Assembty in the discharge of its
functions under this Act.

2. ln constituting the Parliamentary Selecf Committee, the National
Assembly shall ensure regional and gender balance in the composition
of the Committee.

Subsequent to its appointment, the Parliamentary Select Committee commenced its
work immediately. During its first sitting on Friday, December 19,2008, the Committee
elected the Hon. N4ohammed Abdikadir M.P. and the Hon. Ababu Namwamba lV.P., as
Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson, respectively. ln total the Committee held ten
sittings. The minutes of these meeting are appended to this report.

Thereafter, the Select Committee deliberated on its Terms of Reference relating to
advertisements for nomination of members and the director of the Committee of Experts
pursuant to the provisions of Part ll and the First Schedule of the Constitution of the
Kenya Review Act. The advertisements for the positions of the Director and [Vembers of
the Committee of Experts were published in the daily newspapers on Sth and 12th
January, 2009. The closing date for the applications was 26th January, 2009.

The Committee received and immediately processed all the applications received. ln
discharging this mandate the Committee received the assistance of a human resource
firm, [V/s Manpower Services (K) Ltd, pursuant to paragraph 3 of the First Schedule of
the Review Act. The human resource firm was procured in accordance with the Public
Procurement and Disposal Act (of 2005). The Committee received 260 applications for
the positions of Members of the Committee of Experts and 36 applications for the
position of Director. Following consideration of the applications received, the
Committee nominated six Members of the Committee of Expefis and the Director.

Pursuant to the provisions of section B(a) of the Review Act, the Committee received
five names from the Panel of Eminent African Personalities for consideration as
members of the Committee of Experts. The Committee considered and ranked the five
names as provided for under section 9(2) of the Review Act.

Mr. Speaker Sir, the Committee wishes to sincerely thank the Offices of the Speaker
and the Clerk of the National Assembly for the necessary support extended to it in the
execution of its mandate. The Committee further wishes to thank the the Treasury and
in particular the Public Procurement Oversight Authority for the invaluable technical
advice extended to it especially during the procurement of the human resource firm. As
Chairman, I take this opportunity to thank all the Members of the Committee for their
patience, sacrifice, endurance and hard work during the long sitting hours under tight
schedules which enabled us to complete the tasks within the stipulated period
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The Committee wishes to record its appreciation for the services rendered by the staff
of the National Assembly attached to the Committee. Their efforts and efficiency made
the work of the committee and the production of this Report possible.

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1.0 INTRODUCTION

lVr. Speaker, Sir, the establishment of the Parliamentary Select Committee on
the Review of the Constitution is yet another attempt Uy tnis House to provide
leadership in the revival of the stalled constitutional review process after the 2005
referendum. There is need for a new Constitution for this country since the
current one was made over decades ago at Independence and has falteO to
address emerging challenges. Kenya's Constitution came into force in 1g63 and
the General Elections of that year were held under the said Constitution. The
lndependence Constitution was the result of intense negotiations among political
parties on the one hand and the British Government on the other. The
Constitution was negotiated against a background of growing demand for political
independence by the Kenyan people.

lMr' Speaker, Sir, the lndependence Constitution became operational on 1't June
1963 and ushered in'hrladaraka'(self-rule) in Kenya. The tilOg General elections
were held under this Constitution. Following independence, the Lancaster
Constitution undenavent a number of amendments some of which resulted in the
creation of a strong central government. Since then ,the Constitution has been
amended on numerous occasions. tVost of these amendments led to the
concentration of power in the institution of the presidency. As a result the form ofthe Constitution we have today is markedly different from the lndependence
Constitution. lt is the hope of the Committee that the current efforts will
culminate in a new constitutional dispensation for our country.

lVr' Speaker, Sir, in 1991 Section 2A of the Constitution was repealed, pavingway.for multi-party politics and democracy in the country. The introduction ofmulti-party politics into the democratic life of the people meant thatcomprehensive constitutional reforms were imperative in order to reflect the newpolitical dispensation. Political parties under the lnter parties parliamentary
9t9'p (IPPG) lnitiative moved to negotiate minimum constitutional reforms priorto the 1997 General elections. The ml;or objective behind the lppG initiative wasto influence minimum constitutional amendments relating to structures,processes and rules of electoral and political participation. 5rbr"quenly, theGovernment in 1997 published and enacted the Constiiution of K;;;; ReviewAct, Cap 3A of the Laws of Kenya. Ttris Act sought to establish a iommission,known as constitution of Kehya Review coirmission, to sp"#"ro thecomprehensive review of the Constitution.

Mr' Speaker, Sir, progress in the constitution review process failed to take rootin 1997. However, the constitution of Kenya Review commission, cKRC, wasformally constituted on 11 November 2000 in accordance with Constitution ofKenya Review Act.
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THE CONSTTTUTION OF KENyA REVTEW ACT (1s98)

IVr. Speaker, Sir, the Review Act envisaged a participatory and inclusive process.
The Review process was to be'by the people of Kenya'. At this juncture, the
journey towards a new constitution commenced in earnest. The CKRC
embarked on a massive country-wide civic education exercise followed by
collection of views from the people of Kenya. ln the end, the CKRC prepared i
report detailing its findings accompanied by a Drafl Bill.

lVr. Speaker, Sir, the Review Act required the CKRC to present the Draft Bill and
the Report to the National Constitutional Conference. Consequently, following
the publication of the Commission's Report and Draft Bill, 629 delegates from
across Kenya attended the National Constitutional Conference at the Bomas of
Kenya in Nairobi. This resulted in the publication of the Draft Constitution of
Kenya, 2004, commonly referred to as the Bomas Draft.

lV1r. Speaker, Sir, the Proposed New Constitution that was presented to Kenyans
for ratification in the referendum was rejected. This rejection of the proposed
New Constitution was not an endorsement of the current Constitution. ln
essence, by rejecting the Proposed New Constitution, the people of Kenya
stated that the Proposed New Constitution did not meet their dreams and
aspirations for a new Constitution. Thus, the journey towards a new Constitution
continues.

tVr. Speaker, Sir, efforts to facilitate the completion of the Constitution review
process and draw up a new Constitution after the 2005 referendum,'rnade His
Excellency, President lVwai Kibaki, to appoint a 1S-member Comrnittee of
Eminent Persons, chaired by Ambassador Bethwel Kiplagat, in Februa ry 2006
to collect views from Kenyan people on 'weaknesses, strengths, successes
and/or failures of the constitutional review process and advise the government on
the way forward'. The Kiplagat Committee found that a majority of Kenyans
still wanted a new Constitution.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, it is without a new Constitution in sight to address the pertinent
issues including the conduct of elections, that the country went to the General
Elections in December 2007. The country faced a post-election crisis following
the disputed presidential election results.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, it is in recognition of the existing inadequacies and failures of
the Constitution to address emerging issues that the National Dialogue and
Reconciliation Committee that mediated on the post-election conflict list year
deliberated at length at the subject matter under Agenda item 4. The need for a
comprehensive constitutional review ranked high during the mediation process.
As a symbol of authority that guarantees peace, security and stability of the

country, Parliament must lead from the front in the constitutional review process. lt is in
view of this fact that the Constitution of Kenya Review Act (2008) underscores the
establishment of the Parliamentary Select Committee on Constitutional Review as an
important organ in the constitutional review process.

3.0 THE PARLIAMENTARY SELECT COMMITTEE ON THE REVIEW OF THE
CONSTITUTION

11. The Parliamentary Select Committee on the Review of the Constitution is
established pursuant to the provisions of the Section 7 of the Constitution of
Kenya Review Act, 2008.

12. The mandate and functions of the Select Committee are stipulated under the
provisions of the Constitution of Kenya Review Act. The piovisions of these
sections read as follows-

i. Sec(ion 7(1): to assisf the National Asse mbly in the
discharge of its functions under this Act.

ii. Secfion 8(4): The Committee of Experts shall comprise of nine
persons nominated by the National Assembly and appointed
by the President of whom-

(a) three shall be non-citizens nominated by the National
Assembly from a list of five names submitted to the
Parliamentary select committee by panel of Eminent
African Personalities in consultation with the National
Dialogue and Reconciliation Committee; and

(b) six shall be citizens of Kenya nominated by the National
Assembly in accordance with th; procedure
prescribed in the First Schedule

iii. secfion 8(7): The Parliamentary select committee shail ensure
regional and gender balance in the persons recommended for
the appointment as members of the committee of Experts.

iv. secfion 9(1): The Paner of Eminent African personalities in
consultation with the Nationat Dialogue and Reconciliation
committee shall, within fourteen dayi of the commencementof the Act, submit the names or ihe five nominees to the
Parliamentary select committee, for onward transmission fo
the National Assembly.

rhe Reporf of the Porliomentory Commillee on fhe Review of the Conslilulion , Februory 2009
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v. Section 9(2): The Parliamentary Se/ecf Committee shall rank
and provide comments regarding each of the nominees under
sub-secfion (1) to the National Assembly.

vi. Secfion 1a@: The Minister shall, within seven days of receipt
of application, forward the application to the Parliamentary
Se/ecf Committee of Experts to inquire into the matter.

vii. Secfion 1a$): The Parliamentary Se/ecf Committee shall
inquire into the matter and make recommendations to the
President as fo whether or not the Chairperson or the Member
of the Committee of Experts ought to be removed from office.

viii. Section 14(6): ln undertaking the inquiry under subsecfion 5,
the Parliamentary Selecf Committee shall afford the concerned
person an opportunity to be heard.

ix. Secfion 17(1): There shall be a Director of the Committee of
Experts who shall be appointed by the Parliamentary Select
Committee on such terms and conditions of service as the
Parliamentary Select Committee May, in Consultation with the
Minister, determine.

x. Section 32(1) (c): The Committee of Experts shall within twenty
one days of the expiry of the period provided in paragraph (a)
(i), present the draft constitution and the.report of the Select
Committee for deliberation and consensus building on the
contentious issues on the basis of the recommendations of
the Committee of Experts.

xi. Secfion 33(3): The Parliamentary Selecf Committee shall,
within seven days of receipt of the report and the draft
constitution under sub secf ion (2), table the report and draft
constitution before the National Assembly.

xii. Secfion 33(6): lf the National Assembly fails to approve the
draft Constitution in accordance with subsecfion (4) and (5), a
joint meeting between the Parliamentary Selecf Committee and
the Committee of Experts shall be convened by the chair of the
Committee of Experts to consider fhe issue or issues and to
make recommendation to the National Assembly.

xiii. Secfion 3aQ): The Attorney General shall not effect any
alteration to the draft Constitution, except for editorial

13 The central role the Parliamentary Select Committee play in the Constitution
Review Process has been underscored in Sections 5 and 6 of the Review Act
stated thus:-

The organs through which the review of the Constitution shall
be completed are-

a) The Committee of Experts;
b) The Parliamentary Selecf Committee;
c) The National Assembly, and
d) The referendum.

ln the exercise of the powers or the pertormance of the
functions conferred by this Act, the organs specified in
section 5 shall-

a) ensure that the national interest prevails over regional
or sectoral interests;

b) be accountable to the people of Kenya;
c) ensure that the review process accommodafes the

diversity of the people of Kenya including socio-
economic sfafus, race, ethnicity, gender, religious faith,
age, occupation, learning, persons with disabilities and
the disadvantaged;

d) ensure that the review process-
i. provides the people of Kenya with an opportunity

to actively, freely and meaningfully participate in
generating and debating proposals to review and
repl ace the constitution ;

ii. is guided by the principle of stewardship and
respon si ble m a nageme nt;

iii. is, subject to this Act, conducted in an open
manner, and

iv. is guided by respect for the principles of human
rights, equality, affirmative action, gender equity
and democracy;

e) ensure that the outcome of the review process faithfulty
reflects the wishes of the people of Kenya.

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4.0 TERMS OF REFERENCE OF THE PARLIAMENTARY SELECT COMMITTEE

15 The Terms of Reference (TORs) of the Select Committee are drawn from the
provisions of the Review Act (2008), as cited above.

5.0 THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE COMMITTEE OF EXPERTS

16 The Constitution of Kenya Review Act (2008) provides for the establishment and
composition of the Committee of Expefts in accordance with the provisions of
Part ll of the Review Act. Section 8(1) states that; 'There ts esfab/rshed a
Committee to be known as the-Committee of Experts'. The Committee of
Experts is defined under the Act as one of the organs of the review process and
through which the review of the constitution is to be completed, in accordance
with the provisions of section 5 of the Review Act. The functions and powers of
the Committee of Experts are stipulated in part lll, sections 23 and 24
respectively. The functions are listed as:-

(a) identify fhe issues already agreed upon in the existing draft
constitutions;

(b) identify fhe issues which are contentious or not agreed upon in
the existing draft constitutions;

(c) solicit and receive from the public written memorandum and
presentations on the contentious issues,'

(d) undertake thematic consultations with caucuses, interest
groups and other experts;

(e) carry out or cause to be carried out such sfudies, researches
and evaluations concerning the Constitution and other
co n stitu ti o n s a n d co nstituti o n a I sy stems,'

(f) articulate the respective merits and demerits of the proposed
options for resolving the contentious issues,'

(g) make recommendations to the Parliamentary Select Committee
on the resolution of the contentious issues in the context of
greater good of the people of Kenya;

(h) prepare a harmonized draft Constitution for presentation to the
National assembly;

(i) facilitate civic education in order to stimulate public discussion
and awareness of the constitutional issues;

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(i) liaise with Electoral Commission of Kenya to hotd a referendum
on the draft Constitution; and

(k) do such other things as are incidental or conducive to the
attainment of the objects and principles of the review process.

The powers of the Committee of Experts are derived from section 24 o,t the
Review Act, which stipulates that;

'The Committee of Experts shall have
execution of its function under this Act'

all powers necessary for the

Pursuant to the provisions of Part ll, sections 8(4), B(7),9(2) and g(3); and
provisions of the First Schedule of the Review Act, the Parliamentary Select
Committee is mandated to constitute the Committee of Experts and its Director
as per the nomination procedure also outlined in the First Schedule. Subsequent
to these provisions, the Parliamentary Select Committee, through the Kenya
National Assembly, advertised for appJicatjons for nominations to the Committee
of Experts and the Director of Committee of Experts. The advertisements were
made in the.daily newspapers on Sth and 12th January 2009. The applications
closed on 26th January 2009.

Prior to this, on December 29,2008 and January 5, 200g, the select committeehad invited applications from Human Resource Firms to assist the Committee
in accordance with paragraph 3 of the First Schedule of the Review Act which
reads as follows-

'The Parliamentary selecf committee shall, within seyen days of the
expiry of the period prescribed under paragraph 2 and with the
assistance of a reputable human resource firm:-

a) consider all the application received under paragraph 2; and
b) recommend to the National Assembly- suilab'ty qualified

persons for nomination as members of the Committee of
Experts.'

On Wednesday, January 14,2009, the Parliamentary Select Committee received
l?mes of five (5) non-Kenyan nominees submitted by the panel of Eminent
African Personalities for consideration as members of the Committee of Experts
pursuant to section B(a) of the Review Act. The foreign experts were:_

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At its Sitting on Thursday, January 22,2009, the Committee deliberated on the
selection of three of the five non-Kenyan citizen experts pursuant to section
8(a)(a) of the Review Act. After careful analysis of the experts' qualifications and
work experience the Committee agreed by consensus that all the five experts
were well qualified. The Committee subsequently proceeded, in accordance with
section 10 of the Review Act, to rank the experts as follows-

1. Prof. Christina Murray
2. Dr. Chaloka Beyani
3. Prof. Frederick E. Ssempebwa
4. Dr. Julian Thomas Hottinger
5. Prof. Brendan O'Leary

- South African
- Zambian
- Ugandan

The Select Committee therefore recommended that Prof. Christina Murray, Dr.
Chaloka and Prof. Frederick Ssempebwa be nominated to the Committee of
Experts and that, Dr. Julian Thomas Hottinger and Prof. Brendan O'Leary, be
retained in a reserve pool.

On [Vlonday, 2nd February, 2009, the Select Committee deliberated on the
nominations of the Director and Members of the Committee of Experts. A total of
nine (9) candidates were shortlisted for the position of the Director out of a total
of thirty-six (36) applicants. A total of thirty-six (36) candidates were shortlisted
for nominations to the Committee of Experts out of a total of two hundred and
sixty (260) applications received. The short listing of the candidates was
undertaken with the assistance of Manpower Services (K) Ltd.

All the shortlisted candidates for the positions of the Director and Members of the
Committee of Experts were interviewed by the Committee. Following
