staoding ord,er 42 (1) relating to r\{essages ftom the president provides rhat ,,tbe

Speaker tball read to the Hoase dryt nerrage /ron the Pretident eleliuered to the Speaker for
communication to the Howe". In this regard therefore, I wish to inform the House that I
have received a lvlessage from the His Excellency the president regarding
apoointrnent of persons to the Board of the Cenual Baol< of I(enva.

The Message coriveys that, H.E. the president, in accordance with the provisions of
section 11 of cential Banl< of I(enya Act,. has nominated llr. Jairus Mohammed
Nyaoga to the position of chairperson of the Board of Directors of the cenual Ban-k
of I(enya. Furtier, pursuant to section 13 and 138 of the same Act, the presi,lent has
nominated Dr. Patrick Ngugr Njoroge and Mrs. sheila Mmbijje$r to rre positions of
Governor and Deputy Governor of the cenuai Bank of I(enya, respectively. The
President therefore seeks the approvai of the National Assembiy on the said
nominations.

Hon. Members, the above provisions of the Central Ban-k of I(enya Act require that
in making appointmeflts to the offices of the chairperson of the Board of Directors,
the Governor and Deputy Govetnor of the Central Bank of I(enya, the appo*rung
authodry shali seek padiamentary approval. section 5 of the public Appointrneots
(Parliameatary Approval) Act,2011 provides trat an appointing authority shall, r,rpon
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nominatiflg a person for an appointrnent to which this Act applies, notify the relevant
House of Padiament accordingly. Consequendy, a ptoper notification irl Line with the
above provisions has been teceived.

Hon. Members, as the Central Bank of I{eaya Act does not provide specific
dmelines for the consideration of t-he nomraations, it follo 'ps that sectioo 8(1) of the
Public Appointrnents (Padiamentary Approval) Act, 2011 come into effect. For the
avoidaace of doubt, *ris section states, and I quote, Unles othenyise prouided ir ax1 law, a

Committu fiall conider a nomination and tabh itr report it the releaant House for debate and

deci.tion a,itbir fotrtun day from the date on ahicb tbe noifcation of nominaion wat guen in
accordance yith section J. In this regard therefore, the House has fourteen (14) days to
consider the nominations in accordance with t-he relevaot laws. Hon. Members,
questions may arise as to whether the Chairperson of tie CBI( Board is subject to the
provisions of the Public Appointrnents (Peili2msnury Approval) Act. My reading of
section 11 of the Central Bank of Kenya Act confrms that, indeed the appoifltrnent
of the Chairperson, the Governot, dre Deputy Governor and the other Non-
executive Diiectors ought to be approved by the House.

Hon. Members, pulsuaflt to the provrsions of Standing Order 42(3)(c), I now tefer
the lvlessage from H.E. the President contakdng the names of the nominees together
wit-h their curricu-la vitae, the teport of the Selection Panel and the Score Sheets to the
Departmental Comm-inee on Finance, Planning and Trade to conduct the approval
hearings and table their report on or before June 16, 2015. The Committee should
endeavor to conduct exteflsive public participation as provided fol uoder Article 118

of the Constitution as well as section 6(4) of the Public Appointrnents (Parliamentary

Approval) Acl

The central Bank of Kenya Act provides that the Chairperson, covernor and
Deputy covernor of central Bank of Kenya shall be appointed, with the approval
of Parliament, by the President through a competitive procejs. pursuant io this
provision, the task of recruiting perioni to the three positions was, vide letter Ref.
No.oPlcAB.14/1A of 4'h March, 2015 delegated to the public service commission.
Advertisement to fill the positions was, therefore. made through the print media
and the Commission's website, among others, on llrh March, 2O15.

Your Excellency, the commission received eight (B) applications for the position
of chairperson, twenty-two (22) for covernor and forty two (42) for Deputy
6overnor. The 5hortlisting exercise was carried out on 26rh March, 2015 where
four candidatei were shortlisted for the position of Chairperson and five for
6overnor. The position of Deputy Covernor was, however, re-advertised on 2Bth
March, 2ol5 in order to attract more qualified applicants. After the re-
advertisement, fifteen (15) additional applications were received making the total
number of applicants fifty seven (57). Thereafter, shortlisting was carri-ed out on
l0'h April, 2015 and six candidates met the minimum requirements to be
interviewed.

The interviews for the positions of Chairperson and Covernor were conducted on
7"' April, 2Ol5 while those of Deputy Covernor were conducted on 16rh April.
20.l5 at Commission House by a panel comprising repreientatives from the Public
Service Commission, Office of the Attorney Ceneral and Department of Justice.
and Financial and Economic experts drawn from the financial sector.

All the shortlisted candidates had been requested to obtain and present to the
interview panel clearances from Kenya Revenue Authority, Higher Education
Loans Board, Criminal lnvestigations Department, Ethics and Anti-Corruption
Commission, Credit Reference Bureau and a relevant Professional Body. The
National lntelligence Service and Ethics and Anti-Corruption Commission were
also requested to conduct background checks on each of the candidates.

ln undertaking the recruitment procesi, the Commission adhered to all the
provisions of the Constitution of Kenya 2010, including merit, gender, ethnic and
regional diversity of all the people of Kenya. At the conclusion of the exercise.
the Commission recommends the following persons for consideration for
appointment to each position as indicated below:
