on the Finance Bill, 2022, THAT:

1. The Bill is estimated to generate KSh. 51607 million which is factored in the Budget
Estimates for FY 2022/23. Below is a breakdown of the amount of revenue expected to
be generated from each tax law that was being amended:

Application by a taxpayer who has overpaid a tax under any tax law to the
Commissioner to offset the overpaid tax against the taxpayer’s future tax
liabilities;

Require registrars of ships, aircraft, motor vehicles and other property that may
be used as security for unpaid taxes to restrict disposal or transaction of these
assets upon receipt of direction from the Commissioner so as to expand
categories of assets the Commissioner can put a caveat in order to protect
Government revenue;

Require a deposit of 50% of disputed tax in a special account at CBK when the
Tribunal makes a ruling in favour of the CG, KRA before appealing the decision
in court.

7. The CS also submitted additional amendments to the Bill which are contained in Part
I11 of the Report on the consideration of the Finance Bill, 2022.



Committee Observations
The Committee observed:

1.

that non-deposit taking institutions are not covered in the Microfinance Act and
therefore not covered under thin capitalization. The CS explained that there is a Bill
that takes care of both deposit and non-deposit taking microfinance institutions and
they are therefore all covered under thin capitalization.

the increase of DST from 1.5% to 3% was too high given that the tax had been put in
place in the Finance Act, 2021. The CS explained that the intention of the amendment
was to align the rate with other jurisdictions that have implemented the tax.

the deposit of 50% of disputed tax to the CG before appealing the decision in court is
meant to safeguard Government revenue whereby some taxpayers dispose of assets and
transfer money to overseas accounts that could have been attached, to avoid access by
the Commissioner even if the KRA was to win the case.

the imposition of excise duty on bottled water and locally manufactured glass bottles is
not a good move. The CS explained that bottled water is only available to a certain
category of people hence the increase in excise duty. Imposition of excise duty on glass
bottles has been expanded to include other categories that were excluded for uniformity
and to prevent discrimination.

the increase of CGT from 5% to 15% was too high given that inflation has not been
factored. The Committee was informed that the CGT rate in Kenya is lower in
comparison to other countries in the region and the government has done a good job in
managing inflation and its therefore should not an concern for consideration.

the Government needs to put in place a national tax policy. The meeting was informed
that there was a draft national tax policy which was undergoing stakeholder
engagement.

the CS was requested to submit the Court Ruling on inflation adjustment so that
Committee can be guided by it when making decisions on the Bill.
