The Committee after reviewing the petition observed as follows -

1. Section 17(6) and (7) of the Public Finance Management Act

provides that monies due to counties shall be disbursed on a

quarterly basis and no later than the fifteenth day from the

commencement of the respective quarter;

2. Section 17 as reacl together with the relevant provisions of the

County Allocation of Revenue Act provides that the cabinet

secretary shall disburse monies due to the counties in

accordance to a schedule approved by the Senate; and

3. That the Senate adopted a payment schedule providing for the

disbursement of monies to the county on a monthly basis.
