EACOP project promoters and stakeholders "to put an end to the extractive
activities in protected and sensitive ecosystems, including the shores of Lake Albeft
and " to explore alternatives in line with international climate and biodiversity
com m itm enfs" ( amongst others);

OBSERVING that the resolution was adopted on the basis of unsubstantiated
claims and accusations and without prior engagement with the legitimate
representatives of the people of East Africa;

FURTHER OBSERVING that while carbon pollution is a serious cause of climate
change and its adverse effects on the environment, "this pollution comes from just
a few countriel', some of which are members of the European Union or its partner
countries in respect of energy supply, including fossil fuels, as it was established by
the last repoft of the World Meteorological Organization; and according to Climate
Watch 2020 Repoft, the Republics of Uganda and Tanzania contribute only to 0.1
and 0.2 metric tons GHG emissions per Capita, far behind every single member of
the European Union.

NOTHING that none of East Africans and East African Civil Society Organisations
referred to by the Joint Resolution of the European Parliament has ever petitioned
the East African Legislative Assembly on the alleged human rights violations and
the claimed adverse impact of the EACOP project on local communities and the
environment;

has been paid and to provide food support and livelihood restoration programs to
eligible PAPs;
