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CHAIRPERSON’S FOREWORD

The Departmental Committee on Lands of the National Assembly’s 12" Parliament was
constituted in August 2017. The Committee will cease to discharge its responsibilities at
the expiry of the life of the 12" Parliament. This exit report may guide the successive
Committees in discharging their mandate during the life of the 13" Parliament and other
successive Parliaments as stipulated in the revised Standing Orders of June 2017.

Under Standing Order 200A of the National Assembly Standing Orders, this exit report
details the activities of the Departmental Committee on Lands during the period under
review. The report also focuses on areas under the Committee’s mandate that were not
exhaustively handled and are still pending. While some of the business presented before the
Committee may lapse with the end of the 12" Parliament, the Committee hopes to salvage
any other business likely to be revived in the 13" Parliament.

During the o Parliament, the Committee considered concluded the consideration of
twelve (12) Bills, out of sixteen Bills referred to it. The Committee also concluded the
consideration of all the seven (7) Legislative Proposals referred to it. Further, the
Committee facilitated response to forty-eight Members’ Questions and requests for
Statements. Further, the Committee concluded the consideration of forty-four (44) Public
Petitions out of the sixty-five (65) Petitions referred to it.

The pending business includes the following four Bills:
a. The National Rating Bill, 2022 National Assembly Bill No. 10 of 2022

b. The Land Control Bill, 2022 National Assembly Bill No. 07 of 2022)
c. The Valuers Bill, 2022 National Assembly Bill No. 18 of, 2022)

d. The Statute Law (Miscellaneous) Amendments Bill (National Assembly Bill
No. 26 of 2022)

The Committee encountered challenges while conducting its mandate. This included the
COVID-19 pandemic, which affected the frequency of meetings and made it challenging to
meet stakeholders affecting the Committee’s efficiency in executing its mandate. Poor
network bandwidth within Parliament buildings affected the conduct of virtual meetings
worsening worsened the situation.

Some of the Members’ questions and requests for Statements lapsed due to the fact they
were referred to the committee at the end of the sessions, and the Committee had limited
time to consider them. Inadequate committee meeting rooms and furniture occasionally led
to delays in starting and cancellation of meetings.

Unavailability of Government officials when invited for meetings to consider business
before the Committee leading to postponement of scheduled meetings. This made it
difficult for the Committee to discharge its mandate effectively.

I wish to appreciate the Members of the Committee who have worked tirelessly for the
achievement of the Committee’s objectives during the period under review. Their tireless
efforts ensured that the Committee succeeded in delivering on its mandate.

The Committee is also grateful to the Offices of the Speaker and the Clerk of the National
Assembly for the support extended to it in the execution of its mandate.



PART ONE

v. To investigate and inquire into all matters relating to the assigned
Ministries and departments as they may deem necessary, and as may be
referred to them by the House.

" vi. To vet and report on all appointments where the Constitution or any law
requires the National Assembly to approve, except those under Standing
Order No. 204 (Committee on appointments).

vii. ~ To examine treaties, agreements, and conventions.

viii. ~ To make reports and recommendations to the House as often as possible,
including recommendation of proposed legislation.

ix. To consider reports of Commissions and Independent Offices submitted to
the House pursuant to the provisions of Article 254 of the Constitution; and

x. To examine any questions raised by Members on a matter within its
mandate.

1.2 Mandate of the Committee

2. In accordance with the Second Schedule of the Standing Orders, the Committee is
mandated to consider the subjects of Lands; and Settlement.

3. In executing its mandate, the Committee oversees the following government Ministries
and departments:

i.  The Ministry of Lands & Physical Planning.
ii. National Land Commission

3.0 COMMITTEE ACHIEVEMENTS

24. The achievements of the Committee include the following:

i. The Committee considered and tabled reports containing proposed amendments that were
agreed to by the House on twelve (12) Bills during the period. Three of the Bills have
since been enacted into law. The said Bills will have a positive impact on the country in
the real estate sector through the Sectional Proprieties Act 2020. The enactment of the
Physical and Land Use Planning Act 2017 has harmonized plans and standards for
physical and land use planning, provided for in the Bill, which will ensure orderly
physical development and land use

ii. The Committee also considered and tabled a report on the Land Value Index Laws

(Amendment)The Bill has since been enacted as the Land Value Laws (Amendment) Act,
. — ]
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2018 The Act seeks to create uniformity and predictability in compensation of land
acquired by the government for infrastructural projects: The Act provides for the
assessment of land value index in respect of the compulsory acquisition of land. The Act
provides for uniformity and predictability in the compensation of land acquired by the
government for infrastructural projects through the development of a land index that will
indicate the value of land in all parts of the country.

ii. This will also reduce speculation and corruption in the compulsory acquisition of land by
the government: The land value index provided for in the Act will have a positive impact
through the standardization of the valuation of land for purposes of compensation
following compulsory acquisition for the development of infrastructural projects. This will
also drastically corruption through overvaluation of land earmarked for acquisition by the
government. It will also ultimately reduce the cost of the said projects.

iv. The Committee also undertook an inquiry into alleged irregularities in the compensation
for part of LR. No. 7879/4 to Ms. Afrison Export Import Ltd and Huelands Ltd by the
National Land 13 Commission on behalf of the Ministry of Education for the acquisition
of land for Ruaraka High School and Drive Inn Primary School. The Committee, in its
report, recommended that the Director of Criminal Investigations should investigate
collusion among Afrison Import Export Ltd and Huelands, the National Land
Commission, National Treasury and the Ministry of Education to fleece and swindle
public funds.

v. The Committee recommendations in the said report had a positive impact as they
contributed to the stoppage of loss of public funds amounting to Kshs. 1, 500, 000, 000
that had been factored in the second Supplementary Estimates 2017/18 Financial Year as
payment to Afrison Import Export Ltd and Huelands for the acquisition of land for
Ruaraka High School and Drive Inn Primary School. The National Assembly did not
approve the allocation due to the findings of the Committee through the said report. This
saved the country from the loss of Kshs. 1, 500,000, 000 through fraud.

Vi. The Committee also concluded the consideration of forty-four (44) Public Petitions and
facilitated the response to forty-eight Members’ Questions. The Committee reports on the
said petitions and the response to the Members’ Questions contained recommendations to
address issues of illegal acquisition of public land, delay in the issuance of title deeds, land
disputes and settlement of squatters.

4.0 REASONS THE COMMITTEE HAD PENDING BUSINESS AT THE END OF THE
TERM OF PARLIAMENT

25. Some of the challenges that the Committee encountered while carrying out its mandate
include:

i. The COVID-19 pandemic affected the frequency of meetings and made it difficult to
meet stakeholders to prosecute matters before the Committee. This affected the
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Committee’s efficiency in the execution of its mandate. This was also worsened by poor
network bandwidth within Parliament Buildings for purposes of virtual meetings.

ii. Four Bills, some Questions and requests for statements lapsed due to the fact they were
referred to the Committee at the end of the sessions with the Committee having limited
time to consider them.

iii. Inadequate committee meeting rooms occasionally led to delays in starting meetings
and at times cancellation of meetings.

iv. The unavailability of Government officials when invited for meetings to consider
business before the Committee resulting in the postponement of meetings. This made it
difficult for the Committee to discharge its mandate effectively.

5.0 CHALLENGES AND RECOMMENDATIONS
26. Some of the challenges that the Committee encountered while conducting its mandate
include:

1. The Committee received a total of sixty-five Public Petitions. Therefore, the
huge workloads could not be concluded in the provided time leading to some
public Petitions lapsing.

ii. Unavailability of Government officials when invited for meetings to consider
business before the Committee resulting in the postponement of meetings. This
made it difficult for the Committee to discharge its mandate effectively.

iii. Lack of effective feedback mechanism on the extent to which Committee
recommendations adopted by the House have been implemented by
government agencies.

iv. The COVID-19 pandemic affected the frequency of meetings as it made it
difficult to meet stakeholders to prosecute matters before the Committee. This
affected the Committee’s efficiency in the execution of its mandate. This was
also worsened by poor network bandwidth within Parliament buildings for
purposes of virtual meetings.

27. The Committee recommends as follows:

i. Provision of realisable internet network bandwidth within Parliament buildings for
purposes of virtual meetings.

ii. Provision of enough resources should be availed within the stipulated time to enable
Committees to implement their work plans effectively.
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iii. The need to review timelines for budget scrutiny processes to enable a thorough
examination of budgetapy allocation.
