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CHAIRPERSON'S FOREWORD

25tr' May, 2021. There was no response from the public.

The Committee is grateful to the Offices of the Speaker and the Clerk of the National Assembly for the
logistical and technical support accorded to it while considering the Bill and production of this report. I
also wish to commend the Honourable Members of the Committee who dedicated their time and made
useful contributions towards the preparation and production of this report.

2.0 ANALYSIS OF THE BILL

2.1 Introduction

6. The Mung Beans Bill, 2020 (Senate Bills No. 9 of 2020) sponsored by Sen. Enock
Wambua, MP was passed by the Senate with amendments on 5th August, 2020 and
transmitted to the National Assembly. The principle object of the Bill is to provide for
the development, regulation and promotion of the mung beans sector and a framework
for the coordinated implementation of the National policies and strategies on
development and regulation of the mung bean industry.

Pursuant to Standing Order 4l(4), the Speaker on lgth April, 2021 notifred the House
on the Message received frorn the Senate regarding the passage of the Mung Beans Bill
(Senate Bill No. 9 0f 2020). The Bill was published vide the Kenya GazetteSupplement
No. 130 of 24th July,2020 and seeks to among others; provide for development,
regulation and promotion of the Mung Bean sector in Kenya.

8. Standing Order 143( I ) (a) requires the Speaker to cause a Bill received from the Senate
to be read a First Time upon conveyance of the message from the Senate referring Bills
to the National Assembly.

9. After the First Reading, the Speaker in accordance with Article I l4 of the Constitution
referred the Bill to the !3q&.!.'lntary Budget Office for advice in order to guide the
House and the Departrftnial Committee on Agriculture and Livestock on how to
proceed with the consideration of the Bill.

10. The Parliamentary Budget Office was of the view thatthe Bill affects the functions of
the County government and therefore will not require additional exchequer from the
National Government and that the Bill is in line with article ll4(4) of Constitution and
does not qualify to be regarded as a money Bill.

Money Bill Determination

I I . The Parliamentary Budget Office adviced that the Bill proposes that every grower shall
register with the relevant County Executive Committee Member; and the County
Executive Member shall maintain a register of all mung bean growers. The Bill also
proposes that a person shall not market, process or carry out Iarge scale trading in mung
beans or mung bean products unless the person has obtained a license from the relevant
County Government. The Bill further provides that each County Executive Committee
shall for the effective performance establish a county public service board and
appointed by the county executive committee member.

12. That these provisions affect the functions of the County Government and touch on

Article ll4(4) of the Constitution and is therefore not a money Bill.

13. That the Bill provides that the National and County Governments shall in implementing
feeding programs within schools or areas falling within their respective mandate
implement homegrown feeding programmes aimed at maximizing the benefits for
growers by linking schools to local production, strengthening the capacities of growers
and communities and promoting the efficient production of mung beans in each county
in order to ensure adequate supply to schools, relevant institutions and food insecure

areas. These functions are currently being undertaken and will therefore not require
additional resources from the National Government.

14. That the Bill further provides that the Cabinet Secretary on behalf of the National
Government shall develop and adopt a National Mung Bean Policy to promote growth
and development of the mung bean industry in Kenya.

15. That the Bill affects the functions of the County government and therefore will not
require additional exchequer from the National Government and that the Bill is

therefore in line with article 114(4) of Constitution and does not qualify to be a money
Bilt.

2.0 CONSIDERATION OF THE BILL BY THE COMMITTEE

2.2 Overview of the Bill

16. PART I of the Bill provides for preliminaries and sets out the objects and purposes of
the Bill which include to provide a framework for the coordinated implementation of
the national policies and strategies on the development and regulation of the mung bean
industry; and to facilitate and develop a framework to regulate and promote the
development of the mung bean industry in Kenya in order to make it competitive at the
international level.

17. PART II of the Bill (Clause 4-7) provides for the responsibilities of the National and
County Governments. The duties of the Agriculture and Food Authority in consultation
with the Council of County Governors include to put in place measures to improve the
overall production of mung beans in the country; establishing, coordinating and
monitoring the implementation of national standards and policies relating to the mung
bean industry; and to develop, adapt and disseminate new technologies for enhancing
efficiency and productivity in the mung bean industry

18. The responsibilities of a county executive committee member include to locally and
internationally market mung beans produced by the respective county; to promote
investment in the infrastructure necessary to facilitate access to markets and the
transportation of mung beans and mung bean products within and outside the respective

county; and to put in place measures to improve the quality and quantity of the
production of mung beans within the county.

l9.Clause 6 obligates the National and County Governments, where they implement
feeding programmes within learning institutions, to implement a homegiown feeding
program that is aimed at strengthening the capacities of growers and communities;
promoting the efficient production of mung beans in each county in order to ensure
adequate supply to the schools, relevant institutions and food insecure areas in the
county; and maximizing the benefits for the growers by linking schools and other
relevant institutions to local production. The Cabinet secretary is also obligated, within
six months of the commencement of the Act to develop and adopt a coirprehensive
National Mung Bean Policy to promote growth and developmeni of the mung bean
industry in Kenya.

20. PART III of the Bill (Clause 8-19) provides for the regulatory provisions. Every
grower is required to register with the relevant county executive committee member
while each county executive committee member is obligated to maintain a register of
all mung bean growers registered in the respective county.

21. Under clause l0 of the Bill, each county executive committee member is required to
establish a county licensing commiftee consisting of a chairperson, one person
representing the growers of mung beans in the respective county and three public
officers in the department responsible for agriculture with relevant experience in
matters relating to agriculture. A person shall be qualified for appointrrent as a member
of a county licensing committee if the person holds a degree from a university
recognized in Kenya, has at least five years' experience in the agricultural sector and
meets the requirements of chapter Six of the constitution of Kenya.

22. Clause 13 of the Bill provides that mung beans and mung bean products shall not be
marketed, processed or traded on large scale by any person unl"ss the person has
obtained a license from the county licensing committee. A county licensing committee
may cancel a licence issued where the holder of such a licence is in breach of the
provisions of the Act or any other relevant national or county Iegislation. A person who
is aggrieved by the decision of a county licensing committee may, appeal to the county
executive committee member for a review of the decision and thereafter the aggrieved
person may proceed to seek recourse at the High Court.

23. PART IV of the Bill (Clause 8-19) contains the miscellaneous provisions. A person
who commits an offence under the Act for which no penalty is provided is liable, on
conviction, to a fine not exceeding five hundred thousand shillings or to imprisonment
for a term not exceeding six months, or to both. The Cabinet Secretaiy may, in
consultation with the Authority and county governments, make Regulations generally
for the better carrying out of the provisions of the Act. A county government may enact
legislation, not inconsistent with the Act, to make fufther provision for the perfoimance
of functions and exercise of powers of the county government under this Act.

24. Pursuant to clause 23 of the Bill, the Crops Act shall not apply to the production,
development and regulation of mung beans

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2,3 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION ON THE BILL

25.Pursuant to Article 118(1) (b) of the Constitution and Standing Order 127(3), public
participation advertisement was placed in the "Daily Nation" and the "standard"
newspapers of 25ff May,202l inviting interested members of the public to submit
memoranda they may have on the Bill. (Annex l). However, there was no response
from the public.

PART I of the Bill provides for preliminaries and sets out the objects and purposes of the Bill which
include to provide a framework for the coordinated implementation of the national policies and
strategies on the development and regulation of the mung bean industry; and to facilitate and develop
a framework to regulate and promote the development of the mung bean industry in Kenya in order to
make it competitive at the international level.

12. PART II of the Bill (Clause 4-7) provides for the responsibilities of the National and County
Governments. The duties of the Agriculture and Food Authority in consultation with the Council of
County Governors include to put in place measures to improve the overall production of mung beans
in the country; establishing, coordinating and monitoring the implementation of national standards and
policies relating to the mung bean industry; and to develop, adapt and disseminate new technologies
for enhancing efficiency and productivity in the mung bean industry

l3.The responsibilities of a county executive committee member include to locally and internationally
market mung beans produced by the respective county; to promote investment in the infrastructure
necessary to facilitate access to markets and the transportation of mung beans and mung bean products
within and outside the respective county; and to put in place measures to improve the quality and
quantity of the production of mung beans within the county.

14. Clause 6 obligates the National and County Governments, where they implement feeding programmes
within learning institutions, to implement a homegrown feeding program that is aimed at strengthening
the capacities of growers and communities; promoting the efficient production of mung beans in each
county in order to ensure adequate supply to the schools, relevant institutions and food insecure areas

in the county; and maximizing the benefits for the growers by linking schools and other relevant
institutions to local production. The Cabinet secretary is also obligated, within six months of the

commencement of the Act to develop and adopt a comprehensive National Mung Bean Policy to
promote groMh and development of the mung bean industry in Kenya.

15. PART III of the Bill (Clause 8-19) provides for the regulatory provisions. Every grower is required
to register with the relevant county executive committee member while each county executive
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committee member is obligated to maintain a register of all mung bean growers registered in the
respective county.

16. Under clause 10 of the Bill, each county executive committee member is required to establish a county
licensing committee consisting of a chairperson, one person representing the growers of mung beans
in the respective county and three public officers in the department responsible for agriculture with
relevant experience iu matters relating to agriculture. A person shall be qualified for appointment as a
member of a county licensing committee if the person holds a degree from a university recognized in
Kenya, has at least five years' experience in the agricultural sector and meets the requirements of
Chapter Six of the Constitution of Kenya.

17. Clause 13 of the Bill provides that mung beans and mung bean products shall not be marketed,
processed or traded on large scale by any person unless the person has obtained a license from the
county licensing committee. A county licensing committee may cancel a licence issued wher e
holder of such a licence is in breach of the provisions of the Act or any other relevant national or
county legislation. A person who is aggrieved by the decision of a county licensing committee may,
appeal to the county executive committee member for a review of the decision and thereafter the
aggrieved person may proceed to seek recourse at the High Court.

18. PART IV of the Bill (Clause 8-19) contains the miscellaneous provisions. A person who commits an
offence under the Act for which no penalty is provided is liable, on conviction, to a fine not exceeding
five hundred thousand shillings or to imprisonment for a term not exceeding six months, or to botlf
The Cabinet Secretary may, in consultation with the Authority and county governments, make
Regulations generally for the better carrying out of the provisions of the Act. A county governmen-[
may enact legislation, not inconsistent with the Act, to make further provision for the p.rio.-un.. o?'
functions and exercise of powers of the county government under this Act.

19. Pursuant to clause 23 of the Bill, the Crops Act shall not apply to the production, development and
regulation of mung beans.
