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2.0 OVERVIEW OF THE KENYA CITIZENSHIP AND IMMIGRATION
(AMENDMENT) BlLL,202l

4. The main objective of the Bill is to put in place mechanisms for the protection of the interests of
Kenyans living abroad and to ensure their active participation in the socio-economic

development of the country.

5. The collective community of Kenyans living abroad plays an important role in the development

agenda of the country. For instance, foreign remittances account for a substantial percentage of
the Gross Domestic Product. The Bill seeks to enhance these contributions while simultaneously

tapping into the skills and expertise of Kenyans living abroad.

6. The Bill has three clauses-

a) Clause 2 of the Bill seeks to amend section 2 of the KCIA by introducing new definitions
which include "Kenyans living abroad "and "returnee".

b) Clause 3 seeks to introduce a new part to provide for the management of the affairs of
Kenyans living abroad. The main objective of the Part is for the development and

implementation of strategies that will enable Kenyans living abroad participate in economic
development, governance and other democratic processes in Kenya.

7. It is important to note that the Foreign Service Act (No. 12 of 2001) in section 5 (h), provides for
the functions of the Foreign Service which includes "to serve and promote the legitimate

interests of Kenyans living abroad.

3.0 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

8. In compliance with the provisions of Article l18 of the Constitution and National Assembly

Standing Orders 127(3), the Committee, through local daily newspapers of Wednesday, 2"d

March, 2022 published advertisements inviting the public to submit memoranda on the Bill.

However the Committee did not receive any comments from the public.

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4.0 COMMITTEE OBSERVATIONS

9. In considering the Kenya Citizenship and Immigration (Amendment) Bill, 2021 the Committee

came with the following observations:

a) That there is a duplication of roles that are already granted to the Foreign Service by the

Foreign Service Act (No. 12 of 2001) and those granted by virtue of this proposed law to a
department within the Ministry.

b) That the functions will be undertaken by two entities under two different Acts of Parliament.

This is a duplication of roles, efforts and resources to one main function. The Bill is

therefore unnecessary as it what it seeks to cure is already provided for in law;

c) That the Fourth Schedule, Part l, paragraph 1, foreign affairs, foreign policy and

international trade is a function given by the Constitution to the National Government;

d) That the proposer should amend the Foreign Service Act and require the responsible Cabinet

Secretary to propose regulations with regard to Kenyans living abroad.

5.0 COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS

Arising from the aforementioned observations, the Committee recommends that the House rejects
the Bill.

b) In Kenya, per the present Copyright Act, 2ool (Section zS) the copyright for a

Government commissioned musical work lasts for fifty years from the date of first
publication.

c) The national anthem is protected under the Constitution (Chapter 2, Article 9) as one of
the national symbols of the Republic of Kenya. AlthoLrgh, the Kenyan national anthern is

in the public domain, the diftbrent arrangement in a new work which incorporates it is

entitled to copyright protection as a derivative work.
