Security Council". The National Security Council Bill,20.l2, is therefore crafted
pursuant to the provisions of the said Article 24O.The Bill addresses very pertinent
issues relating to the security of this country.

The primary object of the Bill is to provide for the functions and administration of
the National Security Council. The Council shall form the bedrock for the strategic
forum for formulation and integration of Kenya's domestic, foreign and military
policies relating to national security.

The Committee attended a workshop organized by the Commission on the
lmplementation of the Constitution (ClC) on three Security Bills between 9,h and
12th August. 20.l2. The purpose of the workshop was to give Member's of the two
Parliamentary Committees an opportunity to make proposals into the Bills before
their passage into law.

The three Bills before the Committees were the National Security Council Bill,
2012. the l(enya Defence Forces Bill, 2012 and the National Intelligence Service

Bill,2012. After lengthy discussions on the three Bills, amendments were made.
The amendments on National Security Council Bill,2012, which falls under the
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purview of the Committee on Administration and National Security, are the
subject of this report.

Thereafter, the Committee made consultations with the Minister of State for
Provincial Administration and lnternal Security, being the initiator of the Bill. The
Minister was in agreement with the proposed amendments.

The Committee takes this opportunity to thank the Office of the Speaker and the
Clerk of the National Assembly for the logistical and technical support accorded to
the Committee during the CIC Workshop on the three Security Bills held in

Mombasa between 9th and 12th August 2012.

The Committee is also grateful to the Ministry of State for Provincial
Administration and National Security for initiating, drafting and publishing this
important Bill which would enhance general security in the country, especially on
the regularization and strengthening of the functions and operations of the
National Security Council.
