PART FOUR

4.0 REASONS THE COMMITTEE HAD SOME PENDING BUSINESS AT THE END OF
THE 12TH PARLIAMENT

28. The Committee experienced the following challenges which made it difficult for it to
optimally discharge its mandate:

1. The COVID-l9 pandemic affected the frequency of meetings and it made difficult to meet
stakeholders to prosecute matters before the Committee.

2. Lack of attendance by invited witnesses leading to delays in concluding matters before the
committee. This made it difficult for the Committee to discharge its mandate effectively.

3. Lack of attendance by Members whose business was referred to the Committee. Members
were not available when invited for Committee meetings to consider their Questions,
Legislative Proposals, Statements or Petitions.

4. Many Bills, petitions and legislative proposals are pending due to the limited time frame
provided in the Standing Orders to consider them.

5. Failtne to raise quorum for meetings because of the 2022 General Elections, especially in
Sixth Session slowed down activities of the Committee.

6. Inadequate committee meeting rooms and furniture occasionally led to delays in starting
meetings and at times cancellation of meetings.
