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CHAIRPERSON'S FOREWORD

Standing Order 200A (l) and (2) of the National Assembly Standing Orders provides that "(l) A
Committee which is unable to complete its work before the expiry of its term shall table an exit report to
the Assembly detoiling reasons for such inability; ond (2) The report shall be available to the succeeding
committee which may consider it in preparing its work plan".

The Exit Report is an important tool for gauging the Committee's performance in the Twelfth Parliament.
It gives details of the business transacted by the Committee from November 2017 to June 2022.It offers a
starting point for the succeeding Committee as it highlights the business pending before the Committee at
the end of the Sixth Session.

The following business was referred to the Departmental Committee on Health in the Twelfth Parliament:
twenty (20) Bills; nineteen (19) Legislative Proposals; eight (8) Petitions; three (3) inquiries; thirty-nine
(39) questions, five (5) Statements; one (l) vetting of the nominee for approval for appointment to public
office; and one (l) Agreement or protocol. The Committee executed most of the work referred to it despite
the difficult times that Members had to work during the COVID-I9 pandemic.

Through its work, the Committee achieved a 58o/o budgetary increase for the Health Sector from Kshs 78
Billion in 2017118 to Kshs l23Billion in 2022123. The increase in the budget allowed the Committee to
provide funding for various capital projects which the Ministry of Health and its SAGA's have been
implementing. Some of the projects have been completed during the tenure of this Committee, such as the
Molecular Imaging centre at KUTRRH, Kidney Institute at KNH, Commodity Storage Centre at KEMSA,
Equipping of Daycare centre at KNH, procurement of cyber knife at KUTRRH, among others. The other
projects are long-term and are still on-going.

Additionally, during the five-year tenure, the Committee provided funding for various key flagship
projects and programmes, which include: the Linda mama programme; the Health Insurance Subsidy
Programme (HISP) under the social protection; support to level 5 hospitals at the county level through
conditional grants; support to the National Referral Health facilities; support to KMTC and KEMRI,
which are two critical learning and research institutions; vaccines and immunizations, including family
planning/reproductive health commodities; funding for TB, HIV and Malaria interventions; the rollout of
Universal Health Care (UHC); and the COVID 19 pandemic interventions, among others.

The Committee has also ensured the operationalization of key Agencies created by the Health Act through
funding. These institutions are Kenya Health Professionals Oversight Authority (KHPOA) and Kenya
Health Human Resource Advisory Council (KHHRAC). These two institutions are critical in providing
sanity to the hitherto chaotic health human resources. The two institutions are still at the budding stage
and will require more support, especially funding, to ensure they are fully operational. It is the onus of the
l3th Parliament Health Committee to midwife these two institutions to their full potential and ensure they
deliver as mandated under the Health Act.

On the cost of Healthcare in Kenya, the Committee established that the general cost of healthcare in
Kenya has several drivers, both internal and external to the health sector. The key inputs to informing
pricing include; human resources for health, consumables, health products and technologies, governance
and management, ICT and infrastructure. Overall, the critical cost drivers were attributed to costs in the
following areas:
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a. Professional fees
b. Procedure fees
c. Hospitality fees
d. Home-based visitation fees

e. Taxation
f. Licensing and insurance fees
g. Other permits
h. Business permits
i. Medical equipment
j. Devices
k. Technologies
l. Office and infrastructure costs
m.Lack of enabling policy and legislative framework

In its engagement with key stakeholders in the health sector, the Committee recommended the followi'
measures to lower healthcare costs in Kenya.

i. Review of general costs of healthcare, including components of professional fees; and cost of
medicine, hospitality and medical devices;

ii. Establishing proposed costs and fee guidelines for each cadre aligned to strategies for lowered
healthcare costs; and

iii. Review of the health facility and professional practice license fees.

Therefore, pursuant to Standing Order 200,4, (l), it is my pleasant duty and privilege to present the
Committee's Exit Report to this House on behalf of the Departmental Committee on Health.

3.0 IMPACT/ACHIEVEMENTS BY THE COMMITTEE

(i) Budget Increase

At the beginning of the 12th Parliament in 2017, the Budget for the Health Sector was Kshs 78 Billion.
This has increased to Kshs. 123 in 2022123. This means the budget for the Health sector has increased by
58% between 20l7ll8 and2022123, that is, during the five-year tenure of this Committee. Some of the
key flagship projects and programmes for which the Committee provided funding in the last five years
are:

The Linda mama programme;
The Health Insurance Subsidy Programme (HISP) under the social protection;
Support to level 5 hospitals at the county level through conditional grants;
Support to the National Referral Health facilities;
Support to KMTC and KEMRI, which are two critical learning and research institutions;

0 Vaccines and immunizations, including family planning/reproductive health commodities;
g) Funding for TB, HIV and Malaria interventions;
h) The rollout of Universal Health Care (UHC); and
i) The COVID l9 pandemic interventions, among others.

The increase in the budget allowed the Committee to provide funding for various capital projects which
the Ministry of Health and its SAGA's have been implementing. Some of the projects have been
completed during the tenure of this Committee, such as the Molecular Imaging centre at KUTRRH,
Kidney Institute at KNH, Commodity Storage Centre at KEMSA, Equipping of Daycare centre at KNH,
procurement of cyber knife at KUTRRH, among others. The other projects are long-term and are still
ongoing. The Committee has been able to make a number of oversight visits to some of the projects. The
Committee recommends that these projects will be completed in the l3th Parliament for publiC benefit.

(ii) Universal Health Care (UHC)

It is critical to note that the UHC, as part of the big four agenda, was incepted during the tenure of thi.
Committee. The Committee is credited for setting the pace for the rollout of UHC by approving o
resources required to support various UHC interventions.

The Committee was able to support the implementation of the UHC through approval of resources since
inception. The Committee approved funding for the UHC pilot programme in four counties, provided
resources for provision of HPT's through KEMSA for UHC as well as provided resources for the
provision of social health insurance.

This Committee recommends that the 13th Parliament Committee will ensure that this flagship project is
fully implemented, including bringing on board more ideas to improve its rollout. This will ensure that
Kenyans are able to access affordable and quality healthcare.

(iii) covlD-l9
It was also under the tenure of this Committee that the COVID l9 pandemic broke out in the Country. The
Committee was able to approve resources to support the Ministry of Health and the county governments in
responding to the pandemic. The Committee recommends that the next Committee supports this course,

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including promoting research and local vaccine production through the BIOVAX facility, among others,
to ensure that the COVID l9 is fully controlled and does not pose a threat to the wellbeing of the Country.

The Committee stood to the occasion and provided resources to respond to the COVID l9 pandemic in the
Country. Through the Committee, the National Referral facilities and selected county hospitals which had
high incidences of the virus were able to receive support from the National goverrrment to support
response to COVID 19 pandemic. Through the support, the hospitals were able to expand infrastructure
including bed capacity, installed critical equipment such as oxygen plants, bought ambulances, hired more
health care workers among other interventions. Some of these interventions will be used beyond the
pandemic and will form part of critical health infrastructure for posterity.

The Committee in support of the COVID 19 pandemic response provided Kshs 5 Billion to county
governments to support the response. The funding supported health various health facilities at the county
level, expanded their infrastructure , supported establishment of isolation and quarantine centres, counties
were able to access PPE's among other interventions.

(iv) Linda mama programme (free maternity)

Provision of resources for the Linda mama programme (free maternity) - approximately Kshs 20 Billion
was approved by this Committee in the last five years to support women of the reproductive age. The
Committee was also able to change the mode of implementation of this programme where initially funds
were transferred to county governments as conditional grants to channeling of this funds through NHIF
which significantly improved the implementation of this programme.

(v) Health Insurance Subsidy Programme (HISP)

The Committee through the approval of resources under the Health Insurance Subsidy Programme (HISP)
programme ensured that the orphans, vulnerable children, PWD's and the elderly were able to access
medical insurance. It is the Committee expectation that with the full implementation of the UHC, all the
vulnerable people in the society will access quality healthcare at affordable and end catastrophic health
related expenditures.

(vi) Operationalization of Kenyatta University Teaching, Research and Referral Hospital
(KUTRRH)

Operationalization of Kenyatta University Teaching, Research and Referral Hospital through allocation of
funds. The 600 bed capacity level six Hospital lacked funds to operationalize it despite being fully built
and equipped. It is this Committee which provided the resources required for operationalization. Today,
the hospital is fully operational, courtesy of the 12th Parliament Health Committee.

(vii) Mathare Teaching and Referral Hospital

The Mathare Teaching and Referral Hospital funding has steadily risen under this Committee, and this has
gone well to support the Hospital in running its various programmes related to mental health. It is noted
that this Hospital was able to secure the title deed to its land which risked being grabbed through the
intervention of this Committee. Further, the Committee was able to ensure that this Hospital is recognized
as one of the SAGA's within the Ministry of Health which gave it financial autonomy. The Hospital no
longer operates as a Department within the Ministry of Health.
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(viii) Operationalization of key Agencies created by the Health Act

The Committee has also ensured the operationalization of key Agencies created by the Health Act through
funding. These institutions are Kenya Health Professionals Oversight Authority (KHPOA) and Kenya
Health Human Resource Advisory Council (KHHRAC). These two institutions are critical in providing
sanity to the hitherto chaotic health human resources. The two institutions ate still at the budding stage and
will require more support, especially funding, to ensure they are fully operational. It is the onus of the l3th
Parliament Health Committee to midwife these two institutions to their full potential and ensure they
deliver as mandated under the Health Act.

(ix) Revival of the construction of the Nyayo Korogocho hospital in Mathare

The Committee started a conversation around the revival of the construction of the Nyayo Korogocho
hospital in Mathare, which had stalled for many years. The Committee implored the Nairobi Metropolitan
Services CNMS) to prioritize the project to ease up patients' pressure at KNH. It is important to note that
this Hospital was completed by the NMS and renamed Mama Margaret Kenyatta Hospital. This heal
facility and others which have been constructed by the NMS in the city has greatly assisted in easing
outpatient traffic at KNH. This has to some extent, allowed KNH to concentrate on its vital role as a
referral facility.

(x) Managed Equipment Service (MES) Programme and HCIT Component and the CT Scan
Project

In 2018 and 2019 the Committee engaged the Ministry of Health and the Office of the Auditor-General in
conducting an inquiry into the project. However, the Committee did not finalize on the inquiry.
The MES project contract comes to an end by 2022 and it is for this reason that the Committee
recommends to the l3th Parliament Health Committee to establish the following from the Ministry of
Health-

i. Roadmap on its implementation after the contract period lapses;
ii. The fate of the project after expiry of the contract?;
iii. How the Ministry will handle contractual obligations relating to the project for instance clearing of

pending bills if they exist?;
iv. If the Ministry intends to renew the project; and
v. Production of an exit report documenting the successes and challenges of the project.

(xi) Cost of Healthcare in Kenya

The Committee convened stakeholders meetings on 4th -7th and 21st -26th November, 2021 to deliberate
on the cost of healthcare in Kenya. The engagement established that the general cost of healthcare in
Kenya has several drivers, both internal and external to the health sector. The key inputs to informing
pricing include human resources for health, consumables, health products and technologies, governance
and management, ICT and infrastructure. Overall, the key cost drivers were attributed to costs in the
following areas:

i. Professional fees
ii. Procedure fees
iii. Hospitality fees
iv. Home based visitation fees
v. Taxation
vi. Licensing and insurance fees

xiii. Lack of enabling policy and legislative framework

The Committee recommended the following:
iv. Review of general costs of healthcare in the Country, including components of professional fees;

and cost of medicine, hospitality and medical devices which will contribute towards the lowering
of healthcare costs.

v. Establishing proposed costs and fee guidelines for each cadre aligned to strategies for lowered
healthcare cost.

vi. Rationalization of the health facility and professional practice license fees.

Key issues which may require budgetary and policy intervention and which the l3th Parliament
Health Committee should pursue

Implementation of the Universal Health Coverage (UHC)
i) The full implementation of the Universal Health Coverage (UHC) as envisioned to ensure that all

persons are able to access affordable and quality healthcare.

Cost of healthcare in Kenya
ii) The conversation around the high cost of healthcare in the Country and how to address it. This

Committee had mandated the KMPDC to spearhead this conversation and come up with
recommendations.

Budget Increase
iii) Lobby for more resources to be allocated to the Health sector at the National level to ensure that

the l0% threshold is progressively attained. This is critical given that most of the development
partners are sun-setting their support to the Health sector. Given that the donors were crucial
contributors to the Health sector budget, the National government needs to support the sector
through GOK funding.

Health projects under the Sports, Arts and Social Development Fund
iv) Follow up on the implementation of Health projects under the Sports, Arts and Social

Development Fund by calling for disclosure of these projects. The fund regulations require that
600/o of the resources be channeled to UHC related projects. This may require the review of the
regulations establishing this fund.

Policy on the trainee doctors (registrars)
v) A policy to ensure that the trainee doctors (registrars) stationed at the referral facilities is facilitated

by the National govemment.

Memorandum of understanding (MOU) between the KUTRRH and Kenyatta University
vi) Ensure that the memorandum of understanding (MOU) between the KUTRRH and Kenyatta

University regarding the use of the facility by medical students is implemented.

vii) The establishment of the facility improvement fund (FIF) for county health facilities taking into

account the new dispensation where health is devolved.

Policy on categorization and classification of health facilities
viii) A revised policy on categorization and classification of health facilities in the Country in line with

the Health Act.

Revival of the Kenyatta University Children (pediatric) hospital
ix) The revival of the Kenyatta University Children (pediatric) hospital is currently stalled. Once

completed, this facility will be the only public hospital strictly dealing with Children's issues

through treatment and research. It will also be the first one in Eastern and Central Africa.

The l3th Parliament Health Committee will encounter all this, and many more will require closer
collaboration between various health sector stakeholders to achieve positive results. This Committe
expects that the 13th Parliament Health Committee will be ready for the work ahead and leave a mark i.,
the Health sector.
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PART FOUR

REASONS AS TO WHY THERE WAS PENDING BUSINESS BY THE END OF 6TH SESSION

The Committee experienced the following challenges, which made it difficult for it to discharge its
mandate optimally:

(i) Disruption during virtual meetings due to poor internet connectivity as well as the hence the
inability to engage in transacting particular business fully. This mainly affected considerations
of voluminous legislation.

(ii) The COVID-l9 pandemic affected the frequency of meetings, and it made it challenging to
meet stakeholders to prosecute matters before the Committee. This affected the Committee's
efficiency in the execution of its mandate.

(iii) The Court Ruling on the Petition by the Senate regarding consideration of Bills between the
two Houses of Parliament made some Bills to be considered afresh since there was no
concurence. This slowed down the legislative process, especially on the Health-related laws.

(iv) Unavailability of Government officials when invited for meetings to consider business before
the Committee. This made it difficult for the Committee to discharge its mandate effectively.

(v) Some Members whose business was referred to the Committee were not available when invited
for Committee meetings to consider their Questions, Legislative Proposals, Statements or
Petitions.

(vi) Difficulty in raising quorum because of the 2022 General Elections, especially in the Sixth
Session, slowed down activities of the Committee.

(vii) Inadequate committee meeting rooms and furniture occasionally led to delays in starting
meetings and cancelling meetings.
