ErtabliJhment of the Committee

The committee on Appointmenti is estabrished under Standing order
204(4) with the mandate to consider for approval by the House,
appointments of Cabinet Secretaries purruant to Articre r52(2) of the
constitution' The said Articre requires H.E. the president to nominate and
with the approvar of the Nationar Assembly. appoint cabinet Secretaries.

Section 7(10) of the public Appointments (parliamentary Approval) Act
201'1, provides that, wherc the nomination of a candidate is rejected by
Parliament, the appointing authority may submit to the rerevant House the
name of another candidate, and the procedure for approvar spuified in thk
Act shall apply accordingly.

Appointment procerr of the Cabinet Secretary nominee
(i) ln accordance with the provisions of Article 152(2) of the

Constitution. H.E. the president forwarded to the Speaker of the
National Assembly, the nomination of Hon. (Rtd) Maj. Joseph K.

Nkaisserry vide a retter dated 2nd December, 2014 for vetting by the
Committee on Appointments and consideration for approval by the
Nationar Assembry for appointment as cabinet Secretary for lnterior
and Coordination of National Government.

(ii) on wednesday 3'd December, 2014 the Honourabre Speaker in a

communication to the House pursuant to Standing Order 42(l),
informed the House that the he had received the notification of the
nomination of Hon. (Rtd) Maj. Joseph K. Nkaisserry and referred the
same to the Committee on Appointments for vetting and reporting
to the House within 14 days (by l6rh December,2Ol4).
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2.3 Notification to the public

Section 6(9) of the Public Appointments (parliamentary Approval) Act

(No.33 of 20ll) provides that "any person may, prior to the approval

hearing and by a written rtatument on oath, provlde the Clerk with

evldence contesting the tuitability of a candidate to hold the office to which

the candidate has been nominated".

On Thursday 4th December,2Ol4, the Clerk of the National Assembly

placed an advertisement in the print media inviting the public to submit

memoranda by way of written statement on oath (sworn affidavit) on the

suitability or otherwise of the nominee in conformity with Section 6(9) of

the Public Appointments (Parliamentary Approval) Act 2Oll. The

submissions were to be received latest by Wednesday 1Oth December, 2014.

Pursuant to provisions of Article 118 of the Constitution, Section 6(4) of the

Public Appointments (Parliamentary Approval) Act (No.33 0f 20ll) and

Standing Order 45(3). the general public was also notified in the print

media by the Clerk of the National Assembly on 4th December, 2014 of the

intention of the Committee on Appointments to conduct the vetting and

approval hearing of the nominee on Thursday llth December, 2014.

2.4 Clearancerequirements
On 4th December, 2014, the Clerk of the National Assembly wrote to the

Ethics and Anti-Corruption Commission, Kenya Revenue Authority (KRA)

and the Higher Education Loans Board (HELB) requesting for reports about

the nominee on: -

o Matters touching on integrity:

o Tax compliance;

o Loan repayments.

ln response, HELB confirmed vide a letter Ref. HELB/RD/56593/POV/1126

dated 8th December, 2014 that the nominee was not a beneficiary of the

HELB Loans scheme. Kenya Revenue Authority confirmed vide a retter Re.
.DT/MS/HU72 dated grh December, 2014 that the nominee was tax
compliant. The Ethics and Anti-corruption commission vide a retter Ref.
EAcc/6/42 vol. xx (2r) dated 9rh December, 2or4 confirmed having
matters in which the nominee is adversery mentioned. However. the
commission's preliminary investigation, have so far found the nominee not
culpable of any wrong doing.

2.5 Submission of memoranda

Section 7 of the public Appointments (parliamentary Approval) Act. 2Ol I
provides that the issues for consideration by the rerevant House in reration
to any nomination shall be:-

(a) the procedure used to arrive at the nominee;
(b) any constructionar or statutory requirements rerating to the office in

question; and

(c) the suitabirity of the nominee for appointment proposed having regard
to whether the nominee's abirities. experience and quarities meet the
needs of the body to which nomination is being made.

Pursuant to Section 6(g) of the said Act, the committee invited submissions
from the public on

Committee received submissions from the following perrons:-

l. Memorandum by Messrs Reverend John Mbugua, Gilbert Mukabaneand Stephen Omodia

Upon scrutiny, the Committee established that the memorandum refers
to issues other than those contemprated to be issues for consideration by
the committee as outrined under section 7 of the pubric Appointments
(Parliamentary Approvar) Act. Further, no evidence was submitted in
support of the allegations made in the memorandum and the letteri as
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to the suitability of the nominee to hold office for which he is

nominated.

2. Memorandum by Major (Rtd) Stanley Kiama

The committee noted that the memorandum avers statements in support

of the nominee's appointment. Major (Rtd) Stanley Kiama puts forth a

case for the nominee's suitability and integrity having worked under and

with him in the military.

3. Memorandum by Mr.

Upon scrutiny. the Committee established that the memorandum makes

reference to issues other than those contemplated to be issues for

consideration by the committee as outlined under section 7 of the public

Appointments (Parliamentary Approval) Act. While the affidavit set out

issues related to the integrity of the nominee, the evidence provided in
support of the contentions was in electronic form. However. there was

no certificate issued or statement given in evidence by the person who
purportedly recorded and produced the CDs and the flash disks hence

the electronic evidence provided had not been authenticated.

4. Letters from Messrs Obadia Kimani Moyaie, Oscar O. Kenyanya,
Perpertua Lasoi Likimani, Patrick Oshumu Parkire and Maparasha youth
6roup

Upon scrutiny the Committee observed that:-

(i) The letters were not made on oath contrary to the requirement

under section 6(9) of the Public Appointments (parliamentary

Approval) Act,

(ii) The letters refer to issues other than those contemplated to be

issues for consideration by the Committee as outlined under

section 7 of the Public Appointments (Parliamentary Approval)

Act.
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(iii) while the letters sets out issues rerated to the integrity of the
nominee, the same constitute, hearsay. which is inadmissible
under the Evidence Act, Cap gO of the Laws of Kenya.

(iv) The allegations made in the retters as to the unsuitabirity of the
nominee to hold office were unsubstantiated.

Consequently, the letters were not admissible hence rejected by the
Com mittee.

ln conducting the vetting process. the Committee on Appointments
examined the nominees against the foilowing criteria, amongst others, as set
out in the Public Appointments (parliamentary Approval) Act No. 33 of
20r I.

(i) Academicqualifications

(ii) Employment record

( iii) Professional affiliations

(iv) Potential conflict of interest

(v) Knowledge of the relevant subject

(vi) Overall suitability for the position

(vii) lntegrity

(viii) Vision and leadership

(ix) Expectations and key priorities

Hon. (Rtd) Maj. Joseph K. Nkaisserry appeared before the committee on
Thursday llth December, 20r4 and was informed by the chairperson that,
pursuant to Section 6(9) of the public Appointments (parliamentary
Approval) Act, 20rr. the Committee invited submissions from the pubric on
his suitabirity or otherwise for appointment to the position of cabinet
secretary. ln response the committee received memoranda from the pubric
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some of which complied with the law while others did not. The nominee

was orally interviewed by the Committee and responded to questions

during the vetting as follows:-

I Educatlonal and Professional Quallfications

He took Members through his educational and professional

background and stated that: -

He pursued diploma in Strategic Leadership and Management from

the United States of America Army War College.

(i)

(ii) He is the current Member of parliament for Kajiado Central and

former Member of the Committee of Appointments. He joined

Parliament in 2OO2 on KANU ticket and participated both in the

production of the CDF Act and Bomas National Constitutional

Conference during his term.

(iii) He formerly served in the military in the following positions:- Army

Major General; Commander of Western Command: Chief lnstructor

and Deputy Commandant of Kenya Defence College (Karen); Second

Brigadier Commander (6ilgil); Chief of Personnel, Kenya Army

Headquarters: Personal/Military Assistant to Chief of General Staff;

lnstructor, School of lnfantry (lsiolo); Cadet instructor and trained

many officers who have risen to the rank of General: Founder of
Sniper Courses in Kenya Armed Forces and the first to be trained in

the United Kingdom as a Sniper.

(iv) He also served as Director of Liaison Department in the office of the

President which was dealing with peace within the region and was in

particular assisting the government of Southern Sudan on peace and

security matters. The Department was also handling the 5omalia crisis.
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(v) He is currently the chairman of the parliamentary pastoralist Group:

former Chairman of Amani Forum-Kenya Chapter. a parliamentary

Forum on Peace in the Great Lakes Region; and former Vice president

of lnternational Parriamentarians on Smalr Arms and Light weapons.

2. Personal plan, vision and commitment to revamping the aillng
recurity sector ln our country

He stated that:-

i. His vision is to have a very highly disciprined. versatire and robust
police; coordination of ail the security organsi and provision of
adequate resources. To achieve this, there will be need to review the

training policy and as a trainer he wiil be able to provide guidance so

as to have a robust police with good training.

.

lI.

The cardinal responsibility of any government is security and
protection of life and property of its citizens and therefore his two
key priority areas in the ministry will be security and corruption.

The current unique security challenges facing the country were as a
result of a dysfunctional and disconnected regar and administrative

institutional framework. His immediate plan would be to bring

together all the institutions/organizations dealing with the security.

secondly, he would re-look into causes of insecurity and the internar
problems afflicting the country rike cattre rustring, assess the strategies

in place and the gaps with a view to making changes where
necessary. ln this regard, the Ministry will be very receptive to
suSgestions on measures to improve the security of the country.

He informed the Committee that he ha, a strategy which he is going

to implement to end cattle rustling in pokot, Samburu and Turkana

so that these communities can trade in stock exchange rike what other
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communities are doing in the twenty-first Century instead of engaging

in stock theft.

He assured the Committee that he would be resolute as a Cabinet

Secretary in ensuring that Kenyans are secure. To achieve this, he will

address the capacity of the security organs dealing with security and

the morale of the security officers.

Porous borders, proximity to Somalia, prollferation of small arms and
sea-crlme as a contrlbutor to insecurity

He stated that our borders are porous between Kenya and Somalia

and also between Kenya and Southern Sudan all the way to Ethiopia.

To mitigate this problem, there will be need to give mobility to the

Kenya Defence Forces who are responsible for our external borders

and also to empower the police in terms of good communication

and mobility to deal with the internal aspects in areas like Garissa,

Wajir, Mandera and Lamu counties.

He informed the Committee that, one, the objective of Amani Forum

is to advance peace within the 6reat Lakes Region and the Forum has

done a remarkable job in Burundi and Democratic Republic of Congo

in bringing peace. Two. the role of UN General Assembly lnter-

parliamentary Union on disarmament. small arms, conflict resolution

and terrorism is basically to reduce the proliferation of small arms

and tackle the issue of terrorism. Therefore. as a former Chairman of

Amani Forum Kenya Chapter and a delegate to the UN General

Assembly. he will use his past experience. connections and contacts in

the region in the execution of his mandate to bring peace and

security in the region.

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He also informed the Committee that the Kenya Defence Forces

(KDF) were deployed in Somalia during his tenure as Assistant

Minister for Defence under ..Operation 
Linda Nchi,, to remove Al

Shabab from Kenya but later on became part of the AMISON under
the United Nations Resorution. Therefore. KDF are in Somaria under
AMISON as part of the nations' contributing troops under the
agreement and not as Kenyans hence cannot withdraw.

Budgetary allocation to the Ministry vis-avis service delivery
He stated that his immediate task upon asjumption of the office
would be to take stock of what is avairabre to both the Regurar and
Administration Police in terms of equipment, vehicles and capacity to
establish why the service is incapable of executing its mandate and
would initiate institutionar re-structuring for the service to be in a
position to secure the citizens. rn case of underfunding, the Ministry
will seek for additional

Assembly.

budgetary allocation from the National

ii. He further stated that the people who have been given
responsibilities must work as paid for and deliver or be sacked and
the political leadership shourd face this with courage. He assured the
Committee that he will recommend the person who is qualified to
H.E. the President for appointment as the new lnspector General
despite the call that successor should come from the Rift valley
reSron.

He noted on the perceived militarization of the public service that, it
is the prerogative of any government to employ any person with
knowledge and experience including military retiree,s as military
officers are extensively trained using public resources but retire early
due to the nature of their job.

He stated that corruption is alive in every part of our society and a real

disease hence the need to approach it boldly. He undertook to do an audit

and take stock of vehicles, personnel and equipment. ensure prudent

management of public resources and fight corruption in procurement in the

Ministry. He noted that there is need to provide evidence of officers trading

in charcoal and the Commanders allowing such inappropriate behaviours

should be prosecuted. He assured the Committee that he will personally

allow due process to take its course once culprits are established.

Shoddy investigations of court cases bry the police and the apparent
disconnect between the National lntelligence Service and the regular
police

He stated that the office of the Director of Public Prosecutions is in

place and has the responsibility to carry out investigations while the

role of the police ir to arrest hence there will be no further shoddy

investigations by the police. However, the Police will also be trained

within the legal framework.

7
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6. The Security Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2014

He stated that the Bill is currently before the National Assembly for

consideration and supports the deletion of clauses that infringe on human

rights. He noted that the current Nl5 Act and Police Service Act provides

for security of tenure for the Director General and the lnspector Ceneral

respectively and therefore supports the amendments in the Security Laws

Bill that will give H.E. the President powers as the Commander-in-Chief to

hire and fire within the confines of the Constitution of Kenva. He assured

the Committee that Ministry will review the N15 Act and consider areas for

improvement.



ii' He stated further that the apparent disconnect between the Nationar
lntelligence service (N15) and the regurar porice courd be attributed to
the dysfunctionar administrative institutionar and regar framework
and wi[ be addressed by bringing together ail security institutions
through coordination.

iii' He undertook to ensure that the Nrs performs its rore of gathering
information throughout the country since they have been provided
with resources. He noted that there is need to re-train N 15 0fficers in
this digital era.

8' Disconnect between the county commissioners and Administration
Police/Police commander at the county level

He stated that there is a probrem with the raw that provides for erected
county governments who have no responsibirity as regards the security of
those who elected them. ln addition. there is a broken chain of command
with three parallel commands i.e. county commissioner, Administration
Police commander and porice commander and he expects that the security
Laws (Amendment) Biil. 2or4 currentry before the Nationar Assembry wiil
address this probrem' However, his immediate action wourd be to request
H'E. the President to give an Executive order on how to bring unification
of the chain of command because the country is facing serious insecurity
challenges.

9 Media
matter

coverage and pronouncements by politicians on security

He stated that the media and politicians are contributing to endangering
our country through their comments on security issues and urged the media
to be sensitive by avoiding showing images of victims which not onry insti,
fear in the citizens but arso security officers. He remarked that in other
countries like United states of America. poriticians do not criticize their

l5
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security organs ar this brings demoralization and that's why the images of
the llth September attack were being shown selectively in order not to instill

fear in the citizens. He impressed upon politicians to be patriotic and avoid

politicizing security issues so as not expose the weakness of our country on

security but could discuss the same with the cabinet secretary in camera.

10. Allegation in the Truth, Justice & Reconciliatlon commission (IJRC)
on violation of human rights in pokot during his tenure in the
Military

i. He stated that the Kenya Government decided in l9g4 to disarm the

Pokot and as is the practice when such a decision is made, a specific

service is given the order or task to resolve the problem. The role of
Kenya Armed Forces then was secondary i.e., to support the civil

authority in the maintenance of law and order. The order was given

to the Brigadier Commander and the 9th Battalion Kenya Rifles was

deployed where the nominee was a Company Commander as a

Major hence the boss of the operation was the Brigadier

Commander.

He further stated that there was a contingent of police in Kacheliba

and the role of the Army was to assist the police to disarm the pokot

by receiving guns. Both the Brigadier Commander and the provincial

Commissioner received the instructions and an order was given that

the Pokot be given one month notice to return the guns but refused

to comply. Consequently, a decision was arrived at to force the

Pokot to surrender the guns and a plan was put up to round up all

the livestock which the Pokot valued most. The plan yielded results

and 1000 Suns were returned within three weeks and thereafter, a

decision was made to return the livestock to the Pokot whereby he

became in charge of the operation when the Commanding Officer

proceeded for training in lndia during the period. He dismissed the

.

allegation that he took away IO.OOO cattle using military trucks by
reasoning that a military truck could only take 20 cattle and therefore
he would need 500 such trucks to ferry the cattle which could not
have escaped the attention of the police.

He also stated that he did not decline to appear before the TJRC

because he was summoned while in New york and upon return. he

was not summoned again. He confirmed to the Committee that no
Pokot was killed during the operation.

Land dispute between Ngurumani
Kiramatian Group Ranch

Limited and Shompole & Ol

He stated that his mandate as cabinet secretary wiil be on nationar security
and not land matters. on the rand dispute of which a memorandum had
been submitted, he stated that the matter is in court and therefore courd
not delve into the detairs. However. the parties shourd pursue the regar

process with a view to having a peaceful solution.

12' His thesis of 1986 regarding threats to rGnya's internar security
The committee noted the statement in his thesis rhat "internar security in
any society is inextricably tinked to the coherency of domestic social
relations to the extent that if the patterns of interaction among the group
interett are regular, the ttate't poriticar capabirities wourd be enhanced and
threatt to the potiticat order are rikety to be momentariry and contained
within the system'. He confirmed that some of the security issues addressed
in his thesis are the current chailenges facing the country. The committee
commended him for his paper and impressed upon him to implement some
of the recommendations contained therein.
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4.O COMMITTEE'S OBS ERVATIONS

The committee having considered his curriculum vitae and heard his oral
submission during the vetting exercise/interview, made the following
observations:-

(i) He was born on 28th November 1949 and completed his secondary

education in 1970. He joined Kenyatta University in I97l as a

member of the pioneer class, but left in early 1922 to join the Army

as a Cadet. He trained as an Officer Cadet both at the Armed Forces

Training College Lanet-lGnya and at the lndia Military Academy

(Dehra Dun - lndia).

(ii) He is a graduate of the Defense staff College class of 1995/1996 and

(ii) He is the current Member of Parliament for Kajiado central and former
Member of the Committee of Appointments. He joined parliament in
2OO2 on KANU ticket and participated both in the production of the CDF
Act and Bomas Constitutional Conference during his term.

(iii) He formerly served in the military in the following positions:- Army
Ceneral; Commander of Western Command; Chief lnstructor and Deputy
Commandant of Kenya Defence College (Karen); Second Brigadier

He stated that his vision is to have a very highry disciplined, versatile and robustpolice; coordination of arr the security organr, and provision of adequate
resources. To achieve this, there will be need to review the training policy and al
a trainer he will be able to provide guidance 50 as to have a robirst police with
good training.

He further stated that the cardinal responsibility of any government is security andprotection of life and property of its citizens and therefore his two key priority
areas in the ministry will be security and corruption.

He also stated that the current unique security chaflenges facing the country wereas a result of a dysfunctional and disconnected legal Jnd administrative
institutional framework. His immediate pran wourd be to bring together aI the
inrtitutions/organizations dearing with the iecurity. secondry, f,e r,Jourd re-rook
into causer of insecurity and the internar probrems afflicting the country rike cattre
rustling. assess the strategies in prace and the gaps with a view to making changei
where necessary. rn this regard. the Ministry -itt b" r"ry receptive to sftgestiJns
on measures to improve the security of the country.

He informed the committee that-he has a strategy which he is going to imprement
to end cattle rustling in pokot, samburu and ruikana so that theie communities
can trade- in stock exchange rike other communities in the twenty-first c;"iut
instead of engaging in stock theft.

He assured the committee that he wourd be resorute as a cabinet secretary in
ensuring that Kenyans are secure. To achieve this, he wi address the capaciti or
the security organs dearing with recurity and the morare of the security

Porous.borders, proximity to somaria, proriferation of smal arms and sea-crime as
a contributor to insecurity

He stated that our borders are porous between Kenya and somaria and arso
between Kenya and southern sudan ail the way to ithiopia. To mitigate ihisproblem, there will be need to give mobility to the Kenya Defence Forces-who are
responsible for our external borders and also to empower the police in terms ofgood communication and mobility to deal with the internal aspects in areas like
Carissa, Wajir, Mandera and Lamu counties.

He informed the committee that. one. the objective of Amani Forum is toadvance peace within the Great Lakes Region and the Forum has done aremarkable job in Burundi and Democratic Republic of Congo in brin;in;;;;ce.Two, the role of UN Ceneral Assembly lnter_parliamentary "Union 
on

disarmament, small arms, conflict resorution and terrorism is basica[y to reduce

the proliferation of small arms and the issue of terrorism. Therefore, as a former
chairman of Amani Forum Kenya chapter and a delegate to the UN General
Assembly, he will use his past experience. connections and contacts in the region
in the execution of his mandate to bring peace and security in the region.

He also informed the committee that the Kenya Defence Forces (KDF) were
deployed in Somalia during his tenure as Assistant Minister for Deience under"operation Linda Nchi" to remove Al shabab from Kenya but later on became
part of the AMlSoN under the united Nations Resolution. Therefore, KDF are in
Somalia under AMlSoN as part of the nationr' contributing troops under the
aSreement and not as Kenyans hence cannot withdraw.

Budgetary allocatlon to the Mlnlstry vis-avis service dellvery

He stated that his immediate task upon assumption of the office would be to take
stock of what is available to both the Regular and Administration police in terms
of equipment, vehicles and capacity to ertablish why the service is incapable of
executing its mandate and would initiate institutional re-structuring for the service
to be in a porition to ,ecure the citizens. ln case of underfunding, the Ministry will
seek for additional budgetary allocation from the National Assembly.

He further Jtated that the people who have been given responsibilities must work
as paid for and deliver or be sacked and the political leadership should face this
with courage.
He assured the committee that he will recommend the person who is qualified to
H.E. the President for appointment as the new lnspector General despite the call
that successor should come from the Rift valley region.

He noted on the perceived militarization of the public service that, it is the
prerogative of any government to employ any person with knowledge and
experience including military retiree's as military officers are extensively trained
using public rerources but retire early due to the nature of their job.

Alleged rampant corruptlon ln the Minlrtry and revelatlon of unaccounted Kshs
2.8 blllion ln the Publlc Accounts Commlttee Report

He stated that corruption is alive in every part of our society and a real disease
hence the need to approach it boldly. He undertook to do an audit and take stock
of vehicles. personnel and equipment, enrure prudent management of public
resources and fight corruption in procurement in the Ministry. He noted that there
is need to provide evidence of officers trading in charcoal and the Commanders
allowing such inappropriate behaviours should be prosecuted. He assured the
Committee that he will personally allow due process to take its course once
culprits are established.

He stated that the Bill is currently before the National Assembly for consideration
and supports the deretion of crauses that infringe on human rights. He noted thatthe current Nls Act and porice service Act pro-rid"r for security of tenure for theDirector 6eneral and the lnspector Generil respectively and iherefore ,rppo.t,
the amendments in the security Lawl Bi[ that wiir give H.E. the president jowers
as the commander-in-chief to hire and fire. H-e assured the committee that
Ministry will review the NIS Act and consider areas for improvement.

Shoddy investlgations of court cases by the police and the apparent disconnect
between the Natlonal lntelllgence Servlce andihe regular police

He stated that the office of the Director of public prosecutions is in place and has
the responsibility to carry out invertigations whire the rore of the porice is to arrest
hence there will be no further shoddy investigations by the porice. However, the
Police will also be trained within the legal frariework.

He stated further that the apparent disconnect between the Nationar rnte[igence
Service (NlS) and the regular police could be attributed to the dysfunciional
administrative institutionar and regar framework and wiI be addresseJiv urr"gi"gtoSether all security institutions through coordination.

He undertook to ensure that the Nrs performs its rore of gathering information
throughout the country since they have been provided with resourles. He notedthat there is need to re-train NIS officers in this digital era.

Disconnect between the county commissioners and Admrnlstratron porice/porice
commanders at the county level

He stated that there is a probrem with the raw that provides for erected countygovernments who have no responsibirity as regards the security of those-whl
elected them. ln addition, there is a broken chairi of command with three parafler
commards i.e. county commissioner, Administration police commander andPolice commander and he ex.pects that the Security Laws (Amendm"no BirL zoi+currently before the Nationar Assembry wifl address this probrem. H"-"rLi niiimmediate action wourd be to requert H.E. the president to give an rxecutiveorder on how to bring unification of the chain of command beiause tt

is facing serious insecurity challenges.

Media coverage and pronoun@ments by politiclans on security matters
He stated that the media and poriticians are contributing to endangering ourcountry through their comments on security issues and urged the ,Eai. io u"sensitive by avoiding showing images of viciims which not onry instil fear in the
citizens but also security officers. He remarked that in other countries rike UniteJ
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States of America, politicians do not criticize their security organs as this brings
demoralization and that's why the images of the llrh Septembeiattack were beirig
shown selectively in order not to inrtill fear in the citizens. He impressed upol
politicians to be patriotic and avoid politicization of recurity issues so as not
expose the weakness of our country on security but could discuss the same with
the Cabinet Secretary in Camera.

Allegation in the Truth, Justlce &, Reconciliation commission (IJRC) on violation
of human rights in Pokot during his tenure in the Military

He stated that the Kenya Covernment decided in 'l984 to disarm the pokot and as
is the practice when such a decision is made, a specific service is given the order or
task to resolve the problem. The role of Kenya Armed Forces then was secondary
i.e., to iupport the civil authority in the maintenance of law and order. The ordei
was given to the Brigadier commander and the 9ih Battalion Kenya Rifles was
deployed where the nominee was a Company Commander as a Major hence the
boss of the operation was the Brigadier Commander.

He further rtated that there was a contingent of police in Kachelebi and the role
of the Army was to assist the police to disarm the Pokot by receiving guns. Both
the Brigadier commander and the Provincial commissioner received the
instructions and an order was given that the Pokot be given one month notice to
return the guns but refused to comply. consequently, a decision was arrived at to
force the Pokot to surrender the guns and a plan was put up to round up all the
livestock which the Pokot valued most. The plan yielded results and 1000 guns
were returned within three weeks. Thereafter, a decision was made to return the
livestock to the Pokot and he became in charge of the operation when the
Commanding Officer proceeded for training in lndia during the period. He
dismissed the allegation that he took away 1O.O0O cattle using military trucks by
reasoning that a military truck could only take 20 cattle and therefore he would
need 500 such trucks to ferry the cattle which could not have escaped the
attention of the police.

He also stated that he did not decline to appear before the TJRC because he was
summoned while in New York and upon return. he was not summoned again. He
confirmed to the Committee that no Pokot was killed during the operation.

Land dlspute between Ngurumani Llmited and Shompole and Ol Kiramatlan
Group Ranch

He stated that his mandate as Cabinet Secretary will be on national security and
not land matteri. On the land dispute of which a memorandum had been
submitted, he stated that the matter is in court and therefore could not delve into
the details. However, the parties should pursue the legal process with a view to
having a peaceful solution.

The committee noted the statement in his thesis that "internar security in any
tociety it inextricably linked to the coherency of domestic rocial relations to tie
extent that if the patterns of interaction among the group interett are regular, the
rtatu't political capabilities would be enhanced ani threats to the potitical order
are likely to be momentariry and contained within the system". He ionfirmed that
some of the security issues addressed in his thesis are the current challenges facing
the country. The committee commended him for his paper and impresied upoi
him to implement some of the recommendations contained therein.

Arurexed hereto and marked "MLOI" is a copy of the Title Deed

dated l5s June 2010.

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c 4. We are the holders of a decree that was issued by the High Courl at Kericho on 2nd

December 2009 which directed that the members of the neighbouring Shompole and Ol

Kiramatian Group Ranches who had trespassed in the Nguruman property be evicted

from the Nguruman property and every part thereof. The Coun also awarded nominal

damages to Nguruman Limited. Armexed hereto ard marked "MLO2(a)&(b)" are copies

of the Decrees dated 2nd December 2009 respectively.

5. Shompole and Olkiramatian did not prefer an appeal against the Judgment of the High

Court dated 2"d December 2009. Their attempt to review the said Judgment before the

High Court was unsuccessful. Annexed hereto and marked "MLO3" is a copy of the

High Court at Kericho's Ruling dated l9s January 2012 dismissing the said application

for review.

6. Shompole and Ol Kiramatian then moved to the Court of Appeal where they obtained a

partial order for stay ofexecution of the Judgment of the High Court dated 2nd December

2009. However, the said Orders were subsequently rescinded by a 5 judge bench of the

Court of Appeal on 3'd October 2014. Execution proceedings then ensued to recover the

nominal damages.

10. we then moved to the High court at Machakos on 306 october 2014 and obtained

orders restraining the Govemor of Kajiado from directly or indirectly inciting, inducing,

procurrng, persuadlng, organlzlng, llnanc ing or in any manner facilitating any mass

action, gathering, meeting, rally, demonstration on 3 1 't October 2014. ArLnexed hereto

and marked "MLO7" is a copy of the Order dated 30s October 2014.

16. The loss suffered by Nguruman Limited as a result of Hon. Nkaissery's hate speech

which led to the said criminal invasion,destruction and looting of our property is

conservatively estimated to be no less that Kenya Shitlings 2 billion.

17. On 3'd November 2014, Nguruman Limited retumed to the High Court at Machakos and

obtained an Order which directed the then hspector Genera.l of Police, Mr. David

Kimaiyo to investigate the role played by Hon. Nkaissery and others in the

incitement and eventual ilvasion and destruction of the Nguruman property.

Annexed hereto and marked "MLOIO" is a copy of the Order dated 3'd November 2014.



e 18. On 5'h November 2014, Nguruman Limited filed proceedings in the High Courr at

Machakos in which amongst the reliefs sought is a declaration that Hon. Nkaissery is

not fit to hold public office because he has violated various provisions of tlre

Constitution of Kenya, 2010, National Cohesion and lnlegration Act, 2008, Public

Officer Ethics Act Cap. 183 Laws of Kenya and Leadership and Integrity Act, 2012 as a

result of his role and involvement in the invasion and destruction of the Nguruman

properly. Annexed hereto and marked "MLOI0" is a copy of the Amended Plaint dated

5d November 2014.

19. On 5s November 2014, the High Court at Machakos issued an Order restraining Hon.

Nkaissery from inter alia direclly and indirectly procuring, encouraging or persuading

Shompole ard Ol Kiramatian to disregard or disobey the various orders of the High

Court, Court of Appeal and Resident Magistrate, Narok. Annexed hereto and marked

"MLOIl" is a copy of the Order dated 5d November 2014.

20. Hon. Nkaissery has also demonstrated by his conduct that he does not respect and will

not uphold the national values and principles set out in Article 10 of the

Constitution especially the rule of law should he is appointed to the position of Cabinet

Secretary for Interior and Coordination of National Government. This is because when he

anended the High Court at Machakos on l0s November 2014, he publicly stated that:

That's really the message It doesn'l malter how the court is go ln to decide

it does not ma er which iudpment is so ine to be made. The land belongs to

Loodikilani and the Loodikilani must have their land." (see the CD and flash

disc containing the relevant video recordings of public statements by Hon.

21.On 56 December 2014 the State Law Office presented a report to the High Court at

Machakos which indicates that Mr. David Kimaiyo, as the Inspector General of Police

did instruct the Director of Criminal Investigation to commence investigations into the

possible commission by Hon. Nkaissery and others of various crimes in respect of



O their role and involvement in the invasion and destruclion of lhe Nguruman

property, and when investigations are complete, to forward the files to the Director of

Public Prosecutions for perusal and action. Annexed hereto and marked "MLOI2" is a

copy of the Report dated lstDecember 2014.
