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2.0 Conferenceoobjectives

The three-day Water Conference was nreant to be both a rvake-up call and a call to
action. The gap between rvater supply and denrand is expected to reach ao% in just
eight years. It is a bottom-up approach, rvhich means that these commitments must be
bold, targeted, and measurable to make a real diftbrence. Progress on pledges and
targets will then be monitored over time, with the hope of significantly reducing the
supplydemand gap by 2o3o.

lo Water scarcity is being driven by climate change rvhich is causing watel scarcity.
Warm temperatures lead to more evaporation and less rainfall. Poor infi'astructure and
a lack of proper water management lead to "economic rvater scarcity." Compounding
both issues is the significant population grorvth, placing huge pressure on already
strained resources.

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3.0 Key Conference Outcomes

Access to safe water, sanitation and hygiene is the most basic human need for health

and well-being and a declared human right. However, some C billion people around the
rvorld still lack access to safe drinking rvater, and 4Oo/o of the world's population is

aflbcted by water scarcity. Humanity's demand for rvater keeps growing, with pressure
on fresh water projected to increase by more than 4oolo by 2o5o.

Responding to this, the Water Action Agenda, the key outcome of the Conference,
captured over 7OO commitments aimed at driving transformation from a global water
crisis to a water-secure world. The agenda represents the global community's bold
resolve to address the rvater challenges through a more coordinated and results-driven
approach.

A ntrmber of other follow-up steps are also under consideration, including the

appointment of a Special Envoy on Water. The conference outcomes will receive

concrete follow-up in key upcoming Summits, including The SDG Summit during the

UN General Assembly in September 2023; Summit of the Future in2o2*; The World
Social Summit in 2025 through the annual High- level political forum on sustainable
development; the Conference of Parties; and other United Nations processes, as well as

the Dushanbe Water Process.

i. Political leadership and government systems were identified as essential for
improving the water, sanitation, and hygiene (WASH) sector.

ii. Collaboration with other sectors, particularly health and education, rvas
emphasized to ensure that solutions safeguard the natural environment.

Ensuring all sectoral investment strategies become rvater-smart by mobilizing
investments in rvater-smart technology and resilient infrastructures, backed by
sustainable finance policies, taxonomies, and disclosure rules, and redirecting
harmful subsidies.
Protecting and restoring the healthy life of ecosystems, including rivers,
wetlands, and lakes, which are essential for health, successful mitigation of and
adaptation to climate change, agricrrlture, safe drinking water, and reducing
disaster risks.
Addressing increasing water needs for sustainable urban development by
implementing integrated urban and territorial planning, promoting nature-
based solutions such as green-blue inliastructures, and smart city technologies.

b. Interactive Dialogue 2 on Water for Sustainable Development

The importance of valuing water and the water-energy-food nexus for sustainable
economic and urban development was highlighted. The interactive dialogue showed a

sense of u'gency to manage water sustainably and live in harmony with nature through
a more circular, regenerative, and resource-eflicient economic model. Five key
objectives flor governments and society to support rvere identified;

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The global rvater scarcity challenge has been compounded by climate change,
leading to negative consequences on vital human needs and every other
dimension of human development.

The lack of robust information is a key challenge to climate action and
resilience, thus having a global Water information system is a prerequisite for
climate action and disaster risk reduction.

COPzi achieved a breakthrough by agreeing to provide loss and damage
funding to the most r,'ulnerable countries impacted by the eflects of climate
change.
Follorv-up mechanisms for the actions and commitments resulting from the
conference are important to achieve concrete advances in the field of water and
cl imate.
Various commitments and recommendations were proposed, such as

promoting environmental economic accounting, joining the world of drought
resilience network, and creating thematic platflorms like those on the source to
sea and water culture.
The action rvork for flow consists of critical steps rvith risk awareness,
identification, designing countermeasures, and financing, with multi-
stakeholder participation and on-site implementation proposed to realize true
action-oriented solrrtions.
Science and technology are essential lbr rvater transfbrmation and the key to
breakthrough is among other things, the open science policy facilitation
betrveen science and decision-making and end-to-end approach and water cycle
integration.

25 The key ooutcomes included the following: -

The first key point is that the rvater crisis we face is both local and global. While it
manifests locally and most severely in rvater stress regions, it cannot be soh'ed
rvithout addressing the problems globally. The global rvater cycle must be treated
as a global common good that needs to be protected collectively and in the
interests of all. The signs and evidence indicate that the global water cycle is out
of balance for the first time in human history, and the water crisis is norv
interacting rvith the climate crisis and the loss of biodiversity in ways that
exacerbate all three. Water is critical not only to achieving SDG 6 but also to
achieving all SDGs, most critically food security, gender equality, ending poverty
and inequality, and achieving peace within and across boundaries.

The second key conclusion was that we must value water. It is a precondition for
achieving sustainable and equitable rvater, pricing water closer to its true value is
critical. Pricing is essential not only to make radical improvements in water use

efticiency btrt also to achieving equity because pricing, together with appropriate
targeted subsidies flor the poor and vulnerable communities, is necessary for equity
and inclusion.

Regarding institutional processes and mechanisms, the dialogue endorsed the
following recommendations for mechanisms rvithin the UN to strengthen water
governance:

o The appointment of a UN Special Envoy for water to ensure that water
remains high on the political agenda within and outside the UN;

o The empowering of UN-Water and the strengthening of coordination within
the UN system;

o The convening of a time-bound task force of member states to work with and
support the UN special envoy, and;

o The establishment of a mechanism to collect systematic data on water in all
critical dimensions to enable the monitoring and analysis of data that supports
policymaking Iocally, nationally, and globally.

The interactive dialogue also called for the broader evolution of multilateral financial
institutions, especially the World Bank and the MDBs, to mobilize capital for water
action and better support member states in achieving water resilience.

The team was able to represent Kenya at the Conference. This was done through the
Kenyan Statement that rvas read by the Cabinet Secretary during the Plenary and a

longer version strbmitted.

Kenya's statement at the UN-Water conference highlighted progress in achieving
universal access to safe water and sanitation, as rvell as the challenges faced in achieving
SDG 6. Kenya also emphasized the importance of engaging the private sector to bridge
the financing gap in achieving SDG a.

I n terms of progress, Kenya has developed regulations to ensule a water-smart society,
developed strategies to give access to safe water to *.5 million households in the next
live years, and has achieved an impressive 7O7o proportion of access to water in urban
areas and 3z% of safely managed sanitation.

To achieve SDG 6, Kenya emphasized the need for increasing annual investment to
USD 1.3 billion against the current allocation of USD 6o0 million. Kenya also
highlighted the importance of engaging the private sector through public-private
partnerships and other innovative financing models to bridge the financing gap. Kenya
is committed to creating an enabling environment fbr water sector investments and
implementing policies and regulations that support private sector investment and
thcilitate partnerships betrveen public and private entities to ensure eflective and
ellicient delivery of water services, sanitation, and food security.

In terms of possible areas of cooperation, Kenya welcomes deeper cooperation with the
United Nations, the private sector, and all other relevant stakeholders to achieve SDG
6. Kenya's emphasis on public-private partnerships and innovative financing models
presents opportunities for collaboration with private sector entities. Additionally,
Kenya's focus on the eflects of climate change and diminishing rvater resources presents
opportunities for collaboration with countries and organizations that have expertise in
these areas.

This was followed by an intervention during the 5tl' Interactive Dialogue in which the
importance ol increasing financing in the sector was made. Kenya also supported the
need to institutionalize Water in the UN body and the appointment of a Special Envoy
to further this agenda.

Horvever, Kenya also faces several challenges in the full implementation of SDG o,
inch"rding the eflects ol'climate change, a huge sector financing gap, low uptake of
technology, diminishing water resources, and encroachment and degradation of water
catchment areas.
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. engagement in various bilateral talks rvith current and potential partners;
o through the Kenya-led Side Event, rvhich sought to bring in private equity players to

discuss the opportunities in financing in the sector.

3. Kenya-led Side Event

This event rvas held within the UN Conference Headquarters, at the ECOSOC
Chamber on the 23'd March 2023. lt brought together players from various equity
funds and other agencies to see how better the sector could be f,unded in the Country. In
her opening remarks, the Cabinet Secretary emphasized the good legislative
frameworks and political goodwill present in the Country to ensure investor confidence
is high.

The panelists, on the other hand, gave as part of their solution to funding ways of De-
Risking such that commercial loans can be ollered within the water sector at affordable
rates, at a lorver risk to the banks oflbring the loans. Water Services Providers, can,

therefole, access loans to enable them to expand their supply and sanitation, thereby
increasing the ntrmber of households that receive metered rvater. Through the Afi'ican
Guarantee lrund, Aqua for All has been rvorking rvith the National Bank of Kenya in
ensuring commercial loan facilities are aflordable to WSPs through the MajiKonnect
Loan Facility.

a Impact Investment Firms (Oikocredit, Actium, the Clinton Foundation and the US
International Development Finance Cooperation) agreed on exploring opportunities
for blended financing in the water and irrigation sector, specifically for Farmer-Led
I rrigation through rvater-related funds.

The meeting recommended a team rvithin the Ministry that would be its face when
engaging with the Private Sector. A team that rvould consolidate all the investments,
either directly or indirectly, done in the Water and Sanitation Sector, rvhile acting as

the entry point for investors seeking to invest.

Further engagements rvith the various investment firms represented yielded the
following:

International Water Management Institute (IWMI) gave possible areas of
engagement in the development of research programmes on irrigation services
including water productivity, rvater accounting, water resources development and
early warning systems.

.ll Cuba showed a willingness to enter into Agency Agreements with Government
Agencies charged with:

Water and Sanitation in the fields of decentralized sanitation facilities, adoption of
new technologies in rvater treatment, smaller sanitation interventions and the use of
small plants to treat wastewater.

Groundwater Management

The Cabinet Secretary rvas invited to the Cuban Water Conference, awaiting an oflicial
invite. The next steps included setting up a meeting rvith Deputy Prime Minister Ines
Maria to firm up further discussions.

c) Poland

The Cabinet Secretary held lrilatt'r'al tallis rvith Mr. Marek Grobarczyk, Secretary o[
State for the Ministry of Infi'astructure in the Republic of I)oland. Poland rvas seeking
collaboration and partnership in the areas of Water Resources Management and
Maritime Education.

Poland is characterized by low water resources with the outflow from rivers being
among the lorvest in Europe. It is due to this scarcity that 70% of their drinking water
is abstracted from groundrvater resources. Poland has put in place measures aimed at
water retention in the catchment through water circulation, construction of retention
reservoirs and application of suitable agro-technical measures that ensure water quality
is maintained at high standards.

The Cabinet Secretary held lrilateral talks with Dr Qu Dongyu, Director General, of
the UN Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO). The key outcomes during this
bilateral included:

r Formulation of National Water roadmaps rvith emphasis on irrigation
o Upscaling opportunities in the use of remote sensing for rvater and irrigation

management

Dr Paolo Paron (FAO Somalia).
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6.0 CoMMITTEEoBSERVATIoNS

The Committee made the follou'ing observations:-

Access to safb water, sanitation and hygiene is the most basic human need for health and
well-being and a declared human right. However, some 2 billion people around the world
still lack access to safe drinking rvater, and 4Oo/o of the rvorld's population is aftbcted by
rvater scarcity. Humanity's demand for water keeps growing, lvith pressure on
lreshwater projected to increase by more than 4o% by 2O5o.

Kenya's statement at the UN-Water conference highlighted progress in achieving
universal access to safe water and sanitation, as well as the challenges faced in achieving
SDG 6. Kenya also emphasized the importance of engaging the private sector to bridge
the financing gap in achieving SDG o.

Kenya also faces several challenges in the full implementation of SDG 6, including the
eflects of climate change, a huge sector financing gap, low uptake of technology,
diminishing water resources, and encroachment and degradation of rvater catchment
al'eas.

The UN-Water conlbrence deliberations ranged from the urgency of the watel crisis,
including its role in forced migration, climate change and conflicts to stressing its critical
link to good health, poverty reduction and fbod security. Attention was also given to
solutions, rvith delibelations spanning the need for better data collection, enhanced
governance systems, capacity de'"'elopment opportunities and funding gaps in the water
sector. With financing needs ol betrveen USg tsz to more than US$6OO billion annually,
the importance of trnlocking financing and innovative funding schemes, calling for
innovations and investments at scale in the water economy was also underscored.

There is willing Ii'om the development partners to support development of rvater
projects in Kenya through sound enactment of policies on land and water management
with respect to formulation of National Water roadmaps with emphasis on irrigation as
well as uupscaling of opportunities in the use of remote sensing for water and irrigation
management.
