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of r~prcsentatives of the civil service, the military authorities aud the general 
pubhc who, consented to act thereon at the ir~~itation . of Your Excellency . This 
body has Since been strengthened by the addition to It of three members elected 
by ~hc European communiti,es themselves and I'cp,'cscnting the rural highland 
sett led areas of the Protectorate. 

. The next stet? wus the. form~tion in ~ach District of local organising Com­
mittees. Instructions on tins subject were Issued to the District Commissioners on 
September 20th, and the Committees were dulv formed in consultation with the 
local residents. • • 

In t.he meantime the requirements of .the militarv authorities had been 
cXP~'~sscd in teJ'!llS of definite numbers. 300 mell were required. 'fhe local 
POSItIon 'vas se rious and threatened to become more so. Addit ional arms and 
ammunition werc known to have reachpd the enemy, ..... hose activit.v on our side of 
the border ami whose raid!; on the railway line had co,isidcrnbly increased. 
There was no indication of reinforcements hein fJ sent from overseas ' and the 
6ituatiOl~ in the European and Eastern theatres °Of war, so far as it ' could be 
assessed locally, held out no prospects of such rei nforcements becomillfJ a\'ailable 
in the near future . , n . 

'J'he task with which the Local Committees were fnced was thus bv no means 
an easy olle. They were required to organise their districts all n w"'ar footing, 
while at the !'a lllC time men werCl flocking in to join the local forcelt, 

I should l!ke to take this opportunity of congratulating those Committees on 
the success willch has so far crowned their efforts, By local co-operation amonnst 
the Rettlers themselve!; the affairs of those who have volunteered for act~c 
serv ice are bcing lookcd nfter by those rcmaining hehind , whi le the demands of the 
military authoril.ies ha\'e been more than sa tisficd, for 320 local l'esidcnts, including 
Govcrnment ofiicials, have joined the forces since the llegisLmtion Ordinance was 
passed. 

It might rcasonably be asked why, if ~ur.h be. the c:tsc, c!lopecially nnw thnt 
reinforcements ha\'e becn arranged for, is it con!lidered necessa ry to procced, with 
the matter of compulsory mi litary amI other se rvice, 

I would stnte at once that there is no present intention of taking advantage of 
the provisions of the Ordinance in so fat· as thev relnte to militarv service. If 
the Bill is passed in its present forlll the power wiil be in Your Exce'llency's hands 
to require IIltm of milit ary n~e to join tho force!!, hut until ci rcllml' tnnces ariRe of 
slIch gmvi ty [IS to render such a l'tep Il cce,ssnl)' for the !lafety of the Prolectornte, a 
contiugellcy which, though it may IIOW appe:lr remote, i!> f:l iII within the bounds of 
possibility, or perhaps to meet further demands from the military aulhol·ities ill the 
ca!>e of \'cry hca"y cnf:ualtie!> in the E,A.~r.B. nr other loca l (orce;; . it is hoped and 
heli eved. t.1mt there will be no occasion for Your Excellency to avail yourself of 
these po\\"t'IT~, 

Fur/her, from the records compiled hy the locn l nnthoritics, it is now clear 
that in ltpit.c of the largc numbcr;; of men who have joi ned, an apprcciable, if not 
considerable, number st ill rCll1nin who could he !'pal'ed if l1eces~n l"y without ",e l'y 
seriously nffectillJ! the economic pn:;ition. Should !'uch a !locl'iouf: state of affairs 
as I ha\'e l'cfclTed to as heing nlwnys Ilofl!liblc nri~e it would be these men-and 
their Ilflmefl havc nlrcndv hren tabulated-who would firflt be call ed out. 

Bllt one ve r,\' important provision of the Dill will come into force as soon as it 
is pn;;!>cd, nnd that i ~ thc pl'oviflioll relating tn .. ei\· il fle rvices. " In order to 
flecure to tho!'e who h:we joinecl or who mnv join the loe:11 forces that protection 
hy law which ifl at present. nfforded them by locnl arrnn}!ement. provifl ion hns been 
inse rted in the Dill wherehv no one who has undertaken to perform work or super­
vision for or on hehnlf of anyone who is !l.erving in the military forces will be 
permitted himflelf to e nli~t or olherwiflc tn leave his present emoloyment without 
the cnnsent of the Di fltr ict Committee or of his employer afl the case rnav be. 
Already cases IUl\'e occurred where the nrrangements made hy the Locnl 
Oommittee!! .have been interfered with hy fl uch persons lenving their Districts. 
nnd it is conf:idered neceflfln~' to prO\'idC' by legislation that fl ur.h nrrflngement!l 
f:hall be continned on :IS permanent a basis as possible, nnd shnll not depend on 
the whim of ind ividuak ' 

In short, tbe 'Safeguarding of the intereflts of diose at the front is deen:-ed to 
be n very important item in the orgnni!<''ltion of the Community on a war footlna-. 

The reasons for introducing thi s Bill at the present stage are, ther.efore. 
hriefly, as follows :-(1) An emerj!e ncy miaht still ariflc which would neccssltate a 
further call on the .Community (or men for the fighting line. and the nece!tsary 
information is to hand as to hoW a certain number of additional men could be 
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provided without undue general inconvenience ; and (2) it is un~~sirnble to lose any 
time in safegu:mJing the interests' of those who have already JOlll cd or may do 80 

in future, either voluntarily or by exercise of the powers resen 'cd to Your 
Excellency under the Bill: 

I will now turn to the provisions of the Bill, which] should like to say has 
been prepared by the Attorney Geneml 0 11 Jines suggested by the Wal' Council. 

Clause 16 restricts the application of the Ordinance to Bri tish subjects and 
British protected subjects. No obligations are impo!)('d on subjects of For~ign 
Powers or natives of Protectorates of Foreign Powers. The provi8iolls may thus 
be considered as affecting only those co ming under the former category. ~ 

The \Var Counci l 
Jmd advised that II ~at ional " should be substituted for " Compulsory, H but 
Your Excellency was unable to accept this suggestion ;Lftcf learni ng the opiuion of 
the Attorney UCllc ralth:tt. the cxprcssioll .. national " was noi suitable to a British 
ProlCctorate, and that the term" nation:t l se rvice" would, moreover, have n 
different meaning in conllect ion wilh the measure th:tll that gcnerally accepted in 
England. •
