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DEPARTMENT OF LANDS ANNUAL REPORT T963

I_REI'IEW OF THE YEAR

Theyear.l963 was probably one ofthe most important, ifnot the most important,
yga. in thc history of thc Lands Dcpanmeot. Thc year, which saw the intr6ductionof Internal Sclf-Government on the lst June and full Independence on the l2th
December 1963, saw rhe irhplementation of two ncw Corstitutions for Kenya. These
Constitutions made a-great impact on the Departmert in that all formcr Crbwn land,
and the reversion to Crown leases, were, under the Constitution, transferrcd from th;
Govcmment to the Regions concerDed, except in the case of th; Nairobi Arca where
they remained vested in the Covernment. Trust land was likewise vested in the County
Councils concerned, in trust for the p€rsons ordinarily resident oo the land. As it w;
obviously impossible for financial and staff reasons to run a series of Regional and
County_Land Departments, the Commissioner of Lands was appointed to act as agent
for-all_Regions and County Councils in addition to his statutory dutics. This ensu;cd,
with the co-operation of the Regions and County Councib cbncerned, that the ad:
ministratior of land proc€eded smoothly, aDd Do insurmouotable diificulties werc
eocou ntered.

2. In view of political changes, though a number of important dcvelopment
proposals were put forward, only in a very few cases were thesqfinaliz€d.

3..Themrmber of plots leased io urban areas showed an increase oo 1962, but to
a considerable extent this was brought about by the Government issuinc formal leases
to statutory bodies such as the East African Railways and Harbours Administration
and thc East African Common Services Organization'io place oftheir old reservations.

4. Rent recripts _wcre well maintained at L4O7,466 against L391,695 for 1962,
reveouc from stamp duty increas€d from f,572,250 to !@3,129, and thcre was also an
iocrease in revcnue from conveyancing and registration feis. Stvcral major excrciscs
were carricd out to determioe the land rcvenua and cxp€nses position in rclation to
Regions and County Councils. Offic€rs of the Depanrirent cairied out an iocrEased
number of safaris to the Regions and County Couicils to assist these bodics in their
new rolc as land owners.

_ .5. The year-saw the enactment of other important pieces of [egislation, such as the
ReSistered Lard Act, 1963, which consolidated the lcgirration pr5visions offive other
Acts. Towards the end ofthe_year the ncw Actwas applied to cenain areas at the Coast,
to areas. which have been subject to the provisions of the Land Registration (Speaiai
Areas) Acr, and also to areas which havc be€n purchased and subaivided undir thc
Goyernment's R€settlcment Scheme, Thc Act ,ill be applied to the whole country
in due coune.

- 6. The systcms of control of transactions in agricultural land werc consolidated
into-onc system by the Kenya (Land Control) (Transitional provisions) Regulations,
1963.

- 7. SurveJs having beeD completed, 432 holdings were coDverted from 99 ycars
leases, and the number would have been greater but for the number of farmers'who
had_prcviously_ applied for convenion, selling their farms for settlement purposes to
the Laod Developmcnt and Settlement Board, or its successor the Central Lana Board.
The pacc of settlement by the Land Development and Settlement Board, and its
successor-the Central l and_Board, increased greatly and 3l4,9ol acres were purchased
and the lcases surrendered. In addition, the Board purchased, on compassionate
grounds, somc 37,502 acres, involving 83 farms, and these farms were subsequently
leased, in most cases to African farmers. In additioo to this, maDy cultivation licences
were issued during the year in the Nyeri and Nyandarua aieas in order to make usi
of land not immcdiately required for settl€ment.



8. The training of local personnel to r€place overseas officers who.had left Kcn-ya

under the Limited-Compensation Scheme 6r the General Compensation Schcme for
Expatriate Omcers was continued, and the trainees made good progress.

9. The Department was unfortunate in the dcath, aftera very-shorl illness, on the
l8th Novembei 1963, of the Deputy Commissioner, Mr. F. E. Firminger, who had
been a very valuable and loyal member of the Department since l95l and whose death
iesulted ii a serious loss io the Department. The year has seen many other staff
changes, the most important of which were the departure on retirement of Mr. I. E.
M orian' ( Principal Registrar of Titlcs), Mr, A. H. Wyndham-Lewis (Scnior Valuation
Ofhdr) and Mr. M, 

-T. H. Lawrence-Brown (Senior Land Omcer). The sudden
deoanure of these and other experienced olficers has placed an extra burden on those
wtio remain and on the newly re4ruitcd or promoted African officers' and the standard
of cmciency maintained during the year under review is a lribute to them.

II-AFRICANIZATION

In accordance with the declared policy of the Govemment to Africanize the posts
of exDatriate omcers. funher Depaitmcntal training schemes for potential Junior
Land hssistants wcre mounted during the y€ar. Candidates were recruited and posted

with experienced o6cem to learn the day to day running- of the Department and werc
civen lectures on the various aspccts of the Department's work. As a result of these
ichemes. it is expetted that two trainees will be appointed Junior Land Assistants
carly in the new year, and three more later on.

Towards the end of the year approval was obtained to the appointment of an
Assistant Registrar as an Assistant Land Officer. Also' to accelerat-e the African-
ization of thelenior posts, it was aSrecd that two University Sraduates from Makerere
itiould be rccruited and given two years intensive training to preparc them for posts of
Land Omcers early in 1966.

The Valuers in the Depanment are requircd to be qualified as Members of either
the t;stitute of Chanered Surveyors or the Auctioneers' lnstitute and, with this in
view, three students were sponsored at the University College, Nairobi

III_LEGISLATION

A number of important legislative measures afecting land were enacted during
the year, the most important being as follows:-

(l) The Constitution enacted on lntcrnal Self-Government, contained in the
Second Schedule to the Kenya order in Council, 1963, confirmed that all estates,
interests or rights in or over land previously granted by the Govcrnor of the
former Colony and Protectorate of Kenya or any other omcer or authority of
the Government, as having been validly created, granted or recognized. Further'
more, any unadjudicated claim made in respect of land under the Land Titles
Act was deemed to have continucd unabatcd subject to adjudication in accord-
ance with the Acl.

The land which had hirtheno b€en known as Crown land, and the reversions
to Crown leas€s, were v€sted by thc Constitution in the various Regions in which
lhe land was situated, and in the case of the extended area of Nairobi City, the
Crown land and reve.sions to leases were vcsted in the GoYernor on behalf of Her
Majelty in right of the Gov€rnment of the former Colony and Protcctorate.

Trust land situated in the former Special Areas, which had previously been
vested in the Trust Land Board, and the Special Reserves, Special Temporary
Reserves, Special Leasehold Ateas and Special Settlement Areas, were all vested
in the County Council in whosc area the land was situated. The County Councils
held the land thus vested in them for the benefit of the persons ordinarily resident
on the land and must give effect to such rights, interests or other benefits in
rrsDect of the land as may, under African customary law for the time being in
forie applicablc thereto, be vested in any tribe, group, family or individual.
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The Constitution made provision and spc'ci6cd conditions on which the Gov-
ernment could acquire Rcgional and Trust land for Government purposes. AII
unextracted minerals (othcr than common minerals), mineral oils rnd water.
were deemed to have vested in the Governor in right of the Government. All
unextracted common minerals situated in the Regions werc vestcd in the res-
pective Regions.

A reviscd method of control of transactions in agricultural land was pres-
cribed and a new Appeals Tribunal was sct up to deal with appeals in resdt of
transactions affecting land in the former Scheduled Areas. ''

_ The Constitulion also set up artew body known as the Central Land Board,
whose_ duties were to purchuse ltnd in the former Scheduled Areas by agreement
with the owners. In the case of leasehold land where the reversion was 

-vested 
in

lhe Covcmor-or in the Region. the title was cnlarged into an estate in fee simple
when the land was purchased by the Central Land Board.

(2)The Kenya Independcnce Order in Council, 1963, carried forward thc
measures affccting land into the Independencc Constitution.

(3)The Local Government Regulations. 1963, brought into being many
alterations to the law affecting Locai Authorities, and extinded the boundariei
of the City of Nairobi to include large areas of land formerly under the control
of the Nairobi County Council.

.(4) The.Registered Land Act, 1963, was cnacted and consolidated the regis-
tration provisions of five other Acts which, by experience, have been found ttbe
unnecessarily cumbersome in places. This Act has the advantages of providing a
simplilled form for the issuc of titles on a systematic basis, p-articuiarly in ihe
former Spccial Areas and in S€ttlement Schemes. It is proposed to bring all
existing titles in the country under the provisions of this Act in due coursc.
However, this cnormous task will take several years to complete. Shortly before
the end of the year, the new Act was applied tocenain areaj in Mombad. Titles
were.investigated before beinS brought under thc Act. The Act was also applied
to other areas, particularly those which had bcrn subject to the provisions oi the
Land Regislration (Special Areas) Act, 1959, and the new Sertlement Schemes.

(5)The. Municipalities and Townships (private Streets) Ordinance, 1951,
was replaccd by the Strects Adoption Act, 1963.

(6) Thg Kenya (Amendment of Laws) (Trust Land) Regulations, 1963, were
enacted.. These ReSulations amended the Trust Land Act (Cap. 288) to b;ing it
in line with the new Constitution, and also made certain amendments-to facilitite
the administration of Trust land under new conditions. In particular, the Com-
missioner of Lands was authorized to administer Trust land vested in all County
Councils until the 3lst December 1964.

(7) Thc- Kenya (Land Control) (Transitional provisions) Regulations, 1961,
cime into force on the 23rd July 1963, and provided, in iccordance with thc
Constitution, for the control of transactions in agricultural land to be amalga-
mated ioto one system instead of the two systems formerly in operation.

(8)The Covernment Accommodation Act, 1963, empowered the Govern-
ment to requisition ,temporary accommodation. This Act was necessary to
accommodatc the influx of visitors attending the lndependence Celebrations,
and can be used on futurc occasions if the necessity arises.

(9) In his Budget speech, the Minister for Finance reintroduced Estate Duty
on the Estate of deceased pcrsons, and for purposes incidental thereto. Whilst
the L-an-ds.Department was not charged wirh administering the Act, the Depart-
ment's.Valuers were required to verify valuations submitGd to the Estate buty
Commissioner in respect of land.
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IV_BOARDS AND COMMITTEES

(D The Ird Board

The Land Board was establishcd in its pres€nt form in September 1939, to act as

an aO"isory io.mittec and to assist the Government io the selcction of applications
ioi ttri

of agricultural land. The Land Board met on two occasions during-

it i nrst ou.t of 1963 ind had considered five mattc6 involving some 2,300 acres of
uciii;ituial iana at the time when it was dissolved prior lo the introduction of the new

Constitution for Iniemal Self.Covernment.

Laoa Committccs ofthe Regiooal Ass€mblies which, under the Constitution' took

(iit) Central Authority

The function of the Central Authority underwenl a change during the year' For
the 6rsi fivJ monttrs of the ycar it was the Approving Authority for- subdivisions of
.*i""it*ul land. From lsiJune 1963, however, in accordance with the new Con-
ifiiriion ana negrlations enacted thercunder' Divisional Land Control Boards b€camc
itri authorities iesponsible for approving agricultural subdjvisions. Thereafter, the-

C"ntr"i lrit oriti'a."lt only witii apptications under the Development and Usc of
Land (Planning) Regulations, 1961.

The Central Authority met on five occasions during the year.

One hundred and oDe applications, both under the former Land Control Regu-
lations 1961, as well as undii the Development and Use of Land-(Planning) Rcgu'
iuii""i r co r , *"r" roceived by the centra[ Authority out of which 54 w€re approved,
8 refused and 7 withdrawn. Of the remainder. 25 were pending awaiting comments
from various Authorities and/or additional d€tails from the applicants at the end of
th. ,.^r- and the balance of 7 were referrcd to th€ Nairobi City Council for con'
iia.intion is the land concerned fell within its area ofjuisdiction as a result of the
abolition of the Nairobi County Council.

(ii) Nsirobi DisEict Preporrtorv Autnorttv

In thc absence of matte.s requiring major policy decisions, rhe Nairobi District
Pr€Daratorv Authority did not meet during 1961. Its Subcommittee, which hithcno

-"i to a"ui with dai to day business, mei only once during the year under review,
ana the necessitv foi funhei me€tings ceased when most of the area over which the
erilo.itv trit jirrisdlction, was incl-uded in the Nairobi Area. The appointmcnt of
th; Nairirbi District Prepaiatory Authority was revoked later ill the yeat, vide Legal
Notice No. 697 of 1963.

(v) Crowt! Estltes Derelopoe CoDmittee

In view of the lack of demand for land neccssitating the planning and openiog up
of new areas and the installation of services, both in Nairobi and elsewhere during
1963, the Crown Estates Development Committee did not me€t.
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(vi) Land Control Boards

AppRovAL To TRANsAcrroNs rN AGRTCULTURAL LAND
B€forc the introduction of the ncw Constitution on the lst June 1963, the tand

Control Rcgulations, 1961, requtcd that all dealings with agricultural land be de-
termined by the Divisional Boards concerned, and that all share transactions in
Companies owning such land be approved by the Commissioner of Lands.

SeveD hundred and nineteen applications in resp€ct of dealings with agricultural
land submitted for determination by the 12 Divisional Boards then existing, were
forwarded to the Commissioner of Lands during the 6rst half of the year. Of tbis
number,5ll were in respect ofsales,5l in respect ofleases with options to purchase,
132 in respert of leases, and one related to a mortgaSe. 14 applications were eventually
cancelled and l0 wcre withdrawn b€fore being dctermined. During the same period,
the Commissioner of Lands approved 59 applications in respect of share transactions
involving 2,220,395 shares in 25 Companies owning latrd in rhe Declared Areas,
rcpresenting a total consideration of Sh. 48,141,748/73.

After the introduction of the new Constitution, the Land Control Regulations,
1961, were rcvoked and replaccd by thc Kenya (Land Control) (Transitional Provisions)
Regulations, 1963, which came i.to force on the 23rd July 1963. These Regulations,
which were enacted to comply with the Kenya Constitution, can bc applied to the
whole of Kenya. At prescnt they apply to all the land formerly comprising the
Scheduled Areas which has been divided into 2l Divisions, and the parts of the former
Special Areas in which land consolidation has taken place where 25 Divisional Boards
have been appointed. These latter Divisional Boards were administered by ihe
appropriate Regional Government Agents. During thc remaindcr of the year, the
Commissioner of Lands referred to the 2l Divisional Boards covering the formcr
Scheduled Areas, applications in respect of thc following:-

(a) A total of 605 applications to dcal with land, comprising 423 sales, 27 leascs
with options to purchase,49 leases and 93 mo.tgages. As regards the remainder,
l0 applications were withdrawn before being determined by the Divisional
Boards, and 3 cancclled.

(r) with regard to applicatioDs for approval to sharc transactions, 49 applicationg
were approved involvinS 871,206 shares in l8 Companies owning aglicultural
land, representing a total consideration of Sh. 51,851,885.

(r) A total of l8 applications for approval to the subdivision of agricultural land
werc received. Out of thesg, 12 wcre approved aDd six were outstandiDg at the
end of the year.

(vii) Appeals Tribunal
The new Kenya Constitution made provision for an Appcals Tribunal to hear

and determine appeals against decisions of Divisional Boards in resp€ct of land
transactions in the former Scheduled Areas. The Tribunal met once during 1963 and
heard 3 appeals, one of which was refused and one deferred. The third app€al was
withdrawn.

(b\ Agricultural Lond

A total of 31,708 acres was alienated during the year. The greater proportion of
this land was alienated to the Agricultural Settlement Trust in respect of land pre-
viously placed at their disposal by the Government or privately purchased by their
predecessors and surrendered to the Government pending sale.

(c) Smallholder Settlement Schemes

During the year 1963, 345 estates, totalling 314,901 acres, had bcen acquired for
the Settlement Board and its successor, the Central LaRd Board, and others were in
the proc€ss of negotiation. Orden under the Registered Land Act were made in respect
of 186 estates in order to facilitate the rcgistration of the S€ttlement holdin8s.
Altogether, 4,183 bttels of Allotment were iisued with the nccessary legal charges to
secure, in each case, thc loans made to the new farmers.

A total of 83 farms involving 37,502 acres, was purchascd by the Settlement
Fund Trustc€s on compa$ionate grounds. In addition, l8 new Townships were
planned in the Settlement arcas and plots were surveyed in 9 Townships.

VII-LAND TITLES REGISTRY
During the year, the implementation of the two new Constitutions for Kenya

provided a considerable increase in the amount ofwork in thc registries. The Central
Land Board stepped up its purchasing activities which has rcsulted in an increasc in
registration and stamp duty collections. The enactment of the Registered Land Act
and its coming into operation in September was the culmination of considerable work
by the Principal Registrar. The Act has been applied to Mombasa and land titles
there are gradually being investigated before being brought under the Act. The
Principal Registrar of Titles, Mr. l. E, Morgan. left on retiremcnt leave at the end of
October. Other more junior members of the staff also departed, and their places have
bcrol taken by the introduction of local officcrs.

(i) Rereorc

The stamp duty, registration and conveyancing fees collected amounted to
f64O,162 as compared with f598,069 in 1962, an increase of f42,093.

(ii) Conveysncirg

(a) 1,620 documents were prepared and completed during the year as compared
with 2,063 in 1962. Conveyancing fees amounted to ,13,462 as compared with
f7,680 in 1962. Over halfthe documents prepared were free on Covernment account.

(6) l3l Certificates of Title arising from subdivisional transfers were prepared ali
compared with 334 in 1962.

(iii) Registration

The number of documents registered during the year was 14,910 as compared
with I1,893 in 1962, an increase of 3,017.

Registration fees amounted to !23,571 as compared with ,18,139 in 1962.

Thc Nairobi Land Registry registered 2,511 instruments free on GovernmeDt
a@ount.

The Nairobi Land Registry supplied 731 certified and uncertified copies against
the 1962 total of467.

The documents registered in the last six years are classified in Schedule III hereto.

(iv) Franking Machines

Franking machines continued to bc widely used both in Government and in
commerce and their use is exp€cted to be widely extended in 1964.

(v) Stsff
The slaff were under heavy pressure during the year, aggravated to some extent

by the departure of expatriate staff. However, standards were maintaincd alb€it with
some difficulty.

(vi) Settlemett Schemes

An extra fully qualified Registrar of Titles has been employed solely to deal with
the conveyancing relating to purchases made by the CentraI Land Board, A rypist has
also been employed solely on this work.

(vii) Disdct Registries

A steady increase in business was apparent at all District Registries and, by the
cnd of the year, four new registries had opened. These were at Meru, Bungoma,
Kakamega and Kisumu. Eldorct Registry took ove. the work of Kapsaba, Chep-
korio, Itenand Eldama Ravine, The totalconveyaocing and registration fees collected
during the year was !4,800.

(viii) The Registered Lsod Act

A start has been made in Mombasa to apply the provisions of this Act, and it is
hoped to b€gin work on Nairobi ritles eally in 1964.

IX_VALUATION
Valuations in connexion with the management of Government land continued

at a generally reduced level, although work in conncxion with sales of land in the
predominantly African areas showed a slight incrcase.

Considerable assistance was given to thc Central Land Board by the agricultural
Valuers in connexion with the purchase of land fo! S€ttlement Schemes.

The service of Valuen to Local Authorities continued and the Rural Valuation
Roll for Aberdare County Council was completed.

No new valuation rolls were prepared for urban areas, but Supplementary
Valuation Rolls were prepared for the County Councils of Nairobi, Naivasha, Nakuru,
Nyanza and Aberdare, the municipalities of Kisumu, Eldoret and Kitale, and various
Townships including Malindi, Machakos, Karatina and Kakamega.

Some I34 cases were dealt with for stamp duty purposes, the total value being
slightly over !450,00o and agreed increascs amounting to e82,000. At the end of the
the year Estate Duty cases started to be dealt with after their reintroduction in the
1963 Budget, and 23 cases were dealt with, the total value being more than 9150,000,
agreed increascs being ,2,000.

Valuations for purchase, sale and compensation werc undertaken for various
Covernment Departmcnts, amounting to 530 cases during the year.

X_RECORDER OF TITLFS
The adjudication of the Malindi District north of the Sabaki River, continued

until the Recorder of Titles went on overseas leave in October 1963. At this time,
Judgments in respect of 16l claims heard were in the course of preparation, and 41
shamba claims remained to be heard. In addition, 80 claims in respc,ct of the small
area of Mambrui Township also remained to be dealt with. Thc Mambrui area was
one of the more difficult areas for the purposes of adjudication, in vicw of the number
of claims which had previously been adjudicated in that arca and in respect of which
many of the boundaries had to be re-€stablished by the Survey of Kenya before the
Rccorder could carry out his work. As a result of these adjudications, the boundary
of the Nyika Land Unit has now been identified.

Three Certificates of Title of Ownership were issued during 1963.

XI-SUBDIVISIONS OF LAND
Subdivisions of urban and peri-urban land showed a marked increase as com-

pared with the previous year, but there was a decrease in the number of subdivisions
of agricultural land, excluding of course land purchased by the Central Land Board
for Settlement purposes, which resulted in many thousands of subdivisions.
