Atr Act of Perlirment to provide for the esteblishment
Itrd rdministrrtion of Bukure Agriculturel
College, end for connccted purposes

ENACTED by the Parhament of Kenya as follows.-

l. This Act may be cited as the Bukura Agricultural
College Act, and shall come tnto operatton on such date as
the Minrster may, by notrce rn the Gazette appornt

,
requircs-

In thrs Act, unless the context otherwise

"academrc board" means the academrc board
estabhshed under sechon 7;

"Board" means the Board of Govemors of the
College constituted under Sectron 7,

"College" means the Bukura Agricultural College
estabhshed under the statutes;

"financral year" means the financial year of the
College as specrfied rn sectron l5 (l ),

"lecturer" means a Senror Prrncrpal Lccturer,
Pnncrpal Lecturer, Lecturer, or a person who holds
any other teaching or research post whrch lhc
Board of Governors, on recommcndatron of thc
academrc board, may approvc,

"Lrbrarran" mcans thc pcrson appolntcd to bc thc
Librarran of the Collcgc,

"Mrnrstcr" mcans thc Mtntstcr for thc trmc bcrng
rcsponsrhlc lor agnculturc;

"Rcgrstrar" mcans the person appotnted by the
Board of Govcmors to bc thc Regrstrar of the
Collcgc;

"statutes" means the Statutes of the College made
by the Board of Govemors under sechon 20i
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"student" means a person registered by the College
for the purposes of obtaining a qualifrcation of the
College, or any other person who the academic
board determines to be a student.

PART II ESTABLISHMENT AND FUNCTIONS
OFTHE COLLEGE

3. (1) There is established a college to be known as Esrablishnrenr.

the Bukura Agricultural College.

(2) The College shall be a body corporate with
perpetual succession and a common seal, and shall in its
corporate name be capable of-

(a) suing and being sued;

(b) taking, purchasing or otherwise acquiring,
holding, charging and disposing of movable
and immovable property;

(c) borrowing or lending money;

doing or performing all such other things or
acts for the furtherance of the provisions of
this Act which may lawfully be done by a
body corporate.

(d)

(3) The College is the successor to the Bukura Institute
of Agriculture, and subject to this Act all rights, obligations,
assets and liabilities of the Bukura Institute of AgricuJture
existing at the commencement of this Act shall be
automatically and fully transferred to the College, and any
reference to the Bukura Institute of Agriculture in any
contract or document shall for all purposes be deemed to be
a referenie to the Cotlege established under subsection (1).

4.(l) The functions ofthe College shall be -
(a) to provide directly or in collaboration with

other institutions of higher leaming, facilities
for education in agricullure and other
ancillary subjects through the integration of
teaching, research and effective application
of extension services;

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(b) to partrcrpate rn the discovery, transmission
and preservation of knowledge in agrrculture
and any other related field;

(c) to conduct examinatlons for and grant

diplomas and such academic awards as may
be provrded in the statutes; and

(d) subject to this Act, to co-operate with the

Govemment ln the Planned development of
agricultural education.

(2) Admrssron to the College of candidates for diplomas

or other awards of the College shall be open to all persons

accepted as being quahfied by the academic board without
distinction of ethnic origrn, sex, or sect being imposed upon

any person as a condrtion of his becomrng or continulng to

be a student, nor shall any such condltion be rmposed on

any person for his becoming or continurng to be a lecturer

of the College, and no preference shall be given to' or
advantage be wrthheld from any person on the grounds of
ethmc origrn, sex, sect or creed.

5.(1) Subject to this Act, the academtc board may

grant scholarshrps, diploma certificates or ani other

academic awards of the college whrch it is for the time

berng authorised by the statutes to grant.

(2)The academic board may withdraw any drploma

certificate, scholarship or other award granted under this

section if, subsequent upon such grant, the board is satisfied

that -
(a) such grant was contrary to any requlrement

prescribed under sectton I I (2) (d); or

(b) the quahficatton was obtatned through
fraudulent or other improper means.

6. The membershrp of the College shall consrst -
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(a) the members of the Board of

(f) the Permanent Secretary to the Treesury;

(g) the Permanent Secretary in the Ministry for
the time berng responsible for matters
relating to agriculture;

(h) two representatlves of public untvcrsitics tn
Kenya who shall be appointed on a three-

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year rotatronal basis by the Minister on the
advice of thc said universities,

(i) two representatives of the agncultural
industry appointed by the Minister rn
consultation with the Agricultural Society of
Kenya;

C) the Pnncipal;

(k) onc representative of the Kenya Natronal
Farmers Union, appointed by the Mrnrster rn
consultation with that Unron;

(l) the Director of the
Research Instrtute, and

Kenya Agrrcultural

(m) the RegrstrarTvho shall be secretary to the
Board.

(2) The Minister shall appornt a vice-chairman from
among the members of the Board.

(3) Subject to subsectron (5), a member of the Board,
other than an ex-offtcto member, shall hold office for a
penod of three years but shall be eligible for re-
appointment.

(4) l'he office of a mcmber of the Board other than an
ex-olficto member, shall become vacant -

(a) if the membcr resrgns hrs office by writing
under his hand addressed to the Reglstrar;

(b) rf the Board is satisfied that the member rs,

by reason of physical or mental rnfirmity,
unable to exercise the functrons of hrs office;
or

(c) upon his death

(5) Where the offrce of a member of the Board
becomes vacant under subsection (5), the Registrar shall

notify the Minister wlthtn one month of the occurrence and
shall request thc appointrnent of a replaccment.

8. Subject to this Act, the Board shall be thc
goveming body of the College and shall have the power to-

(a) control, supervlse and admrnister the assets
of the College in such manner as best
promotes the purpose for which the college
rs eitablished;

(b) determine the provisions to be made for the
caprtal and recurrent expendlture and for
reserves of the College,

(c) recelve any grants, gifts, donatrons or
endowments on behalf of the College and
make legitimate dlsbursements therefrom;

(d) enter lnto assoclatlon with other colleges,
universitics or other institutions of higher
leamrng as the Board may consider
appropriate and rn furtherance of the purpose
for whrch the College rs established;

(e) open a banking account or banking accounts
for the funds of the College;

(0 invest any of the funds of the College not
immedratcly required for its purposes in the
manner provrded for its purposes in the
manner provided rn sechon l6; and

(g) rn consultation wrth the acedemic board,
make regulations Goveming the conduct and
drsciphne of students of the College

9.(l) There shall be a Princrpal ofthe College who
shall be appointed by the Minister in consultatron with the
Board.

(3) The annual estimates shall be approved by thc
Board at least two months before the commencement of the
financial year to wluch they relate and shall be submitted to
the Minisler for approval.

(4) No expenditure shall be incurred for the purpose of
the College exccpt in accordance wrth the annual estlmates
approved under subsectron (3) or rn pursuance of an
authorization of the Board given with pnor written approval
of the Minister and the Permanent Secretary to the
Treasury.

18.(l) The Board shall cause to be kept proper
books and rccords of account of the income, expendrture
md assets of the College.

(2) Within four months after the end of each financial
year, the Board shall submlt to the Auditor-General
(Corporations) or an audrtor appornted in accordance with
subsection (3), the books of account of the College together
with -

(a) a statemcnt of income and
during that year; and

expenditure

(b) a statement of the current assets and
habilities of the College.

(3) The accounts of thc College shall be audrted and
reported upon in accordance with sections 29 and 30A of
the Exchcquer and Audit Act, by the Auditor General
(Corporations) or by an auditor appointcd by rhe Collegc
with the authority of thc Auditor-General (Corporations)
given in accordance with section 29 (2) (b) of the
Exchequer and Audit Act.

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PART V - MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

19.(l) The common seal oi'thu College shall be

kept in such custody as the Board shall direct, and shall

be used upon the order of the Board.

(2) The common seal of the College shall be

authenticated by the slgnature of the Charrman of the

Board, the Pnntipal or one other member of the Board

duly authorised by the Board rn that behalt and of the

Registrar.

24.(l) On the appointed day, all the frrnds, assets

(2) On the appointed day, all nghts, powers and
liabilrties, whcther arising under any wntten law or
otherwise which immediately before such day were vested

rn, rmposed on or enforceable against the Instrtute shall, by
vrrtue of thrs paragraph, bb deemed to be vested ln, lmposed
on or enforceable against the College.

(3) Any reference rn any wntten law or tn any

document or rnstrument to the lnstltute shall on and after
the appolnted day, be construed to be a reference to the

College.

(4) The annual estrmates of the Instrtute for the

financral year in whtch the appotnted day occurs shall be

deemed to be annual estlmates of the College for the
remainder of that financial year,

Provided that such estimates may be varied by the

Board rn such manner as the Mtntster may approve

(5) The admrnrstrative drrections made by the Instltute
or by the Mrnrster whrch are tn force tmmedtately before
the appornted day shall, on and after such day, have force
as rlthey were directrons made by the Board or the Minister
under thrs Act.

(6) Every person who rs a member of the staff of the

lnstitute lmmcdiately before the appolnted day shall, on and

after such day, be deemed to be a member of staff of the

College appornted under this Act, upon the terms and

condrtions ofservice applicable to such person immediately
before such day.
