On behalf of the Departmental Committee on Health, Housing,
Labour and Social Welfare, I am pleased to present to the House the
Committee's recommendations on the Tobacco Control Bill, 2007,
pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 162. Ttre BilI was
referred to the Committee after it was read a First Time in the House
on I?th May, 200?.

I take this opportunity to thank all Members of the Committee and
the secretariat for their dedication and hard work and their desire to
improve the Biil.

The Tobacco Control Bill seeks to protect the health of Kenyans from
the hazards of using tobacco and tobacco products. The BiIl
provides for a comprehensive Iegal framework to control the
production, manufacture, sale, labeling, advertising and promotion
of tobacco products.

Tobacco is a major issue because it kills, on top of the suffering and
harm to the people and the economies of countries. It strains the
meagre resources in the health and other sectors of the economy.
The leaves of tobacco plant contain pollutants, poisons, carcinogens

4.0 SI'MMARY

The Committee held three sittings to deliberate on the Bill with
various stakeholders some of whom sent in their memoranda. The
stakeholders' views have been incorporated in the form of proposed
amendments.

5.0 BACKGROUND

Mr. Speaker, Sir,
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and addictive drugJike chemicals among other substances known
and unknown.

Tobacco use is one the chief preventable causes of premature death.
Cigarette smoking is associated with heart diseases; cancers of the
lung, larynx, mouth, oesophagus and bladder, stroke and cluonic
obstructive airway diseases etc.

In Kenya alone over 6 billion cigarettes are smoked in a year without
regard to non smokers both born and unborn. Tobacco prevalence is
estimated al 67%o for males, 33Yo f.or females while 45% of all
smokers are below 20 years. Indeed, the future of this country is
being decimated by tobacco.

The Framework Convention on Tobacco Control (FCTC) was
developed in recognition of the importance of legislation in tobacco
control by member countries of the WHO. As a signatory to this
treaty Kenya is duty-bound to set up legislation based on the
standards set by the covenant.

The Parliamentary Committee on Health, Housing, tabour and Social
Welfare supports the ban of smoking in public places; creation of
designated areas; establishment of a fund to help in advocacy,
research and dissemination of information on the effects of tobacco;
integration of tobacco and its health consequences on the education
system; protection of young people from deceptive inducement to
tobacco use; restriction to access to tobacco and tobacco products
by young people and the creation of economically viable
alternatives for tobacco girowers. The Committee further supports
the right of non-smokers to live in a smoke free environment.

There is no safe exposure to second hand tobacco smoke. Realizing
that every body is becoming a tobacco user as a result of passive
smoking we are recommending protection of non smokers by
creating smoke free zones. Indeed the Government acknowledging
this danger designated all its buildings and health institutions as
smoke free zones. Some local authorities have aiready put up by
Iaws prohibiting smoking in public places and there is no reason
why the Kenyan legislature cannot pass a law to that effect.
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It is sad to note that 13% of the Primary School pupils in Kenya are
among the regular smokers. It has been established that smoking at
a young age increases the risk of death from tobacco related
illnesses and lowers the age at which death is likely to occur in
addition to mental retardation.

6.0 coNctusroN

Mr. Speaker, sir,

It is worth noting that the Tobacco Control Bill was first introduced in
the House in November 1994 and since then the Bill has been lapsing
year in year out. The onus is upon the Members of this Ninth
Parliament to enact this BiIl into law as their legacy to the people of
Kenya and future generations. The Committee recommends the
enactment of this BilI into law but with the attached proposed
amendments.
