EXTRAORDINARY OR CAPITAL EXPENDITURE

The normally accepted distinction between Extraordinary (including Capital) Expendi-
ture and Recurrent Expenditure is that, if the benefit derived from a purchase continues
over a number of years, then its cost should be charged to an Extraordinary Vote. Land,
permanent buildings, vehicles and furniture provide obvious examples of this. If the benefit
received tends to be restricted to the year in which the purchase is made then it is usually
a correct charge to a recurrent vote—provided always, of course, that the Vote is appropriate
and provides adequately for the purchase without detriment to the normal service. Examples
are salaries and wages, transport and travelling, rent, fuel, stationery and postal charges.

The following items will normally be regarded as a correct charge to Extraordinary
Votes in all cases:—

Buildings;

Vehicles;

Workshop machinery;

Office machinery (typewriters, adding, calculating or accounting machines, duplicators);

Furniture (office, laboratory and domestic);

Microscopes;

Steel filing cabinets and shelving of a permanent nature.
