(INVESTIGATION OF HISTORTCAL LAND INJUSTTCES) REGULATTONS
2017.

l. The purpose of the Notionol Commission (investigotion of Historicql
Lond injustices) Regulotions, 2017.

The purpose of these Regulotions is 1o operotionolize Article 6l(2) (e)
of the constitution ond section r 5(l ) of the Notionol Lond
Commission Act, 2012. The objectives of the regulotions ore to ollow
the Commission to initiote investigotions on its own initiotive or upon
o comploint inio historicol lond injustices ond recommend
oppropriote redress.

2. Legislotive Context.

The Constitution under Arlicle 67 (2) (e) outlines one of the functions
of fhe CommisSion oslo initiote inVeStigotions, on its ownhitiotive or-- --
on comploint, into present or historicol lond injustices, ond
recommdnci oppropriotb redress. The 'Noiionol Lond 'Commission i

(investigotions of historicol lond lnjustices) regulotions, 20lZ is to be
odrninistered by the Committee of the Commissic,n ond opplied for
investigcrtive purposes of hisioricol loncl injustices trnd other purposes
os may be necessory to dischorge the l'unctions o; ihe Commission.

ln order to give effect to ihe obove constitutioncll provision in terms
of Article 67 (2) (e) of the Conslitution, Porlioment enocted the
Notionol LorrJ commission Act, 2ai2. This AcJ under Section l5
errrpowers the Commission to moke regulolions thot provide for
invesligcjion ond odjudicotion of cloims orising out of historicol lond
injusticc's.
