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THE AFRICAN PARLIAMENTARY KNOWLEDGE NETWORK’S
(APKN) FORMATION AND OBJECTIVES

The African Parliamentary Knowledge Network (APKN) was created
at a meeting hosted by the National Assembly of Nigeria in Abuja
in March, 2007. The meeting was attended by Members of
Parliaments and officials from twelve (12) National Assemblies of
Africa and the Pan-African Parliament. The meeting was convened
by the United Nations under the auspices of the Pan-African
Parliament.

The objective for the establishment of APKN is to promote and
enhance the sharing of ideas, experiences and good practices
among Parliaments in the areas of legislation, information,
research, documentation and Information and Communication
Technology (ICT). These thematic networks would promote at
continental level the training and capacity development of
Parliamentary staff through organization of seminars and training
sessions, the establishment of online fora and shared services, the
promotion of thematic working groups and information portals
among others.

CONVENING OF THE CONFERENCE

The conference was hosted by the People’s Assembly of Egypt at
the Assembly buildings and was organized by the Pan-African
Parliament (PAP) in conjunction the United Nations Department of
Economic and Social Affairs (UN/DESA) through its regional
initiative Africa I-Parliament Action Plan and the Global Centre for
ICT in Parliament.

OFFICIAL OPENING OF THE CONFERENCE

The conference was officially opened by the President of the Pan-
African Parliament, Amb. Gertude Mongela. In her opening
remarks, she commended the Peoples Assembly of Egypt for
agreeing to host the conference despite being engaged in
preparations for hosting the 2008 AU summit. She also
commended UN/DESA for providing technical and financial
support to the organization of the conference. She underscored the
importance of the conference, which she equated to a partnership
that must bear fruits.

She was optimistic that at the end of the conference, participants
would have endorsed a charter for the cooperation of African
Parliaments in areas of legislation, information, research,
documentation and Information and Communication Technology
(ICT) and African Parliaments would be able to share knowledge,
which was crucial in harmonization of their policies.

She said that Africa could not develop without Information in
Computer Technology (ICT) and with APKN, it was possible to build
open learning in Parliaments. ICT was crucial in strengthening
capacity of Members and staff, which was essential in development
of Parliaments.

The Pan-African Parliament had put in place an Integrated
Knowledge Management System for the benefit of Members of
Parliament and Staff at the Pan-African Parliament and this was
one major step towards the development of the institution. PAP
was also in the process of establishing a secretariat to oversee the
effectiveness of APKN activities.

The Speaker of the People’s Assembly of Egypt Ahmed Fathy
Sorour, Speaker of the Shura Council of Egypt, Mr. Mohamed
Safwat al Sherif and Chief Governance and Public Administration
Branch, United Nations Department of Economic and Social Affairs
John-Mary Kauzya also issued statements during the official
opening and underscored the importance of the APKN to African
parliaments. They called for political backing of APKN initiatives.

THE CHALLENGES OF APKN AND THE NEED OF POLITICAL
COMMITMENT

Mr. Jaffrey Griffith, Senior Advisor, Global Center for [ET 11

political commitment.

THE WORLD E-PARLIAMENT REPORT 2008

The report is based on a survey carried out in 105 Assemblies in
the world. The report constitutes the first assessment from a global
perspective of how Information and Communication Technologies
(ICT) are being employed by Parliaments across the spectrum of
activities for which they are responsible. It also draws on
experiences exchanged during the World e-Parliament Conference
2007 and relevant available information.

The report had been produced for the purposes of helping
Legislatures evaluate the potential benefits of ICT in supporting
Parliaments’ basic values of transparency, accessibility,
accountability and effectiveness. The report outlines the definition
of e-Parliament as a legislature that is empowered to be more
transparent, accessible and accountable through ICT.

The report addresses nine (9) substantive areas where key issues
and related findings from the survey results are analyzed. These
are:-

(1) Parliament, ICT and information society;

(1) Vision, innovation and leadership;

(iii) Implementing the vision, management, planning and
resources;

(iv) Infrastructures and services;

(v) Documenting the legislative process;

(vi) Parliamentary websites;

(vii) Building knowledge base for parliaments;
(viii) Parliaments and citizens: enhancing dialogue; and
(ix) Cooperation and coordination.

The results of the survey confirm that the income level of each
country plays a significant role in determining the extent to which
ICT is adopted in Parliaments. However, technologies in older
legislative  bodies, organizational flexibilities in  younger
parliaments and the rapid evolution of technologies are all factors
that can help level the playing field among Legislatures. Attaining
high level of performance in the application of ICT is not only
dependent on resources but also requires strong political backing.

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Approximately, 10% of the Assemblies that responded to the
survey have undergone tremendous ICT development in a wide
range of areas such as:-

(1) Developing systems of managing essential documents;

(i1) Utilizing open documents standards;

(iii) Creating rich websites that present information
through a variety of formats and channels; and

(iv)  Providing access to a wide range of online information
linked to pending legislation.

An issue of special importance to Parliaments in today’s world is
improving dialogue with citizens. Some Assemblies were exploring
new approaches using the web while others have plans to test new
ICT-based systems. However, very few Legislatures had systematic
capabilities for interactive communication with citizens.

The report concludes that there is a significant gap between what
is possible with ICT development in Assemblies and what the
Assemblies have accomplished so far. On the other hand, survey
responses clearly show that most Assemblies have plans to
improve their use of technology to support their goals and work.
Narrowing the gap would require increased cooperation and
coordination among Assemblies and other stakeholders.

PARALLEL SESSIONS

Participants were divided into three groups and held parallel
sessions to discuss plans of action on various subjects and
reported to the Plenary.

GROUP 1:- APKN CHARTER AND POLICY

The group finalized the draft charter, which is annexed hereto as
“Annex ii”. The draft charter would be forwarded to Parliaments
and Assemblies for consideration for the purposes of assenting to
it. A conference of Speakers and Presidents would be convened to
consider and adopt the document at a date to be communicated.

It was decided that responses assenting to the document may be
forwarded to the Peoples Assembly of Egypt, which was elected to
be the interim secretariat.

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GROUP II:- LEGISLATIVE PROCESS & INFORMATION AND

The group agreed on a plan of action to:-

(1) Develop standards for parliamentary websites,
intranets, and ICT infrastructure and architecture;

(11) Encourage dedicated ICT steering committees in each
parliament;

(ii1) Develop ICT governance models;

(iv) Complete skill matrix and conduct two e-seminars to
meet the highest needs;

(v) Consult with potential partners to explore possibilities
for cooperation in capacity building;

(vij  Develop plan for ICT Awareness materials for MPs and
parliamentary leaders;

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Preamble

Acknowledging the resolutions of the Pan African Parliament inviting African
assemblies to strengthen inter-parliamentary cooperation, especially through information and
communication technologies, for improving coordination of information exchange, capacity
building and collaborative development;

Taking into consideration the outcome and recommendations of the World e-Parliament
Report 2008 1ssued by the United Nations and the Inter-Parliamentary Union;

Recognizing the importance of establishing an institutional mechanism for sharing
knowledge, experiences and practices among parliamentary administrations of African
assemblies to better meet their representative, legislative and oversight responsibilities;

Acknowledging that to ensure the institutional strengthening of parliamentary
assemblies 1t 1s critical to sustain the professional development of parliamentary officials;

Building upon the results of the Conference held in Abuja, Nigeria, in March 2007, on
these matters;

We representatives of African assemblies meeting in Cairo, Egypt, this 5th day of June
2008 do hereby resolve to form an African-wide institution named Africa Parliamentary
Knowledge Network (APKN).

Article 1
Mission

The mission of the APKN shall be to:

- support the work of African assemblies by establishing mechanisms and
proc¢edures for exchanging information, ideas, experience and practices in all
areas of parliamentary administration of common interest;

- strengthen cooperation among parliamentary services for capacity building and
staff training; and

- collaborate on technology development and implementation to serve
parliamentary functions.

Because of their importance to parliaments, the APKN shall give special attention to the
areas of’

- legislative processes
- information and research services
- information and communication technologies and tools

The APKN shall cooperate with other networks dealing with the exchange of
information among parliaments in Africa and at the international level.



Article 2
Composition

The members of the APKN are:

- The Pan African Parliament and all regional parliamentary assemblies and
forums in Africa wishing to be members of the APKN, as determined by their
Speaker or President or by their governing body.

- All national parliamentary chambers of African countries wishing to become
members of the APKN, as determined by the Speaker or President of the
Assembly.

- The APKN may cooperate with non-African parliamentary chambers by granting
observers’ status.

Article 3
Structure and organization

Plenary

The APKN operates under the authority of the Speakers and Presidents of member
assemblies meeting in plenary every two years. The plenary shall approve the reports of
activities and the strategic plan of action of the APKN as presented by the Executive

Committee, and set new priorities and goals. The plenary shall approve requests for new
membership and grant observer status to requesting non-members.

Executive Committee

For its functioning, the APKN shall establish an Executive Committee composed of
five Secretaries General, identified by the Speakers and Presidents of member assemblies.

The Executive Committee shall represent the five African regions, namely, North,
West, Central, East and Southern Africa, and shall serve for the tenure of two years.

The members of the Executive Committee shall elect among themselves the
Chairperson and the Vice Chairperson.

Under the guidance of the Chairperson, the Executive Committee shall have the
following duties:

- formulate the policies of the APKN

- monitor the annual activities of the APKN and propose mechanisms to
benchmark its effectiveness

- approve the budget of the APKN
- take such measures as to ensure the proper management of the APKN

The Executive Committee shall meet at least once a year in conjunction with the

meeting of the Council of Coordinators, and as often as necessary at the request of three of
its members.

The Executive Committee shall report to the Plenary and shall take decisions by the
majority of votes.



Council of Coordinators

The Secretaries General of each member assembly shall appoint a senior
parliamentary official as APKN Coordinator to represent the assembly in the Council of
Coordinators of the APKN.

The APKN Coordinators shall have direct access to their respective Secretaries
General in dealing with APKN matters and shall receive the delegation of authority to
coordinate the activities of the parliamentary officials in their assembly who are requested
to play an active role in the APKN activities.

The APKN Coordinators shall be responsible for interacting with the APKN
Secretariat throughout the year and for initiating, organizing, and supporting knowledge-
related activities in their assembly.

In particular, APKN Coordinators shall be responsible for:

- coordinating the systematic collection of information and lessons from the
experiences of their assembly and disseminating them to other members of the
APKN;

- promoting a knowledge dniven learning culture and raising awareness among
parliamentary officials about the benefits of the adoption and use of modemn
* tools for information management and knowledge sharing;

- supporting the exchange of information and documents among members by
responding in a timely way to requests for information and documents from the
Secretariat;

initiating requests for information and documents on behalf of their assembly
through the APKN Secretanat.

The APKN Coordinators will meet once a year in the Council of Coordinators,
chaired by the Secretary of the APKN.

In cooperation with the Secretary of the APKN, the Council of Coordinators shall be
responsible for the drafting of the report of the activities and the strategic plan of action of
the APKN, as well as for supporting the organization of the activities of the APKN.

The report and the strategic plan shall be submitted to the Executive Committee for
approval, and subsequently by the Executive Committee to the Plenary for endorsement.

The Council of Coordinators shall take decisions by consensus. If consensus is not
reached, the matter shall revert to the Executive Committee.

Secretariat

The APKN shall have a small Secretariat hosted by a member assembly to be
identified by the Executive Committee.

The Executive Committee shall appoint a full time Secretary to lead the APKN
Secretanat.

The Secretary shall be supported by parliamentary officials and by technical and
support staff as needed and as resources permit.

The Secretary shall be responsible to the Executive Committee for the following
duties.

- heading the Secretariat and administering its affairs;



- acting as Secretary to the Executive Committee,
- 1mmplementing the decisions of the Executive Committee;

- coordinating and executing the activities and programmes of the APKN, in
cooperation with the Council of Coordinators.

Article 4
Working modalities

The APKN shall promote cooperation among its membership through the exchange of
information and documentation, production of joint studies, and the organization of seminars
of significant common interest.

The APKN Secretanat shall facilitate the above by establishing a virtual forum for the
Council of Coordinators, through which requests of information from members will be
channelled, documents exchanged and activities coordinated.

The APKN shall also promote the production of shared training materials and training
services, including e-learning modules, training sessions and courses, and mechanisms for
providing continuing education with the aim of sustaining the capacity of parliamentary
officials and increasing their level of knowledge and expertise.

When it considers that a given area requires a continuity of activities, the Council of
Coordinators may decide on the appointment of a Coordinator responsible for promoting close
cooperation among the members in that area.

On a proposal from the Secretary, in cooperation with the Council of Coordinators, and
to meet specific terms of reference, the Executive Committee may decide to establish specific
thematic working groups composed of parhamentary officials from member assemblies. The
Executive Committee shall determine their duration and the working group coordinators.

Article §
Financing

Member assemblies shall meet the cost of participation of their officials in APKN
activities, as well as the cost of communication with the APKN Secretariat.

Member assemblies undertaking or organizing activities of the APKN shall bear the
costs of such activities.

The operating costs of the Secretanat of the APKN shall be covered by the budget of the
host assembly.

Member assemblies may voluntarily contribute resources to the APKN Secretariat.

Upon the opinion of the Executive Committee, the APKN Secretariat may accept outside
contributions and donations from non-member institutions to support its functioning and
activities related to its programme of work.

Article 6
Amendment of the Charter

The responsibility of the revision of the Charter shall rest with the Speakers and
Presidents of member assemblies meeting in plenary.
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
