The Bill be amended by deletion of sub-sections (k), (i) and (m).

SECTION 91C

The Bill be amended in sub-section (h) (i) by deletion of the words:

“Sub-county” and insertion of the word “Ward”

The Bill be amended by deletion of sub-sections (k), (1), (m), (n), (o), (p) and (g

The Bill be amended by insertion of a new sub-section to read:

“At least three elected members of CDF Committee within the Constituency and who are

registered voters in the Ward appointed by the Chairperson”
