In processing the Bill, the Clerk of the National Assembly invited comments from the public by placing
advertisements in the print media on Thursday, 5th March, 2020 pursuant to Aiticle I 18 of the
Constitution. At the end of the period of submission of memoranda, the Committee had not received any
memorandum on the Bill. The Committee held a meeting with the National Treasury on Thursday, 5ih
March, 2020 to seek their comments on the Bill.

On behalf of the Departmental Committee on Finance and National Planning and pursuant to provisions
of Standing Order 199 (6), it is my pleasant privilege and honour to present to this House the Report of
the Committee on its consideration of the Public Finance Management (Amendment) (No. 4) Bili (N.A.
Bills No. 78 of 2019).

The Committee is grateful to the Offices of the Speaker and the Clerk of the National Assembly for the
logistical and technical support accorded to it during its sittings. The Committee further wishes to thank
the sponsor of the Bill, Hon. Samuel Atandi, M.P. and the National Treasury for their participation in
scrutinizing the Bill.

2.1 ANALYSIS OF THE BILL
6. The Bill seeks to amend the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 in order to

institutionalise its oversight role with regards to the budget process and ensure that the
Medium Term Debt Management Strategy Paper (DMS) is submitted to the National
Assembly together with the Budget Policy Statement (BPS) and is examined and
scrutinised independently by the sectoral committees and a report tabled in the House
with recommendations therefore by the Budget and Appropriations Committee

7. Clause l: provides the short title of the Bill.

8. Clause 2: seeks to provide for the definition of the Kenya government external debt
register.

9- Clause 3: seeks to entrench the oversight role of Parliament in law by ensuring that the
National Assembly scrutinizes the debt management strategy paper with a view to
approving them with or without amendments.

10. Clause 4: of the Bill seeks to specify the exact role of the Cabinet Secretary in
accounting to the National Assembly on the function of the Debt Management Office
given the strategic role that the Office plays in debt management.

I L The Bill does not delegate legislative powers and neither does it limit fundamental rights
and freedoms.

12. The Bill concerns county governments in terms of Article ll0(lXa) of the Constitution
as it affects the functions and powers of county governments as set out in the Fourth
Schedule of the Constitution.

13. The Bill is not a money bill within the meaning of Article I l4 of the Constitution.

In a bid to carry out public participation as per Article I l8 of the

Constitution, the Committee held a meeting with the Nati,onal Treaiury on Thursday, 5th

March, 2020 to deliberate on the Bill. The Director General/Budget, Fiscal and

Economic Affairs, Mr. Albert Mwenda submitted that:-

3.1 NATIONAL TREASURY
15. The National Debt Register is usually part of the Appropriations Account which is often

submitted by the Auditor General. Submitting the National Debt Register as proposed by

the Bill would therefore mean that the National Treasury publishes a register that has not

been audited by the Auditor General.

16. The debt register is a voluminous document and as such the cost of publishing the it the

gazette notice and in newspapers would be too high and would amount to duplication.

They proposed that the register should be published in the National Treasury's website

and a notification be made on the newspapers of wide circulation notifying the public on

the published debt register.

17. The Committee agreed with the National Treasury to have the debt register publishes in

the National Treasury's website and an advert be done on two daily newspapers

noti'fying the publio-of sueh-publication.

Amend sub-clause (5) bV deleting the words 'Kenya Gazette and one local newspaper of wide
circulation' and replacing with the words 'National Treasury's website and a notification be
made on the newspapers of wide circulation notifying the public on the published debt register'.

Justification
This is because the debt register is a voluminous document and as such the cost of publishing it
in the gazette notice and in newspapers would be too high.

NEW CLAUSE
Insert a new clause providing that any new loan must be for a specific purpose.

Justification
This is to enhance accountability

MEMBERS' DELIBERATION
1. The meeting noted that it was important to create an independent debt management body

through legislation. The Committee Secretariat was directed to draft a bill establishing
the body for the Committee's review and adoption.

2. Members also noted that it was important to have a meeting with the National Treasury
and discuss the need for National Treasury to submit loans that they intend to procure to
the National Assembly for scrutiny before taking such loans. The meeting will determine
the Committee's cause of action on the matter.

3. In conclusion, Members noted that there is need for consideration of all parts of the
country when contracting debts because loans are repaid by all Kenyans but the projects
do not benefit all parts of the country equitably.
