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1.3 Committal and consideration of the ln-Mtro Fertilization Bill,2Ol4

On 17'h June, 2014, the ln-Vitro Fertilization Bill, 2014 was forwarded to the
Departmental Committee on Health from the Director of Legal Services (National
Assembly) for pre-publication scrutiny.

the Bill that were to be received on or before Wednesday 5th November, 2014.
Only the Kenya Christian Professionals' Forum (KCPF) responded.

Views by the Kenya Christian Professionals' Forum
ln its comments, the Kenya Christian Professionals' Forum expressed concerns that
there were a plethora of health related Bills being presented to Parliament by
interested parties before conclusion of the Health Bill that is driven by the Ministry
of Health. They observed that the Health Bill should be concluded before any
such Bills are dealt with. The forum also proposed that the Ministry of Health
should develop the national guidelines and policies on the specialized areas that
the other health related Bills seek to cover. The forum further raised serious ethical
issues that must be considered before commencing formulation of a Bill on the
subject.

I.O INTRODUCTION

1. The objective and purpose of the Bill is to provide for the regulation of in-

vitro fertilization; to prohibit certain practices in connection with in-vitro
fertilization; to establish an ln-vitro Fertilization Authority and make

provision in relation to children born of in-vitro fertilization.

2. The Bill generally seeks to provide for the regulation of ln Vitro
Fer'tilization by providing for:

a. The well-being of the child;

b. Circumstances under which ln Vitro Fertilization can be undertaken

and-excluded;

c. Access to information in relation to the role of the Authority;
d. Consent of parties;

e. lndicates when ln Vitro Fertilization is allowed;
f. Prohibited practices.

3. The ln Vitro Fertilization Bill, 2014 also proposes to establish an Authority
whose functions shall be among others:

a. Develop standards, regulations and guidelines for ln Vitro Human

Fertilization;
b. Advise the Cabinet Secretary on matters relating to the treatment

and care of person undergoing IVF;

c. Undertake research on the control and treatment of ln Vitro
Fertilization;

d. Licensing etc;

2.O SITUATIONAL ANALYSIS

4. The rights to sexual and reproductive health are generally recognized as an

integral part of the right to health. This stems from the 1994 lnternational

Conference on population and Development (ICPD) in Cairo and the 4th

World Conference on Women held in Beijing in 1995. The implication of
the above forums is that it was important to recognize the rights to sexual

and reproductive health such as freedom to control one's body, the right to
an efficient health system an easy access to information on sexual and

reproductive health issues. As such states are obligated to guarantee

adequate services and information on Medically Assisted Reproduction-
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5' This has therefore been domesticated, where Article 43 of the Constitution
provides for the right to the highest attainable standard of health, which
included the right to health care services, including reproductive health
care.

Draft Kenya Health policy, 2ot4-2o3o: The broad health policy framework
in its policy objective four of providing essential health care recognizes
reproductive health services and as such offers the policy strategy of
ensuring a comprehensive maternal, neonatal and reproductive health
services.

The Draft Health Bill 2014 in part Xl (Human organs, human llood, bl";;7

products, other tissues and Gametes) in Article 59 provides for the Cabinet
Secretary to make regulations regarding the following among others:

i. Tissue transplant
ii. The artificial fertilization of persons
iii. The returns and reports, including extracts from registers, to be

submitted to specified persons and institutions
iv. The acquisition, storage, harvesting, utilization or manipulation of

tissue' blood, brood products, organs, gametes, oocytes or human
stem cells for any purpose

v. The appointment and functions of inspectors of progenitor cell
transplant institutions

vi. The bringing together outside the human body of male and female
gametes for research with regard to the product of the union of
those gametes

8' ln Vitro Fertilization is one of the Assisted Reproductive Technologies
(ART)- The implication for the foregoing is that ln-Vitro Fertilization is duly
provided for and recognized in the National Health System. However, the
policy direction of Covernment does not envision the creation of an
Authority to regulate a singre technorogy ( in this case rVF) but through a
single regulatory body to regulate health products and technologies)

9' ln-Vitro Fertilization is one of the Assisted Reproductive Technologies
(ART). WHO defines ART as 'All treatments or procedures that include the
vitro handling of both human oocytes and sperms, or embryo, for the
purpose of establishing a pregnancy. This includes but not limited to, in
vitro fertilization and embryo transfer, gamete intra-fallopian transier,
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zygote intra-fallopian transfer, tubal embryo transfer, gametes and embryo
cryopreservation, oocyte and embryo donation, and gestational surrogacy.

10. Further, Medically Assisted Reproduction (MAR) is defined by the World
Health Organization (WHO) as "reproduction brought about through
ovulation induction, controlled ovarian stimulation, ovulation triggering,
ART procedures and intrauterine, intracervical and intravaginal
insemination with temen of a partner or donor."

4.O COMMENTS FROM THE KENYA CHRTSTIAN PROFES5IONAU FORUM

12. ln its submission dated 3'd November,2014, the forum makes the following
comments:

a) That the Bill raises serious ethical issues that must be carefully
considered before commencing on formulating a Bill on the subject.
The ethical concerns include but are not limited to:

i- Right to life - it would be vital to adequately cater for life
that comes into existence in these conditions pursuant to
article 26 of the Constitution.

ii. Potential for abuse through research.

iii. Laying the ground for abortion.

b) That the Bill should be withdrawn to await the finalization of the
Health Bill and development of policies and guideline's on in-vitro
fertilization by the Ministry of Health.

5.O COMMIfiEE OBSERVATIONS

a) IVF is one of the ART procedures among others like embryo
transfer, gamete intra-fallopian transfer, zygote intra-fallopian
transfer, tubal embryo transfer, gametes and embryo
cryopreservation, ooryte and embryo donation, and gestational

surrogacy. Further the ART procedures are ameng: the several

Medically Assisted Reproduction brought about through ovulation
induction, controlled ovarian stimulation, ovulation triggering, ART
procedures and intrauterine, intra-cervical and intra-vaginal
insemination with semen of a partner or donor.

It would be more useful if the Bill incorporated and regulated the
entire MAR as opposed to a component. This is informed by the fact
that research in these areas is encompassing, specialists ted to
overlap and that IVF is a microcosym of the entire process of ART.

With the foregoing, the proposed authority would then be

encompassing and justified since it would monitor development in

ART techniques in the area of human medicine.

b) The Bill is not clear on the following issues

i. Selection of reproductive Cells

ii. There should be an elaborate Article on Penalties

ilt. Reproduction issues are emotive and are ethical; as such

6.0 COMMI'TTEE RECOMMEN DATTON

Having extensively considered the Bill, the Committee recommends that the
Sponsor of the Bill to consider proposing a broader bill on maternal and child
health that incorporates assisted reproductive technologies of which in vitro
fertilization is among them and align it to the proposed Health Bill, 2014.
