The scope of works included
completion of MCH Block, parking lot, drainage system and
perimeter fence.

b) The budgeted amount for the project during the Financial year
2012/13 to the hospital was K5H 13,OO0,951.00. However, after
finalizing the procurement process, the contract -was awarded to
M/s Interlink lndustries at a contract sum of KSH lB, g2S,

O0O.00. The contract sum was later revised to KSH 21,

e) When Counties took over hospitals, they took over the assets in

those institutions as well as their liabilities. ln order to resolve the

issue of pending bills for M/s lnterlink lndustries, and other

contractors similarly affected, the National and County

Governments need to agree on the way forward. Where bills are

confirmed to be genuine, the possible options are that either the

counties should take them over and settle or the National

Treasury allocates specific funds to clear them.

3.2 Submission by lnterlink industries

The Managing Director, lnterlink lndustries Limited, Mr. Nelson Karagu

appeared before the Committee on l9th March, 2015 and informed the

Committee as follows, that:-

l. lnterlink lndustries Limited was awarded a contract no.

166/SDHfiN/O21/2O12/2O13 by the Ministry of Health to construct an

outpatient block at lgegania 5ub District Hospital.

2- The petitioners completed and handed over the project on 6'h

November, 2013.

3. The outpatient block was officially opened by the Deputy president on
26th April, 2014.

4. The outstanding works balance and contractual claims as at the date of
the meeting were as follows:

5. The Ministry of Health headquarters informed the Medical
Superintendent of lgegania Sub District Hospital vide a letter dated 23,d

May, 2014, Ref MOH/4/4/17A (2O), that since county health services
had been transferred to county governments and that funds to finance
those functions were equally devolved, the Ministry headquarters was
left without funds to pay outstanding county debts for the Financial
Year 2013/2014.

6. The Ministry further advised the hospital to seek additional funding
from the Kiambu County covernment to offset outstanding debts.

7. Despite following up the matter with the Kiambu County Covernment,
the petitioners had not received any response as to when they would be
paid.

B. The matter in respect of which the petition was being made was not
pending before any court of law.

9. The petitioner therefore prayed that the National Assembly through the
Departmental Committee on Health intervenes to have the petitioners
paid the outstanding balance, the interest on delayed payments and
retention monies as well as the extended preliminaries. and VAT on the

4.O COMMITTEE OBSERVATIONS

The Committee made the following observations on the petition; THAT:-

a) The Transition Authority mishandled the transfer of assets and

liabilities to counties at the advent of devolution hence the current

predicament over Pending Bills.

b) The Petitioners were aware of the options available to them

including Iitigation but had thought it better to seek the intervention

of the Committee on the matter.

c) Many such petitions may come up hence the need to develop a

common response after wide consultations with stakeholders in the

devolution process.

d) The Ministry of Health was clearing some similar pending bills for

some projects albeit selectively.

e) The County Covernments were quick-to-take up-county assets at

the advent of devolution but they were hesitant to take up

accompanying liabilities like pending bills.

0 The amount pending as unpaid was still accruing interest as per the

contract terms hence the need to speedily resolve the matter.

g) Although the Petitioner has prayed the National Assembly to

intervene to have the outstanding balance and the interest on

delayed payment and retention monies paid to him, the National

Assembly has no power to compel counties to make payments. The

Senate oversights counties.

5.0 COMMI]TEE RECOMMENDATIONS

Contrary to the provisions of Article 119 of the Constitution, Standing Order 219 and

the Second Schedule of the National Assembly Standing Orders, the prayer does not

fall under the ambit of matters which the National Assembly has authority to consider

as contemplated in Articles 94,95 and the Fourth Schedule of the Constitution.

ln the circumstances, the Committee found that the Petition does not fall under the

scope the National Assembly as it has no power to compel the counties to make

payments. However, the matter falls under the oversight of the Senate.

The Committee, therefore, recommends that the petition together with the Report

from the Committee be forwarded to the Senate for Consideration.

6. On the petition by lnterlink lndustries on delay of payment for the construction of

an Out-patient Block at lgegania Sub-District Hospital he stated that:

a) The government entered into a contractual agreement with M/s lnterlink

lndustries for the construction and completion of the outpatient block at

lgegania Sub-District Hospital. The works commenced in April, 2013' The

scope of works included completion of MCH Block, parking lot, drainage

system and Perimeter fence.

b) The budgeted amount for the project during the Financial Year 2012/13 to

the hospital was KSH 13,000,951.OO. However, after finalizing the

procurement process, the contract was awarded to M/s lnterlink lndustries

at a contract sum of KSH 18. 825,0O0.0O. The contract sum was later

revised to KSH 21,195,456.50 to accommodate extra works that were to

make the building functional. The contract agreement was signed between

the Medical Superintendent at lgegania Hospital who was to be the

implementor and lnterlink lndustries, the construction company.

c) By the end of Financial Year 2012/13, M/s lnterlink lndustries had been

paid KSH 13,000,951.02. The contactor completed the works in
November, 2013 by which time the devolution of health services had

already taken place hence the Ministry of Health was not in a position to

allocate funds to pay the contractor the outstanding amount of KSH

8,194,695.48 which remained unpaid as at the date of the meeting. The

Medical Superintendent, lgegania Sub-District Hospital was advised to seek

funding from the Kiambu County Covernment to settle the debt. Due to

delay in payment, the contractor was claiming accrued interest of KSH

3,734,741.43 making a total claim of KSH 11,929,436.91.
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d) At the closure of the Financial year 2Ol2/13, the Ministry of Health
undertook an inventory of all pending bills under the former ministries of
Medical Services and Public Health and Sanitation. The aim was to
anticipate determination of how they should be handled during the
Financial Y ear 2013/14.

e) When counties took over hospitals, they took over the assets in those
institutions as well as their liabilities. ln order to resolve the issue of
pending bills for M/s lnterlink lndustries, and other contractors similarly
affected, the National and Ccunty Covernments need to agree on the way
forward. Where bills are confirmed to be genuine, the possible options are
that either the counties should take them over and settle or the National
Treasury allocates specific funds to clear them.

7. On the petition by the Kenya Union of Clinical Officers on the non-payment of
allowances for the clinical officers' interns, he stated that consultations with the
relevant Sovernment organs (National Treasury, Public Service Commission and
Ministry of Devolution and Planning) were ongoing within the framework of a
proposed internship policy. The policy will cover alt workers including Clinical
Officers.

OBSERVATIONS

l. Managed Equipment Service

on th.e Managed Equipment Service the Committee observed that:

a) There was the need to distribute the equipment to the hospitals fairly and by
choosing the right hospitals where there was not only need but also capacity
to utilize the equipment.

b) The retreat on Managed Equipment Services needed to be held the soonest to
accord Members an opportunity to appreciate the whole concept and design
of the Managed Equipment Service.

c) There seemed to be a general lack of preparedness in terms of capacity of
selected health facilities to utilize the equipment and the human resource to
handle the equipment when they are finally installed.

d) There was need for transparency in selection of staff to undergo training to
manage the equipment.
