The Committee oversees the operations of the Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban

Development on the following matters: Land Policy and Physical Planning, Land

Transactions, Survey and Mapping, Land Adjudication, Settlement, Land registration,

Land Valuation, Administration of community and Public Land, and Land Information and

Management System.

1.5 COMMITTEE GENERAL OBSERVATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Having held meetings, undertaken the inspection/fact finding visit and considered the
submissions presented, the Committee made the following observations and

recommendations:-

1.5.1 OBSERVATIONS

1. The Settlement scheme is not in dispute and the residents frustrations are due to their

inability to acquire title deeds to their land due to the high interests accruing on the
Settlement Fund Trustee loans;
2. The interest charged on Settlement Fund Trustee loan of 8.50 per day is too high and

it has accrued over the years to an extent that the residents are unable to raise the

fees and repay the loans;

3. Residents have to travel long distances to Nakuru to access services from the
Ministries of land Housing and Urban Development office.

4. The Sirikwa CDF office has offered office space for the residents to pay and collect

their allotment letters in an accessible area.

1.5.2 RECOMMENDATIONS

The Committee recommends that the Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban

Development should:

i. Review the interest charged on Settlement Fund Trustee loans;

ii. Waive interest accrued on the Settlement Fund Trustee loans and allow the Sirikwa
Settlement Scheme residents with allotment letters and who have not paid the fees
to pay the original amount of Kshs.6,500;

iii. Bring services closer to the people by opening an office nearer to the scheme for the
purposes of payment of fees and collection of allotment letters;

iv. Bring back uncollected letters of offer which were returned to the headquarters for

the owners to collect them.

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2.0 BACKGROUND
2.0.1 During its sitting held on 27" January 2015, the Member for Kuresoi North, Hon.
Moses Cheboi, M.P brought to the attention of the Committee the matter of Sirikwa
Settlement Scheme to which residents have not been issued with title deeds to
date. He informed the Committee that Sirikwa settlement Scheme is in Kuresoi
North Constituency, formerly an Agricultural Development Corporation (ADC) farm,
about 10 Kilometres South of Molo town. The Scheme was allotted to individuals in
1992 and the acreage held by individuals in the scheme is between 2.5 and 10
acres per person although there are a few individuals holding more than 10 acres.
The scheme is not in dispute;
2.0.2 The Committee was informed that the scheme has three categories of residents
namely:
a) Those issued with Allotment letters by the ADC and are the large majority,
b) Those with letters of allotment from the Settlement department and are
about 50% and
c) Those living there but have no letters of allotment either from ADC or
Settlement office and own about 2.5 acres each.
2.0.3 The residents were asked to pay Kshs.6, 500 to the Land office in Nakuru but their
efforts have been frustrated by Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban

Development officials in the Nakuru office.

21 MEETINGS DURING THE FACT FINDING VISIT
The Committee received submissions from the residents and the Ministry of Lands
Housing and urban Development officials as follows:
Meeting with the residents of Sirikwa Settlement Scheme
Mr. David Kipkurui Mosonik representing the residents of Sirikwa Settlement scheme
informed the informed the Committee as follows, that:-
2.1.1  The farm was issued to the Mau squatters and a few former ADC employees in
1993 during the government of President Moi;
2.1.2 The scheme has various categories of residents:-
a) Those without allotment letters and were allocated pieces of land by ADC;
b) Those with ADC allotment letters and without settlement scheme letters of
offer,;

c) Those with settlement letters and have not opened files for payment;

d) Those with settlement scheme loans and have not been issued with title
deeds.

The land currently hosts over 1,000 families holding between 5 acres and 2 % acre
pieces. The residents have had a lot of problems acquiring documents pertaining
to the land;

In 2001, Sirikwa land issue was taken over by the settlement scheme department
which issued allotment letters to some leaving out others;

In 2009, a ground report was taken by the Nakuru Land Settlement office whereby
the residents were promised to be issued with relevant ownership documents;
The allottees are charged levies as follows at the Nakuru Lands Office:

a) The allottees who have not been offered allotment letters - Ksh. 50, 000.

b) Those with allotment letters and would like to open payment -not less than
Ksh. 30, 000.

c) Those who bought land from allottees are charged not less than Kshs.
120,000 in order to get transfer services from the Nakuru offices:

d) Those who lost allotment letters mostly during post-election violence
through fire and other man made calamities have been getting difficulties
accessing services at the Nakuru Office.

Allottees who have cleared payments and waiting for discharge letters are issued
with notices from settlement office that they still have arrears and should pay
more;

Some parcels of land have been grabbed e.g. plot No.244 belonging to the late
Jonah Kenduiywa was sold to someone residing in the same farm and Plot no 275
and 276 belonging to the late Joel Techbatai, Plot nos 269, 270 and 271 belonging
to Ernest Biegon have been sold to other individuals and the orphaned children

forced out of their land;

The Residents sought the intervention of the Committee as follows, that:-

That the various categories of allottees be given relevant documents to facilitate
them acquire title deeds;

That the land rates remain at Kshs. 6,500 per acre and no levy or interest is
charged;

That those who clear the payments be issued with title deeds to enable them

That the farm is re-surveyed and permanent beacons put to reduce conflict
between neighbors and for the sake of accuracy;
That the following public facilities be issued with title deeds:
a)  Sirikwa primary and secondary school (10 acres);
b) Sirikwa kiptenden primary school (5 acres);
c) Sirikwa cattle dip (5 acres) and

d)  Water reserve dams.

2.2 BRIEFING FROM THE MINISTRY OF LANDS OFFICE IN NAKURU

The committee received written submissions from Mrs. Esther Omweno, District Land

Adjudication and Settlement officer, Nakuru. The Committee learnt, that:-

2.2.1 Sirikwa settlement scheme is in Molo sub County of Nakuru County and consists of

approximately 3,562 acres. It has 693 settlers with most of the parcels being 5

acres and a few others measuring approximately 2.5 acres;

2.2.2 The scheme was acquired by Settlement Fund trustees (SFT) from Agricultural

Finance Corporation (ADC) in the year 2000. The list of beneficiaries was handed
over to S.F.T from ADC. Upon acquisition, Settlement Fund Trustee finalized
allocation through issuance of leters of offer dated 27" June, 2000. Beneficiaries
were required to surrender letters of offer from ADC and acquire those of
Settlement Fund Trustee;
A fee of Kshs.6, 500 per acre was to be paid by the beneficiaries within a period of
twelve (12) months. Upon completion of payment, individuals were to be issued
with a discharge of charge and transfer documents for them to process title deeds;
After one year, Settlement Fund Trustee loans attracted an interest of Kshs.8.50
per day until the entire loan is cleared,
Beneficiaries had their letters issued and public baraza held on the ground in 2001
and others collected them from Nakuru Land’s office. However, by June, 2007, a
number of letters were still pending at the District Land Adjudication and
Settlement office and had to be surrendered back to Nairobi as the where-about of
the owners were unknown:
There now exists three categories of people in Sirikkwa Settlement Scheme;-

a. Those that have partly paid and are continuing to pay for their land;

b. Those who have cleared settlement and have title deeds;

c. Those that have not paid for their land.

Those that have not paid for their land rates fall into two categories:

a) Those with letters of offer from Settlement Fund Trustee; and

b) Those with letters of offer from ADC or no letters of offer at all.

2.2.7 Several ground visits have been made with a view to establishing status of land not

paid for and it emerged that:

a. There are people with letters of offer from SFT who have ignored to make
payments while some claim to have made payments with ADC. This money
is not reflected in the handing over list. Others believe the land was given to
them for free by the then president Moi;

b. Cases of deceased allottees and the next of Kin have not pursued
succession causes;

c. Land that has changed hands (in some cases several times and others a
parcel being sold to more than one person) and the transfer was locally
done. Some transferees whereabouts are unknown and others are
deceased;

d. Non-beneficiaries occupying land and preventing the owners from

accessing their land. Some have forged letters of offer from ADC.

The Ministry proposed the way forward to resolving issues in the scheme as

follows:-

Settlers with letters of offer from ADC should make extra efforts to clear SFT
loans as the interest keeps accruing;

Those people appearing in the list of beneficiaries and do not have letters of offer
to be issued with the same and pay for their land;

Next of kin to deceased allottees to pursue succession cases. Meanwhile, those
with letters of offer should continue making payment for their land;

Those that have bought land to trace the sellers and formalize the transfer;
Those that have cleared SFT loans and have not been discharged to surrender
the original letters of offer and copies of ID cards to allow for preparation of
charge and transfer documents;

Those that have cleared payments to collect discharges of charges and transfer
documents from the District Land Adjudication and Settlement office and process

title deeds for their land.

¢) Those with settlement letters and have not opened files for payment

~d) Those with settlement scheme loans and have not been issued with title deeds

3. The land currently hosts over 1000 families holding between 5 acres and 2 %2 acre pieces.
The residents have had a lot of problems acquiring documents pertaining to the land;

4. In 2001, the Sirikwa land issue was taken over by the settiement scheme who issued
allotment letters to some leaving out others;

5. In 2009,a ground report was taken by the Nakuru Land Settlement office whereby the
residents were promised to be issued with relevant ownership documents;

6. The allottees pay charges to the Nakuru Lands Office as follows:

a) The allottees who have not been offered allotment Jetters - Ksh:50,000,
'b)  those with allotment letters and would like to open payment -not less than
Ksh.30,000,
€) those who bought land from allottees - not less than 120,000 in order to get
transfer services from the Nakuru offices; '

7 Those who lost allotment letters mostly during post-election violence mostly through fire
have been getting difficulties accessing services at the Nakuru Office;

8 Allottees who have cleared payments and waiting for discharge leters are issued  with
notices from settlement office that they still have arrears and should pay more;

9. Some parcels have been grabbed e.g plot no. 244 belonging to the late Jonah Kenduiywa was
sold to someone residing in the same farm and Plot no 275 and 276 belonging to the late Joel
Techbatai, Plot nos 269,270 and 271 belonging to Ernest Biegon have been sold to other
individuals and the orphaned children forced out of their land;

The Residents prayed as follows, that:-
1. The various categories of allottees be given relevant documents to facilitate them acquire

title deeds;
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2. Payment of tarrdrates be done in a place easily accessible to the residents, that is, at the
Sirikwa CDF building or nearest bank branches in Molo Town e. g Cooperative Bank,
National Bank, Equity Bank etc; L :

3. That the land rates remain at Ksh.6,500 per acre and no levy or interest-ié%harged;
That those who clear the payments be issued with title deeds to enable them access loans
from banks;

5. That the farm is re-surveyed and permanent beacons put to reduce conflict between
neighbors and for the sake of accuracy;

6. That the following public facilities be issued with title deeds:

i.Sirikwa primary and secondary school(10 acres)
1i.Sirikwa kiptenden primary school(5 acres)
iii.Sirikwa cattle dip(5 acres) and
iv. Water reserve dams

Only a few well off individuals who can manage to travel to Nairobi and Nakuru have been
able to acquire title deeds;
. The residents are subjected to travelling long distances to Nakuru to pay the requisite amount of
money.






The Member thereafter invited the Committee to intervene in the matter and help the residents of
Sirikwa Settlement Scheme acquire title deeds.

BRIEF ON SIRIKWA SETTLEMENT SCHEME

o Sirikwa Settlement Scheme is in Molo Sub County of Nakuru County. It
consists of approximately 3,562 Acres. It has 693 settlers with most of the
parcels of land being 5 acres and a few others of 2.5 Acres.

» It was acquired by Settlement Fund Trustees (S.F.T) from Agricultural
Finance Corporation (ADC) in the year 2000. The List of beneficiaries was
handed over to S.F.T from ADC. Upon acquisition, S.F.T finalized allocation
through issuance of Letters of Offer dated 27" June 2000. Beneficiaries were
required to surrender Letters of offer from ADC and acquire those of S.F.T.

» Afee of Ksh.6,500/- per acre (being S.F.T. loan) was to be paid by the
beneficiaries within a period of twelve (12) months. Upon completion of this
money, an individual is issued with a Discharge of Charge and Transfer
documents for them to process Title Deeds. After one year, S.F.T loans
attract an interest of Ksh.8.50/- per day until the entire loan is cleared.

» Beneficiaries had their letters issued in Public Barazas held on the ground in
2001 and others collected them from Nakuru Lands office. However, by June
2007, quite a number of letters were still pending at the District Land
Adjudication and Settlement office and had to be surrendered back to Nairobi
as the where about of the owners was unknown
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There now exists three categories of people in Sirikwa Settlement Scheme

(i) Those that have cleared S.F.T payment and have Title Deeds
(i) Those that have partly paid and are continuing to pay for their land
(i)  Those that have not paid for their land

Those in (NO iii) above fall into two
(i) Those with Letters of Offer from S.F.T
(i)  Those with Letters of officer from ADC or No letters of offer at all

Several ground visits have been made with a view to establishing status of

land not paid for. It emerged that

(i) There are people with Letters of offer from S.F.T who have ignored to
make payments. While some claim to have made payments with ADC,
this money is not reflected in the handing over list, others belief the
land was given to them free by the then President Moi.

(i)  Cases of deceased allottees and the Next of Kin have not pursued
Succession Cause.

(i) Land that has changed hands ( in some cases several times and others
a parcel being sold to more than one person) and the transfer was
locally done. Some transferees’ whereabouts are unknown and other
are deceased.

(iv)  Non beneficiaries occupying land and preventing the owners from
accessing their land. Some have forged Letters of Offer from ADC

WAY FORWARD

Settlers with Letters of Offer from S.F.T should make extra efforts to clear
S.F.T loan as the interest keeps accruing

Those people appearing in the List of beneficiaries and do not have letters
of offer to be issued with the same and pay for their land

Next of Kin to deceased allottees pursue succession cases. Meanwhile
those with letters of offer should continue making payment for their land

Those that have bought land to trace the sellers and formalize the transfer

Those that have cleared S.F.T payments and have not been discharged to
surrender the original letters of offer and copies of ID cards to the office
(original letters of offer are returned to the headquarters to facilitate
preparation of Discharge of Charge and Transfer Documents)



(vi)  Those that have cleared payments to collect their Discharges of Charge
and Transfer documents from the District Land Adjudication and
Settlement Office and process Title Deeds for their land.
