PREFACE
On Tuesday 14" April, 2015, a petition was tabled before the House pursuant to

Standing Order No. 225 (2)(a) by the Hon. Onesmus Muthomi Njuki, MP, Chuka
lgambang’ombe Constituency on behalf of Residents of Chuka lgambang ombe

Constituency.

Pursuant to Standing Order 227 (1), the petition was referred to the Departmental
Committee on Transport, Public Works and Housing for consideration and
preparation of a report within 60 days. The Committee considered the petition

pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 227 (1) and (2).

MANDATE OF THE COMMITTEE

The Committee is established pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order No.

216, with the following terms of reference: -

a) to investigate, inquire into, and report on all matters relating to the
mandate, management, activities, administration, operations and estimates of
the assigned Ministries and departments;

b) to study the programme and policy objectives of Ministries and departments
and the effectiveness of the implementation;

c) to study and review all legislation referred to it;

d) to study, access and analyze the relative success of the Ministries and
departments as measured by the results obtained as compared with their
stated objectives:

e) to investigate and inquire into all matters relating to the assigned Ministries
and departments as they may deem necessary, and as may be referred to
them by the House or a Minister;

f) to vet and report on all appointments where the Constitution or any law
requires the National Assembly to approve, except those under Standing
Order 204 (Committee on Appointments); and

including recommendation of proposed legislation.

On Tuesday 14
April, 2015, the Hon. Onesmus Muthomi Njuki, MP, presented a petition on behalf
Residents of Chuka Igambang’ombe Constituency, pursuant to the provisions of
Standing Orders 225(2)(a) and 225 (3).

The Committee invited the petitioner to shed light on the petition and he appeared
before the Committee on the same. The Committee held a meeting with Ministry of

Transport and Infrastructure on Thursday, 14", May 2015.

COMMITTEE OBSERVATION

Having considered the petition and submissions made by the Ministry, the

Committee observed that:

Embu-Meru highway is a busy highway and requires erections of bumps and
footbridge especially along the Kangoro Bus Stop. Further that, a number of

accidents has occurred at the said location along Embu-Meru Highway

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Petition by Residents of Chuka lgambang’ombe Constituency was presented to
the House by the Hon. Onesmus Muthomi Njuki, MP, Chuka Igambang'ombe
Constituency on Tuesday 14" April, 2015 pursuant to Standing Order No. 225
(2)(a).

Pursuant to Standing Order 227 (1), the petition was referred to the Departmental
Committee on Transport, Public Works and Housing for consideration and
preparation of a report within 60 days. The Committee considered the petition
pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 227 (1) and (2).

The petitioners wished to draw the attention of the House to the importance of
Road transport which is the most popular mode of transport in Kenya contributing
immensely to the economic development in both rural and urban centers ;

The Fourth Schedule of the Constitution classifies roads under the pundit of the
National and the County Government;

The Embu-Meru highway is a busy highway and requires erections of bumps and
footbridge especially along the Kangoro Bus Stop. Further that, a number of
accidents has occurred at the said location along Embu-Meru Highway:

The Kangoro primary school is located along Embu-Meru highway and many
children use the road on a daily basis, and that there is no other accessible and safe
means that the school going children can use to access the school;

A number of accidents have occurred on the said spot caused by over speeding
vehicles and reckless drivers, leading to loss of lives and serious injuries;

The road in question is under the mandate of the Kenya National Highway
Authority (KeNHA) and efforts should be made to regulate the speed of motorists

and contain pedestrians.

SUBMISSIONS AND EVIDENCE

Having been seized of the Petition, the Committee commenced its investigations by
inviting the Cabinet Secretary for Transport and Infrastructure for a meeting on
Thursday 14" May, 2015 to respond to the Petitioners’ concerns.
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3.1 MEETING WITH THE PETITIONER
On Thursday 14" May, 2015 the Committee invited the Hon. Onesmus Muthomi
’ Njuki, MP, the Member of Parliament for Chuka Ilgambangombe Constituency who
presented the petition on behalf of the residents, and he was able to appear before

the Committee.

3.2 MEETING WITH THE PRINCIPAL SECRETARY FOR THE STATE

DEPARTMENT OF INFRASTRUCTURE
On Thursday 14" March, 2015, the Principal Secretary for the State Department of

Infrastructure Eng. John Mosonik informed the Committee as follows;

a. The Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure will erect standard speed bumps at the
location as a traffic calming measure to enhance road safety. The budget for the

bumps will be factored in the next financial year 2015/2016.

b. Further the Ministry will carry out traffic surveys and technical investigations to

evaluate the feasibility for the footbridge for planning purposes.
