2.0 BACKGROUND INFORMATION ON EAC AND NORDIC COUNTRIES

2.1 Background information on Nordic Countries

The Nordic countries are a geographical and cultural region in Northern Europe and the North
Atlantic. It consists of five countries (Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Norway and Sweden) as well as
their autonomous regions (the Aland Island, the Faroe Islands and GCreenland). The Nordic
countries have much in common in their way of life, history language and social Structure Council.
Politically, Nordic countries do not form a separate entity, but they co-operate in the Nordic
Council.

At 3,425,804 square kilometers, the Nordic countries form the 7t largest area in the world,
though 51.7% of this area is uninhabitable and formed by icecaps and glaciers. In January 2013,
the Nordic countries had a combined population of around 26 million people. The Nordic
countries are top performers in numerous metrics of national performance, including education,
economic competitiveness, civil liberties, quality of life, and human development.

Although the area is linguistically heterogeneous, with three unrelated language groups, the
common linguistic heritage is one of the factors making up the Nordic identity.

.



2.2 Foreign Direct Investments of Nordic Countries

Iceland and Sweden have the highest rate of foreign direct investment, both with regards to
foreign companies investing in Iceland and Sweden and Icelandic and Swedish companies investing
abroad. However, in 2011 Denmark superseded Sweden regarding outward investments. Looking
at a larger time span of ten years, most of the Nordic countries have experienced growth in both
inward and outward investments.

Foreign investment from Iceland increased significantly and sharply especially from 2003 to 2007
from 16 to 123 per cent of GDP. The expansion of Icelandic companies into foreign markets was a
rapid process. Strong pension funds provided capital for investments, and the privatization of the
banking system made new sources of financing available for companies wishing to expand their
operations. Every year since 1995 Denmark, Norway and Sweden have all had greater exports
than imports.

The Nordic region is one of the richest sources of energy in the world. Apart from the natural
occurrence of fossil fuels such as oil and gas, the Nordic countries also have good infrastructure and
technology to exploit renewable energy sources such as water, wind, bio-energy and geothermal
heat. Especially Iceland and Sweden, but also Finland and Norway, have a significant production
of electricity based on hydro power. Geothermal production is the most important source of
energy in lceland, whilst nuclear power is produced in both Finland and in Sweden. The
indigenous production of energy in the Nordic countries has risen considerably over the last couple
of decades — especially in Denmark and Norway due to oil deposits in the North Sea.

2.3 Background information on East African Community

The East African Community (EAC) is the regional intergovernmental organisation of the Republics
of Burundi, Kenya, Rwanda, the United Republic of Tanzania, and the Republic of Uganda, with
its headquarters in Arusha, Tanzania.

The Treaty for Establishment of the East African Community was signed on 30" November, 1999
and entered into force on 7" July, 2000 following its ratification by the original three Partner
States — Kenya, Tanzania and Uganda. The Republic of Rwanda and the Republic of Burundi
acceded to the EAC Treaty on 18" June, 2007 and became full Members of the Community with
effect from 1¢ July, 2007.

The realization of a large regional economic bloc encompassing Burundi, Kenya, Rwanda,
Tanzania and Uganda with a combined population of more than 140 million people, land area of
1.82 million square kilometres and a combined Gross Domestic Product of $74.5 billion, bears
great strategic and geopolitical significance and prospects of a renewed and reinvigorated East
African Community.



3.0 DISCUSSIONS ON THE BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES AVAILABLE BETWEEN THE NORDIC
COUNTRIES AND EAST AFRICAN COUNTRIES

3.1 Presentation by the Bj Flowers Itd
The Managing Director of the BJ Flowers Itd presented the following:

i.  BJ Flowers is a subsidiary of Wetfarm Ltd and is located in central highlands of Kenya in
Tigoni area 30 km from Nairobi.

ii. The farm has a total area of 33 acres(13.2 hec.) and 65 employees. It was established in
2004 to separate flowers from other products of Wetfarm which are mainly Horticultural
produce.

ii.  The farm works with small scale farmers groups putting emphasis on the rural farmer to
promote, develop and advance their agricultural and environmental activities which in the
long run will raise economic status of the farmer and society in general at the grass root
level.

iv.  The company has created a network of small-scale farmers and assists them in the growing
and marketing of their products. This has created employment to the youth and the women
thus empowering them and ensuring gender equality.

v.  Funding for the company came via contributions from the shareholders and over the years
the company has been able to invest in vital equipment such as irrigation and cold storage
facilities.

vi. The Company exports her flowers to the European Union through Amsterdam in the
Netherlands.

Swedfund, which is wholly owned by the Swedish government, reports to the Swedish
Ministry for Foreign Affairs Department for Management and Methods in Development
Collaboration (MFA-USTYR). It is defined as a bilateral Development Finance Institution
(DF1) and belong to the European Development Finance Institutions (EDFI) network.

3.5 Presentation by BUSINESS SWEDEN

A representative of the Business Sweden had the following to present:

Business Sweden is a merger of the Swedish Trade Council and Invest Sweden, founded on
January 1, 2013. It is jointly owned by the Swedish government and the industry,
represented by the Ministry for Foreign Affairs and the Swedish Foreign Trade Association.
The shared ownership provides access to contacts and networks at all levels.

Business Sweden also facilitates foreign actors to invest in Sweden. The Company has
marketed itself as an innovation-friendly climate offering excellent investment opportunities
in manufacturing, transport, science, technology, healthcare, music, design, tourism and
other industries

Presentation by EAST AFRICA BUSINESS COUNCIL

A representative of the East Africa Business Council had the following to present:-

The East African Business Council (EABC) is the apex body of business associations of the
Private Sector and Corporates from the 5 East African Countries. It was established in 1997
to foster the interests of the Private Sector in the integration process of the East African
Community. Originally comprising members from Kenya, Tanzania and Uganda, its
membership was expanded in 2007 to include the private sector from Burundi and
Rwanda.

Currently, EABC has 54 Associations and 102 corporate Members. Amongst the associations
are all the national Private Sector Apex Bodies; four manufacturers’ Associations: 5
Chambers of Commerce, 3 Employer Associations; 2 Women Associations, 2 Bankers
Associations and the Confederation of Informal Sector Associations of East Africa. Given
that the Secretariat is based in Arusha, EABC's structure includes National Focal Points
(NFPs) — who are all currently the national private sector apex bodies.

EABC’s overarching objective is to be an effective change agent for fostering an enabling
business environment and to promote private sector’s regional and global competitiveness
in trade and investment.

EABC provides a regional platform through which the business community can present their
concerns at the EAC policy level, with the overall aim of creating a more conducive business
environment through targeted policy reforms. Additionally, EABC also works towards
promoting private sector’s regional & global competitiveness in trade and Investment
through addressing challenges experienced by Members at organizational and firm level:
and through provision of tailored market intelligence

Despite all the efforts that are being made in the region to improve its image as conducive
investment destinations, the following challenges are still prevalent within the region:

A representative of the East African Community Secretariat informed the Conference that the

the co-ordination and harmonisation of the policies and strategies relating to the
development of the Community through the Co-ordination Committee:

the general promotion and dissemination of information on the Community to the
stakeholders, the general public and the international community;

the submission of reports on the activities of the Community to the Council through the Co-
ordination Committee;

the general administration and financial management of the Community:;

the mobilisation of funds from development parfners and other sources for the
implementation of projects of the Community;

subject to the provisions of the Treaty, the submission of the budget of the Community to
the Council for its consideration;

proposing draft agenda for the meetings of the organs of the Community other than the
Court and the Assembly;

He submitted that the five East African Community partner states have a population of more than
140 million people and huge tracts of arable agricultural land. The region is well blessed with a
variety of resources such as, oil deposits, cheap labour of different skills, geopolitically strategic and
attractive tourism activities.

While admitting the existence of some changes within the region, he assured the conference that
the future looks bright with the efforts being made to address them by the secretariat and the

Presentation from Gastrike Atervinnare

The Chief Executive Officer of Atervinnare presented the following to the conference:

Gastrike Atervinnare is a successful public owned company in Waste Management. It won
the Swedish Recycling Award and twice nominated for the European Waste Reduction
Award.

2. The Gastrike &tervinnare (G4) is an association of five municipalities. G& holds the municipal

responsibility for information, planning, local regulations and fees, collection and treatment
of household waste. G& is also acting on the commercial market, providing waste
management services for a number of local businesses and other organizations. It is involved
in export of Swedish know-how in waste management with current projects in both Europe
(Serbia, Poland) and Asia (China).

Presentation from Kenya Investment Authority

A representative of the Kenya Investment Authority presented the following:-

Vision 2030 is the key development document for Kenya that guides on which particular
projects that should be implemented at different times and assigns specific outputs to
individual programme. There are 182 flagship projects that will be implemented in the
medium term plan Il (2012-2017).

The major projects earmarked for implementation with the Medium Term |l are the Lapsset
project, Construction of the Lamu Port, Construction of the Standard Gauge Railway Line,
construction of resort cities (Lamu, Isiolo and Turkana), construction of the pipeline from
Turkana, development of Special Economic Zones, expansion of Airports and roads among
others. These mega projects calls for heavy investment from both within and outside Kenya.

The Government has put a number of initiatives aimed at improving kenya's ease of doing
business. Some of those initiatives are the setting of the Kenya Investment Authority to act
as a one stop shop for investors, Huduma Center initiative, and development of the
necessary legal framework to ease business registration and growth of SMEs (business
registration Services Bill, Small and M.edium Enterprise Act) among others.

To address Kenya's energy needs, the government has been investing heavily in drilling
wells for geothermal energy, wind power and rural electrification.

£. The following are the guarantees for investors in Kenya:-

6. Potential investors to Kenya will get the following incentives:-

(a) Capital Investment Allowances
Capital allowances are offered to investors investing in capital projects. These are offered on
a reducing balance basis.

(b) Investment Allowance Based on Location. This is provided as follows: 150% Investment
allowance for projects outside the jurisdiction of Nairobi, Kisumu and Mombasa cities and
100% investment allowance for other locations

(c) Investment Deduction. This is granted to encourage development in manufacturing
industries. It is granted, once at 100% in the first year of use, to any person who incurs
capital expenditure on construction of a new building and installation therein of new or old
manufacturing machinery. It is also offered for the construction of a hotel that is certified to
be an industrial building.

3.10 Presentation from Trade Mark East Africa

A representative of the Trade Mark East Africa presented the following:-

(1) Trade Mark East Africa (TMEA) is funded by a range of development agencies with the aim
of growing prosperity in East Africa. It works closely with East African Community (EAC)
institutions, national governments, the private sector and civil society organisations to
increase trade by unlocking economic potential through:

i. Increased market access:
ii. Enhanced trade environment: and
ii.  Increased product competitiveness.

(2) TMEA has funded the expansion of the Port of Mombasa, Port of Dar re Salam over and
above the support accorded to the secretariat in running of the institution.

(3) Despite the efforts, there are still a myriad of challenges in the region including:
i. Insecurity;
ii.  Non Tarriff Barriers:;

iii.  Lack of harmonization of excise duty among the partner states;
iv. ~ Competing country interests vis a vis the region;

3.11 Remarks by the Members of Parliament from Kenya

The Hon. Andrew Toboso, MP and the Hon. Robert Mbui, MP briefed the conference as follows,
that:-

(1) Kenya has a lot of investment opportunities for the foreign firms to invest in. These
opportunities are majorly due to the Constitution of Kenya 2010 and Kenya's development
blue print (Vision 2030) that brought with it devolution and identification of key projects
for implementation within the medium term.

(2) The investment opportunities available in Kenya include solid waste management; provision
of green energy, financial services sector, provision of transport services, construction, and
bond market among others.

(3) Kenya’s legislative framework is conducive for doing business especially importation of solar
panels that does not attract Value Added Tax.

(4) The Kenyan legislature is ready and willing to make any legislative intervention that may be
required to create a conducive environment for investment.

(5) Despite challenges of insecurity, Kenya is a safe country to invest in by any foreign
company.

4.0 OBSERVATIONS

The following observations were made:-
1. There is a concern that Government of Kenya representation in the conference was
minimal. The Ministry of East African Affairs, Commerce and Tourism was conspicuously
absent from such an important meeting.

2. Most of the presentations that were made in the conference from the EAC organizations did
not help market the EAC as a good investment destination. The theme of the conference
“Creating sustainable business between East Africa and the Nordics™ was done a disservice
by majority of the presenters from the EAC who mainly focused on the challenges facing the
region rather than emphasizing on the opportunities/potential. There was a complete
contrast with the presentations from Nordic countries who reiterated their need to invest
within the EAC and had full confidence of recouping their investment.

3. It came out clear that most of the laws within the individual member states are not in
tandem with the EALA legislations.

5.0 RECOMMENDATIONS

The delegation made the following recommendations:-

1.

High level investment forums should be given the due attention by the concerned Ministry
by ensuring adequate Government representation.

Presentations in international conferences should be well coordinated by the parent
Ministry and the content clearly vetted before they are presented to avoid spreading
negativity about the region.

Each Partner state should identify the laws that are not in tandem with the regional laws
and align them accordingly.

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PREFACE
Mr. Speaker, Sir,

The Interim Independent Boundaries Review Commission (IIBRC) is
established pursuant to the provisions of Section 41B of the Constitution.
The establishment of IIBRC is part of the wider constitutional and electoral
reforms being undertaken towards addressing critical underlying issues that
led to the post-election conflict in the country following the disputed
elections of 27 December 2007. The issues behind the political crisis were
considered in greater detail under Agenda Item 4 by the National Dialogue
and Reconciliation Committee that was formed to spearhead mediation talks
after the post-election violence.

The need to complete the comprehensive review of the Constitution was
identified as critical in the pursuit of seeking long-lasting solutions to the
problems and historical injustices that are responsible for the periodic
violence in Kenya. Earlier in 2005, the constitutional review process stalled
after the November 2005 referendum.

To crystallize efforts towards reviewing the Constitution, the Coalition
Government formulated and enacted two Bills, the Constitution of Kenya
Review Act (No. 9 of 2008) and the Constitution of Kenya (Amendment) Act
(No. 10 of 2008). The Constitution of Kenya Review Act provides for the
establishment of the Parliamentary Select Committee on the Review of the
Constitution as one of the organs of the review process. The Constitution of
Kenya (Amendment) Act (No. 10 of 2008) provided for the establishment of
the IIBRC.

The Parliamentary Select Committee on the Review of the Constitution is
established pursuant to the provisions of Section 7 of the Constitution of
Kenya Review Act (2008) and section 123 of the Constitution. The
Parliamentary Select Committee was appointed through a resolution of the
House, on Wednesday, 17 December 2008. The Committee consists of the
following twenty seven (27) members-

Part of the functions of the Parliamentary Select Committee is to nominate
qualified persons to the four bodies to deal with the constitutional review

process, namely, the Committee of Experts, the IIEC, the IIBRC and the
IICDRC.

Mr. Speaker Sir, the report of the Committee on the nomination of members
of the Committee of Experts was discussed and approved by the House on
Tuesday, 10 February 2009. The Members of the Committee of Experts were
sworn-in on Monday, 2 March 2009 and have commenced work. The report
of the Committee relating to the nomination of individuals to the IIEC was
tabled in the House on Wednesday, 22 April 2009, and the Motion for its
adoption is before the House.

Pursuant to the provisions of section 41B the Parliamentary Select
Committee advertised for applications for the positions of the Chairperson
and members of the IIBRC which were published in the daily newspapers on
Friday, 9 January 2009 and on Wednesday, 14 January 2009. The closing
date of the applications was Friday, 30 Januzary 2009.

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One hundred and six (106) applications for the position of Chairperson and
one thousand and thirty four (1034) applications for the positions of
members of the IIBRC were received. With the assistance of a human
resource firm, M/S Manpower Services (K) Ltd, the Committee processed all
the applications received.

After consideration of the candidates, the Committee nominated the
Chairperson from a shortlist of twenty one (21) candidates interviewed for
the position of the Chairperson and nominated eight (8) members from a
shortlist of fifty (50) candidates interviewed for the positions of members.
The decision to nominate the Chair and the Members of the IIBRC was
arrived at by consensus.

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1.0 INTRODUCTION

1. The National Dialogue and Reconciliation Committee that was formed
to spearhead mediation talks after the political settlement that
culminated in the signing of a peace deal in Kenya identified as critical
the need to complete the comprehensive review of the Constitution to
address underlying issues and historical injustices behind the post-
election conflict in early 2008. The post-election crisis was sparked off
by the elections of December 2007 and the dispute that followed after
the announcement of the presidential poll results.

2. The completion of the constitutional review process that stalled in
2005 was underscored under Agenda Four of the National Dialogue
and Reconciliation Committee. Subsequently, the Grand Coalition
government formulated and enacted two Bills, namely, the
Constitution of-Kenya Review Act (No. 9 of 2008) and the Constitution
of Kenya (Amendment) Act (No. 10 of 2008).

3L The Parliamentary Select Committee is established pursuant to the
provisions of section 7 of the Constitution of Kenya Review Act (2008)
and section 123 of the Constitution. Section 7 of the Review Act states
as follows-

1) The National Assembly shall establish, in accordance with
its Standing Orders, a Select Committee to be known as
the Parliamentary Select Committee on the Review of the
Constitution (hereinafter referred to as the
“Parliamentary Select Committee”) consisting of twenty
seven Members, to assist the National Assembly in the
discharge of its functions under this Act.

2) In constituting the Parliamentary Select Committee, the
National Assembly shall ensure regional and gender
balance in the composition of the Committee.

Section 123 of the Constitution provides as follows-

“"Parliamentary Select Committee” means the
Parliamentary Select Committee on the Review of the
Constitution”.

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The establishment of the Parliamentary Select Committee is a
milestone in providing leadership in efforts to achieve a new
constitutional dispensation. Sections 5 and 6 of the Review Act
recognize the central role of the Parliamentary Select Committee in the
review process.

Under section 5 of the Review Act, the Parliamentary Select
Committee is identified as one of ‘the organs through which review
of the Constitution shall be completed’.

Section 6 of the Review Act provides as follows-

‘In the exercise of the powers or the performance of the
functions conferred by this Act, the organs specified in
section 4 shall-

a) ensure that the national interest prevails over
regional or sectoral interests;

b) be accountable to the people of Kenya;

c) ensure that the review process accommodates the
diversity of the people of Kenya including socio-
economic status, race, ethnicity, gender, religious
faith, age, occupation, learning, persons with
disabilities and the disadvantaged;

d) ensure that the review process-

(i) provides the people of Kenya with an
opportunity to actively, freely and meaningfully
participate in generating and debating
proposals to review and replace the
constitution;

(ii) is guided by the principle of stewardship
and responsible management;

(iii) is, subject to this Act, conducted in an
open manner, and

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(iv) is guided by respect for the principles of
human rights, equality, affirmative action,
gender equity and democracy;

e) ensure that the outcome of the review process
faithfully reflects the wishes of the people of Kenya.

2.0 THE MANDATE AND FUNCTIONS OF THE PARLIAMENTARY
SELECT COMMITTEE ON THE REVIEW OF THE CONSTITUTION

8. The mandate and functions of the Parliamentary Select Committee
are provided under various sections of the Review Act (No. 9 of 2008)
and the Constitution of Kenya (Amendment) Act (No. 10 of 2008).

V. The provisions stipulated in the Constitution of Kenya Review Act

(2008) include -the following-

vi. Section 9(3): The National Assembly shall, upon receipt of
the recommendations of the Parliamentary Select
Committee under subsection (2), nominate three persons
for appointment as members of the Committee of Experts
and shall submit the list of nominees to the Minister.

vii. Section 14 (4): The Minister shall, within seven days of
receipt of the application, forward the application to the
Parliamentary Select Committee to inquire into the
matter.

viii. Section 14(5): The Parliamentary Select Committee shall
inquire into the matter and make recommendations to the ~
President as to whether or not the chairperson or the
Member of the Committee of Experts ought to be removed
from office.

ix. Section 14(6): In undertaking the inquiry under
subsection 5, the Parliamentary Select Committee shall
afford the concerned person an opportunity to be heard.

Xx. Section 17(1): There shall be a Director of the Committee
of Experts who shall be appointed by the Parliamentary
Select Committee on such terms and conditions of service
as the Parliamentary Select Committee may, in
consultation with the Minister, determine.

xi. Section 32(1) (c): The Committee of Experts shall within
twenty one days of the expiry of the period provided for in
paragraph (a) (i), present the draft Constitution and the

deliberation and consensus building on the contentious
issues on the basis of the recommendations of the
Committee of Experts.

Section 33(3): The Parliamentary Select Committee shall,
within seven days of receipt of the report and the draft
constitution under sub section (2), table the report and
draft constitution before the National Assembly.

Section 33(6): If the National Assembly fails to approve
the draft Constitution in accordance with subsections (4)
and (5), a joint meeting between the Parliamentary Select
Committee and the Committee of Experts shall be
convened by the chair of the Committee of Experts to
consider the issue or issues and to make
recommendations to the National Assembly.

Section 34(2) relates to the publication of the proposed
Constitution and states as follows-

'The Attorney General shall not effect any alteration to the
draft Constitution, except for editorial purposes, in
consultation with the Parliamentary Select Committee’. ~

(Amendment) Act (2008), has the following provisions-

Section 41(3); relates to the nomination of persons to the

This report relates to the functions of the Review Committee on the
nomination of the Chairperson and Members of the IIBRC pursuant to
section 41B of the Constitution. The IIBRC is established following the
enactment of the Constitution of Kenya (Amendment) Act (No. 10 of
2008) which amended the Constitution. This amendment was made
together with a similar amendment which disbanded the Electoral
Commission of Kenya (ECK) against the background of events that led
to the post-election violence in the country.

The challenges posed by the General Elections of December 2007
pointed to the inadequacies and failures of the Constitution and other
laws to address salient election-related issues. These issues were
subsequently discussed under Agenda item 4 by the National Dialogue
and Reconciliation Committee, and investigated by both the Kriegler
and Waki Commissions. The Kriegler and Waki Commissions concluded
that the defunct ECK failed in its responsibilities of management and
conduct of the elections due to weaknesses in the laws governing the
conduct of elections.

The Government therefore implemented the recommendations of the
two Commissions through the enactment of the Constitution of Kenya
Review Act (No. 9 of 2008) and the Constitution of Kenya
(Amendment) Act (No. 10 of 2008) to provide the framework for the
completion of the comprehensive review of the Constitution and to
pave way for the establishment of the IIEC to replace the ECK.

The Constitution of Kenya (Amendment) Act (2008) in particular,
introduced fundamental changes in the institution of ECK following the
repeal of section 41 of the Constitution that established it.
Subsequently ECK was replaced by two bodies, the IIEC and IIBRC.
Section 41(3) of the Constitution provides for the appointment of the
Chairperson and Members of the IIEC. The report on the IIEC was
tabled and is before the House.

THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE INTERIM INDEPENDENT
BOUNDARIES REVIEW COMMISSION (IIBRC)

The Interim Independent Boundaries Review Commission (IIBRC) is
established pursuant to the provisions of Section 41B which was
introduced in the Constitution following the enactment of the
Constitution of Kenya (Amendment) Act (No. 10 of 2008). The creation
of the IIBRC follows recommendations by the Independent Review
Commission (IRC) led by Justice Johann Kriegler that reviewed the
disputed 2007 presidential election results.

Section 41B (2) provides for the nomination of the Chairperson and
members of the IIBRC by the Parliamentary Select Committee based
on the selection criteria stipulated in section 41B (3) of the
Constitution.

The functions of the IIBRC, pursuant to the provisions of Section 41C,
are as follows-

a) making recommendations to Parliament on the
delimitation of constituencies and local authority electoral
units and the optimal number of constituencies on the
basis of equality of votes taking into account-

i) density of population, and in particular the need to
ensure adequate representation of wurban and
sparsely-populated rural areas;

ii) population trends;

iii) means of communication;
iv) geographical features; and

b) making recommendations to Parliament on administrative
boundaries, including the fixing, reviewing and variation
of boundaries of districts and other units; and

c) the perfofmance of such other functions as may be
prescribed by Parliament.

These functions of IIBRC were formerly exercised by the defunct
Electoral Commission of Kenya, pursuant to the provisions of Section
42 of the Constitution now amended.

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 41B (8) of the Constitution, the -
IIBRC is an independent body which is not subject to the direction or
control of any other person or authority in the exercise of its functions.
The Constitution requires that all members of the IIBRC be Kenyan
citizens, pursuant to the provisions of Sections 41B (3).

Section 41B(11) of the Constitution requires the IIBRC to complete its
mandate within twenty four months once constituted or three months
after the promulgation of a new Constitution, whichever is earlier. The
I[IBRC members are to enjoy security of tenure. Pursuant to the
provisions of Section 41B (7), the members can only be removed by
the National Assembly through a resolution supported by a majority of
its Members.

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 41B (3) of the Constitution which
empowers the Parliamentary Select Committee to nominate persons to
the IIBRC, the Committee advertised for applications for the positions
of Chairperson and Members of the IIBRC in the daily newspapers of

Friday, 9 January 2009 and Wednesday, 14 January 2009. The closing
date for the applications was 30" January 2009.

On Tuesday, 10" February 2009, the applications received were
submitted to Manpower Services (K) Ltd, for preliminary analysis of
the applications. The human resource firm was procured in January
2009 in accordance with the procurement laws and procedures to
assist the Parliamentary Select Committee in recruitment-related
processes. One hundred and six (106) applications for the position of
the Chairperson and one thousand and thirty four (1034) applications
for the positions of Members of IIBRC were received.

At its sittings of Wednesday, 15 April 2009 and Monday, 20 April 2009,
the Parliamentary Select Committee analyzed all the applications and
shortlisted twenty one (21) candidates for the position of Chairperson
and fifty (50) candidates for the positions of Members. The shortlisted
candidates were subsequently interviewed by the Committee during its
sittings of Monday, 27 April 2009, and Tuesday, 28 April 2009.
