2.0 BACKGROUND
The principal object of the Bill is to repeal the Kenya Regiment (Territorial Force) Act, Cap.

200. The Act is a carry-over from the pre-independence period, having been enacted in 1937.
The Territorial Force has since been disbanded and a new legal framework for the defence
forces established by new legislation hence rendering the Act nugatory. The purpose of the
Bill is therefore to repeal the Act and further expressly revoke all subsidiary legislation made

thereunder pursuant to section 24 of the Interpretation and General Provisions Act, Cap. 2.

3.0 SUMMARY OF THE BILL: CLAUSE ANALYSIS
CLAUSE 1 of the Bill sets out the short title of the proposed Bill.

CLAUSE 2 of the Bill proposes to repeal the Kenya Regiment (Territorial Force) Act, Cap.
200.

CLAUSE 3 of the Bill proposes to repeal all subsidiary legislation made under the Kenya
Regiment (Territorial Force) Act, Cap. 200.
