By virtue of the provisions of Article 151 of the Treaty, Partner States have agreed to

conclude such Protocols as may be necessary in each area of co-operation which shall

spell out the objectives and scope of and institutional mechanisms'for co-operation and

integration;

(d) prornote partnerships between enterprises, including public private partnerships'
