3. FORWARD BY THE CHIEF OFFICER

The Ministry of Trade ,lndustrialization and Tourism presents the Financial statements for the

Kakamega County Trade Loans Fund for the period ended 30th June, 2019 in accordance with
the format prescibed by the Public Sector Accounting Standard Board.

In the'year 2015-2016 the County through Kenya Commercial Bank disbursed Loans amounting

to Kshs. 70,295,063 to the small scale traders. The Loans were recoverable within one year but

Kshs.40,890,138. was still outstanding as at 30th June 2019.

The Trade Loans Fund did not have a budget for the financial year 201812019. This affected the

performance of the Fund as evidenced by the low loans repayment rate. For efficient
management of the Fund the County Government of Kakamega has decided to strengthen the

legislative instruments of the Fund by coming up with the legislations to create a Micro finance
Corporation.

The Micro Finance Corporation once created will operate as semi autonomous agency controlled
by the County Government of Kenya. It is our hope that once the Micro-finance Institution is in
place, it will provide focussed attention on the traders' financial needs and also ensure that the
disbursed loans are repaid in time in order to benefit as many traders as possible.

REPORT ON THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Qualified Opinion

I have audited the accompanying financial statements of Kakamega County Trade Loans
Fund set out on pages 8 to 24, which comprise the statement of financial position as at
30 June, 2019, and the statement of financial performance, statement of changes in net
assets, statement of cash flows and statement of comparison of budget and actual
amounts for the year then ended, and a summary of significant accounting policies and
other explanatory information in accordance with the provisions of Article 229 of the
Constitution of Kenya and Section 35 of the PublicAuditAct,20l5. lhave obtained all
the information and explanations which, to the best of my knowledge and belief, were
necessary for the purpose of the audit.

ln my opinion, except for the effects of the matter described in the Basis for Qualified
Opinion section of my report, the financial statements present fairly, in all material
respects, the financial position of Kakamega County Trade Loans Fund as at 30 June,
2019, and its financial performance and its cash flows for the year then ended, in
accordance with lnternational Public Sector Accounting Standards (Accrual Basis) and
comply with the Public Finance Management Act, 2012.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

1. Cash and Gash Equivalents

The statement of financial position reflects cash and cash equivalents balance of
Kshs.37,508,616 as at 30 June, 2019. However, the cashbooks, bank reconciliation
statements and certificate of bank balance for the loan account were not provided for
audit review contrary to Regulation 90(1) of the Public Finance Management (County
Government) Regulations, 2015 which requires that bank account reconciliations are
completed for each bank account held by an Accounting Officer every month and submit
a bank reconciliation statement not later than 1Oth of the subsequent month to the County
Treasury with a copy to the Auditor-General.

ln the circumstances, it was not possible to ascertain accuracy of the cash and cash
equivalents balance of Kshs.37,508,616 as at 30 June, 2019.

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2. Presentation of the Financial Statements

The Public Sector Accounting Standards Board (PSASB) financial reporting format
requires the Fund Management to provide a list of Board of Trustees and Management
team, passport-size photo, name and a concise description of each member's date of
birth, key academic and professional qualifications and work experience among other
details. However, this information was not provided in the Fund's annual report
accompanying the financial statements. Further, the financial statements do not have a
Corporate Governance Statement, Corporate Social Responsibility
StatemenUSustainability Report and Report of Trustees.

ln the circumstances, the Fund's financial statements were not prepared in accordance
with the PSASB requirements.

3. Sustainability of Service

ln the year 201512016, the Fund through Kenya Commercial Bank (KCB) disbursed loans
to traders totalling Kshs.70,295,063 which were recoverable within one year. However,
as at 30 June, 2019, about four (4) years after the disbursement of the loans, an amount
of Kshs.40,890,138, or 58% of the loans, remained outstanding. No evidence of efforts
or strategy in place to collect the amounts, contrary to Regulation 6 of the Public Finance
Management (Kakamega County Trade Loans Fund) Regulations, 2017 which provides
that the sources of the Fund shall be monies from the repayments of any loans from the
Fund granted to an entrepreneur among others.

Further, the Fund Management indicated that the County Government of Kakamega had
created a micio finance corporation to take over the operations of the Fund. However,
there is no specific provision in the new law on how the operations of the Fund will
transition to the microfinance corporation.

Consequently, the Fund may not continue to sustain services unless Management puts
in place strategies to recover the outstanding loans.

4. Unresolved Prior Year Mafters

ln the audit report of the previous year, several issues were raised under the Report on
Financial Statements, and Report on Effectiveness of lnternal Controls, Risk
Management and Governance. However, the Management has not resolved the issues
or given any explanation for failure to adhere to the provisions of the Public Sector
Accounting Standards Board templates and The National Treasury's Circular Ref:
PSASB/1/12Vo|.1(44) of 25 June, 2019.

The audit was conducted in accordance with lnternational Standards of Supreme Audit
lnstitutions (lSSAls). I am independent of Kakamega County Trade Loans Fund
Management in accordance with ISSAI 130 on Code of Ethics. I have fulfilled other ethical
responsibilities in accordance with the ISSAI and in accordance with other ethical
requirements applicable to performing audits of financial statements in Kenya. I believe
that the audit evidence I have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for
my qualified opinion.

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Key Audit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in my professional judgment, are of most
significance in the audit of the financial statements. There were no key audit matters to
report in the year under review.

REPORT ON LAWFULNESS AND EFFECTIVENESS IN USE OF PUBLIC
RESOURCES

Conclusion

As required by Article 229(6) of the Constitution, based on the audit procedures
performed, except for the matter described in the Basis for Conclusion on Lawfulness and
Effectiveness in Use of Public Resources section of my report, I confirm that, nothing else
has come to my attention to cause me to believe that public resources have not been
applied laMully and in an effective way.

Basis for Conclusion

lrregular Operations without Approved Budget

The statement of comparison of budget and actual amounts reflects a revenue and
expenditure budget allocation of Kshs.5,000,000 and Kshs.4,811,000 respectively,
against actual expenditure of Kshs.4,729,683 during the year under review. However, the
Management did not provide evidence of approval of the budget, contrary to
Section 120(2) of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 which requires every county
government entity to submit an annual cash flow plan and forecasts to the County
Treasury in a form and manner directed by County Treasury, and send a copy to the
Controller of Budget.

Consequently, the validity and regularity of the expenditure of Kshs.4,729,683 as
reflected in the statement of financial performance for the year ended 30 June, 2019 could
not be confirmed.

The audit was conducted in accordance with ISSAI 4000. The standard requires that I

comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain assurance
about whether the activities, financial transactions and information reflected in the
financial statements are in compliance, in all material respects, with the authorities that
govern them. ! believe that the audit evidence I have obtained is sufficient and appropriate
to provide a basis for my conclusion.

REPORT ON EFFECTIVENESS OF INTERNAL CONTROLS, RISK MANAGEMENT
AND GOVERNANCE

Conclusion

As required by Section 7(1Xa) of the Public Audit Act, 2015, based on the audit
procedures performed, I confirm that, nothing has come to my attention to cause me to
believe that internalcontrols, risk management and overallgovernance were not effective.

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Basis for Gonclusion

The audit was conducted in accordance with ISSAI 2315 and ISSAI 2330. The standards
require that ! plan and perform the audit to obtain assurance about whether effective
processes and systems of internal control, risk management and governance were
operating effectively, in all material respects. I believe that the audit evidence ! have
obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for my conclusion.

Responsibilities of Management and Loans Board

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial
statements in accordance with lnternational Public Sector Accounting Standards (Accrual
Basis) and for maintaining effective internal control as Management determines is
necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements that are free from material
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error and for its assessment of the effectiveness
of internal control, risk management and governance.

ln preparing the financial statements, Management is responsible for assessing the
Fund's ability to continue to sustain services, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to
sustainability of services and using the applicable basis of accounting unless
Management is aware of the intention to terminate the Fund or to cease operations.

Management is also responsible for the submission of the financial statements to the
Auditor-General in accordance with the provisions of Section 47 of the Public Audit Act,
2015.

ln addition to the responsibility for the preparation and presentation of the financial
statements described above, Management is also responsible for ensuring that the
activities, financial transactions and information reflected in the financial statements are
in compliance with the authorities which govern them, and that public resources are
applied in an effective way.

The Kakamega County Small Scale Trade Development Loans Board is responsible for
overseeing the financial reporting process, reviewing the effectiveness of how the
Management monitors compliance with relevant legislative and regulatory requirements,
ensuring that effective processes and systems are in place to address key roles and
responsibilities in relation to governance and risk management, and ensuring the
adequacy and effectiveness of the control environment.

Auditor-General's Responsibilities for the Audit

The audit objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial
statements as a whole are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error,
and to issue an auditor's report that includes my opinion in accordance with the provisions
of Section 48 of the Public Audit Act, 2015 and submit the audit report in compliance with
Article 229(7) of the Constitution. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance, but
is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with lSSAls will always detect

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a material misstatement and weakness when it exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud
or error and are considered material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could
reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of users taken on the basis
of these financial statements.

ln addition to the audit of the financial statements, a compliance audit is planned and
performed to express a conclusion about whether, in all material respects, the activities,
financial transactions and information reflected in the financial statements are in
compliance with the authorities that govern them and that public resources are applied in
an effective way, in accordance with the provisions of Article 229(6) of the Constitution
and submit the audit report in compliance with Article 229(7) of the Constitution.

Further, in planning and performing the audit of the financial statements and audit of
compliance, I consider internal control in order to give an assurance on the effectiveness
of internal controls, risk management and governance processes and systems in
accordance with the provisions of Section 7(1)(a) of the Public Audit Act, 2015 and submit
the audit report in compliance with Article 229(7) of the Constitution. My consideration of
the internal control would not necessarily disclose all matters in the internal control that
might be material weaknesses under the lSSAls. A material weakness is a condition in

which the design or operation of one or more of the internal control components does not
reduce to a relatively low level the risk that misstatements caused by error or fraud in

amounts that would be material in relation to the financial statements being audited may
occur and not be detected within a timely period by employees in the normal course of
performing their assigned functions.

Because of its inherent limitations, internal control may not prevent or detect
misstatements and instances of noncompliance. Also, projections of any evaluation of
effectiveness to future periods are subject to the risk that controls may become
inadequate because of changes in conditions, or that the degree of compliance with the
Fund policies and procedures may deteriorate.

As part of an audit conducted in accordance with lSSAls, I exercise professional
judgement and maintain professional scepticism throughout the audit. I also:

ldentify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements,
whether due to fraud or error, design and perform audit procedures responsive to
those risks, and obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and appropriate to provide a
basis for my opinion. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from
fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion,
forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

The Entity provides retirement benefits for its employees and directors. Defined contribution
plans are post-employment benefit plans under which an entity pays fixed contributions into a
separate entity (a fund), and will have po legal or constructive obligation to pay further
contributions if the fund does not hold sufficient assets to pay all employee benefits relating
to employee service in the current and prior periods. The contributions to fund obligations for
the payment of retirement benefits are charged against income in the year in which they
become payable.

Defined benefit plans are post-employment benefit plans other than defined-contribution
plans. The defined benefit funds are actuarially valued tri-annually on the projected unit
credit method basis. Deficits identified are recovered through lump sum payments or
increased future contributions on proportional basis to all participating employers. The
contributions and lump sum payments reduce the post-employment benefit obligation.

13. Foreign currency transactions

Transactions in foreign currencies are initially accounted for at the ruling rate of exchange on
the date of the transaction. Trade creditors or debtors denominated in foreign currency are
reported at the statement of financialposition reporting date by applying the exchange rate on
that date. Exchange differences arising from the settlement of creditors, or from the reporting
of creditors at rates different from those at which they were initially recorded during the
period, are recognized as income or expenses in the period in which they arise.

Forthe purposes of these financial

statements, cash and cash equivalents also include short term cash imprests and advances to

authorised public officers and/or institutions which were not surrendeSed or accounted for at

the end of the financial year.
