No. 2 of 7070 to take-over the facitity at Mbagathi hospitat and to convert it to a
Nationat lsotation and Treatment Centre within the seven (7) days directed in the
executive order.

The Kenya Medical Practitioners and Dentists Council ('KMPDC' or'Council') is established

under the Medical Practitioners and Dentists Act (CAP 253 - Laws of Kenya) with the mandate

to regulate the practice of medicine and dentistry and also to regulate health institutions.

B. BACKGROIJND

Following the Executive Order No. 2 of 2020 and the establishment of the National Emergency

Response Committee OIERC) to establish a framework to upscale and coordinate Kenya's

preparedness and National Response to the Corona Virus threat; it was found critical to establish

the National Centre for Coordination for Quarantine and Isolation Facilities (NCCQIF).

The Minisnry of Health established the National Centre for Coordination for Quarantine and

Isolation Facilities (NCCQIF) at the Kenya Medical Practitioners and Dentists Council

(KMPDC) offices sinrated in Hurlingham Woodlands Road headedby Dr. EvaNjenga, Chair

4. Advise the National Emergency Response Committee on isolation and quarantine

facilities Nationwide ; and

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ADWSORY TO MDAs ON PROCTJREMENT PROCEDURES
APPLICABLE TO TIRGENT PTIRCHASES TO DEAL WITH COVD-l9

Introduction

The question has arisen regarding the appropriate procurement procedures during the
current COVID -19 Pandemic, in situations where government has to deal with emergency
purchases to address various facets of the pandemic.

2. In the NDITC meeting on Friday 17 April 2020 the issue of emergency purchase of face
masks came up and this advisory addresses that question but also touches on all such
procurements generally .

3. The Advisory recommends that to address the necessary emergency purchases ,procuring
entities may take advantage of the DIRECT Procurement mode of Procurement whose
essential attributes are highlighted hereunder:

4. Pursuant to Article 227 of the Constitution, Parliament enacted the Public Procurement and
Assets Disposal Act 2015 (the Act), which provides the procedures for efficient public
procurement and for assets disposal by public entities.

5. Section 92 of the Act sets out various methods of procurement, with section 9l (l) setting
out open tendering as the preferred procurement method. Ifowever section 92 does
recognize other methods of procurement including DIRECT procurement.

Direct Procurement -Conditions Precedent

6. Section 103 of the Act allows a procuring entity to use direct procurement so long as the
purpose is not to avoid competition and subject to fulfillment of any of the fotlowing
conditions:

a) Not applicable
b) Due to war, invasion, disorder, natural disaster or there is an need for the

goods. works or services, and engaging in tendering proceedings or anv other ntethod
of orocurement would tlterefore be imoractical, provided that the circumslances
sivins rise to tlte were neither foreseeable bv the entitv nor the
result of dilatorv conduct on its part

c) Owing to a catastroDhic event, there is an urgent need for the goods, works or
services, making it inwractical lo use other methods of orocurement because of the
time involved in using those methods,'



d) Not Applicable,

e) For the acquiring of poods, works or ser

the acquisition price is fair and reasonable and compares well witlt known prices of
soods, works or services in the circumstances.

7. In the present instance, procurement of masks and related iterns/equipment to address

COVID-19 qualifies as "urgent need" as provided for under section 103 (b) and (c) above.

The term is defined under section 2(l) of the Public Procurement and Asset Disposal Act,

as follows:

the needfor goods, worl<s or services in circuntstances where there is an imminent

or actual threat to public health. welfure, safety, or of dantage to property, such

that engaging in tendering proceedings or other procurement methods would not

be practicable.

8. COVID-l9 poses an actual threat to public health and therefore procurement of masks

and related items/equipment to assist in containing the virus qualifies as an urgent need.

Direct Procurement -Procedure to Follow

9. Section 104 of the Act provides the following procedure to be followed in Direct
Procurement:

a) Issue a tender document which shall be the basis of tender preparation by

tenderer and subsequent negotiations;

b) Appoint an ad hoc evaluation committee pursuant to section 46 of the Act to
negotiate with the person for the supply of goods;

c) Ensure appropriate approvals under the Act have been granted;

d) Ensure the resulting contract is in writing and signed by both parties. The said

contract (and above tender document) should be based on the standard procurement

and asset disposal documents issued by the Public Procurement Regulatory Authority
(PPRA) as required by section 58 of the Act;

e) Report the contract award to the PPRA as required by section 138(2) of the Act.

10. The approvals referenced under (c) are the usual internal procurement opprovols

referenced under section 69 of the Act as facilitated by the procuring entity's procuring

department. Pursuant to Regulation 22 of the 2006 Regulations, these approvals include:



a) A purchase requisition from the user department, approved by its head, which
shall include all necessary information pertaining to the procurement including
estimated market value of the goods;

b) The purchase requisition is forwarded to the procurement unit which then forwards
it to the persons in charge of finance, who signs and confirms availability of funds;

c) The procurement unit may then proceed to prepare the tender document under the
supervision of the accounting officer and in consultation with the user department.

I 1. Procuring entities should also ensure that the following requirements of the Act are

adhered to:

a) The procurement is within the approved budget of the Ministry - Section a6Q)@);

b) Ensure that the procurement processes are handled by different professional offices
in respect of procurements initiation, processing and receipt of goods - Section
a6Q)g);

c) Establish an inspection and acceptance committee which will inspect and where
necessary, test the goods received; and may accept or reject, on behalf of the
procuring entity, the delivered goods in line with section 48 of the Act.

12. Procuring entities can also take advantage of section 103 (e) which permits the DIRECT
procurement of goods, works or services provided bv a public entitv provided thatthe
acauisition price is fair and reasonable and comnares well with known prices of eoods,
works or services in the circumstances.

CONCLUSION

MDAS are advised to note and take advantage of the above provisions in order to make
the necessary urgent procurements to deal with the COVID-19 pandemic.

It is possible and practical to go through the above processes within the shortest time
possible in order to achieve the object of direct procurement.

The Office of the Attorney General is available to provide any required clarifications.

ADVISORY TO MDAS ON PROCTIREMENT PROCEDURES
APPLICABLE TO TIRGENT PT]RCHASES TO DEAL WITH COUD.l9

Introduction

The question has arisen regarding the appropriate procurement procedures during the
current COVID -19 Pandemic, in situations where government has to deal with emergency
purchases to address various facets of the pandemic.

2. In the NDffC meeting on Friday 17 April 2020 the issue of emergency purchase of face
masks came up and this advisory addresses that question but also touches on all such
procurements generally .

3. The Advisory recommends that to address the necedsary emergency purchases ,procuring
entities may take advantage of the DIRECI Procurement mode of Procurement whose
essential attributes are frigi'tigfrt.a nffi?il

4. Pursuant to Article 227 of the Constitution, Parliament enacted the Public Procurement and
Assets Disposal Act 2015 (the Act), which provides the procedures for efficient public
procurement and for assets disposal by public entities.

5. Section 92 of the Act sets out various methods of procurement, with section 91 (l) setting
out open tendering as the preferred procurement method. However section 9| does
recognize other methods of procurement including DIRECT procuremen(7'

Direct Procurement -Conditions Precedent

6. Section 103 of the Act allows a procuring entity to use direct procurement so long as the
purpose ts
conditions:

not to avoid competition and subject to fulfillment of any of the following

a) Not applicable
b) Due to wa4 invasion, disorder, natural disaster or there is an urgent need for the

goods.works or services, and engaeine in tendering oroceedines or anv other method
of procurement would therefore be imoractical. provided that the circumstances
giving rise to the urgencv were neither foreseeable bv the orocuring entitv nor the
result of dilatorv conduct on its oart

c) Owins to a catastronhic event- there is an urgent need for the soods. works or
services. makine it imoractical to use other methods of orocurement because of the

time involved in using those methods,'



d) Not Applicable;

e) For the acquiring of goods, works or servic

the acouisition orice is fair and reasonable ond comoares well with known orices of
goods. works or services in the circumstances.

7. ln the present instance, procurement of masks and related items/equipment to address

COVID-19 qualifies as "urgent need" as provided for under section 103 (b) and (c) above.

The term is defined under section 2(l) of the Public Procurement and Asset Disposal Act
as follows:

the needfor goods, works or services in circumstances where there is an imminent
or actual threat to oublic health. welfare, sdfety, or of damage to property, such

that engaging in tendering proceedings or other procurement methods would not

be practicable.

8. COVID-l9 poses an actual threat to public health and therefore procurement of masks

and related items/equipment to assist in containing the virus qualifies as an urgent need.

Direct Procurement -Procedure to Follow

9. Section 104 of the Act provides the following procedure to be followed in Direct
Procurement:

a) Issue a tender document which shall be the basis of tender preparation by
tenderer and subsequent negotiationsl

b) Appoint an ad hoc evaluation committee pursuant to section 46 of the Act to
negotiate with the person for the supply of goods;

c) Ensure appropriate approvals under the Act have been granted;
d) Ensure the resulting contract is in writing and signed by both parties. The said

contract (and above tender document) should be based on the standard procurement

and asset disposal documents issued by the Public Procurement Regulatory Authority
(PPRA) as required by section 58 of the Act;

e) Report the contract award to the PPRA as required by section 138(2) of the Act.

10. The approvals referenced under (c) are the usual internal procurement approvals

referenced under section 69 of the Act as facilitated by the procuring entity's procuring

department. Pursuant to Regulation22 of the 2006 Regulations, these approvals include:



a) A purchase requisition from the user

shall include all necessary information
department, approved by its head, which
pertainine to the procurement including

estimated market

b) The purchase requisition is forwarded to the procurement unit which then forwards
it to the persons in charge of finance, who signs and confirms availability of funds;

c) The procurement unit may then proceed to prepare the tender document under the
supervision of the accounting officer and in consultation with the user departrnent.

ll.Procuring entities should also ensure that the following requirements of the Act are

adhered to:

a) The procurement is within the approved budget of the Ministry - Section a6Q)@);

b) Ensure that the procurement processes are handled by different professional offices
in respect of procurements initiation, processing and receipt of goods - Section
a6Q)$);

c) Establish an inspection and acceptance committee which will inspect and where
necessary, test the goods received; and may accept or reject, on behalf of the
procuring entity, the delivered goods in line with section 48 ofthe Act.

12. Procuring entities can also take advantage of section 103 (e) which permits the DIRECT
procurement of goods, works or services provided bv s public entitv provided that the
acouisition orice is fair and reasonable and comoares well with hnown prices of eoods,
works or services in the circumstances.

CONCLUSION

MDAS are advised to note and take advantage of the above provisions in order to make

the necessary urgent procurements to deal with the COVID-19 pandemic.

It is possible and practical to go through the above processes within the shortest time
possible in order to achieve the object of direct procurement.

The Office of the Attorney General is available to provide any required clarifications.

Follora,ing the Presidential address to the I.lation on 15'h and 25tl'Irrlarch, 2020 onthe measures

that the Govemment of'Kenya has put in place to reduce the potential spreading of the Cotona
Virus (COVID-I9).and continuous guidance from the Ministry of Health, procuring entities are

reminded to fully. comply with these guidelines to rnitigate the spread of COVID-l9 as they

conduct p.rocurernent activities. Ihe Authority has continued to offer, appropiiate advice and
guidance to its stak.eholrlers anrl hereby issues guidelines shown below to support the preventive
measults on the spreading of COVID- 19 outlined by the Governrnent, for handling procurcment
activities for all procuring entities.

Given the curent situation in the Country and the guidance issued by the Ministry of Health with
respect to COMD-l9 matters, procuring entities ale advised to scale down their procurcment
activities with exception of the ongoing procurement processes, save for the pfoc,ufem-elt,of

essential and critical serylges. For the initiated procurement processes, Accounting Offrcers

should make a decision on whether the procurement process cau proceed in the context of the
prevailing circurnstances and in view of the Govemment directives as well as

objectiveslprinciples enshrined in the Public Procurement and Asset Disposal Act,20l5 (the
Act) and the possibility of the entity achieving the intended outcome of the subject procurement

within the existing constraints. Where a proculing entity is unable to process an ongoing
procurement to conclusion, the Accounting Officer will be expected to make a rational decision

on whether to terminate the procuremerrt by invoking provis ions of Section 63 of the Act on the
basis f force majeure to avoid inherent and risks.
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It is hereby emphasized that procurement planning is compulsory in order to ensure efficient
procurement of goods, works and services and it must be prepared in line with annual budgets,
its implementation monitored and adjustn:ents made as appropriate and that prior requisite
approvals are obtained in accordance with the Act. Consequently, the Accounting officers are
advised to review their procurement plans to prioritize and fast track procurements that facilitate
delivery of essential services and if necessary re-allocate resoruces for the same in view of the
existing regulatory and policy frameworks, including review of the methods of procurement in
the approved procurement plan, to be consistent with the current situation, in accordance with the
Act.

1. Emerging Procurements to Mitigate Spread of COVID-l9
In response to the current situation, procuring entities at both National and County
Governments have deployed resources in laying down measures and interventions to address
the COVID-I9 pandemic some of which may involve procurement.

Accounting Officers are reminded to ensure that such emerging procurements are
reflected/captured in the Approved Procurement Plan maintained in accordance with Section
53 of the Act and budget set aside to meet the resultant financial obligations before
corlmencement of such procurements, in line with Section 53(8) of the Act. Further,
Accounting Officers are reminded to 0nsure that necessary approvals are secured in line with
the provisions under Section 69 of the Act especially with regard to retrospective approvals.

2. Pre- Bid Meetings and Site Inspections
All procuring entities should suspend pre-bid meetings/conferences and provide potential
bidders with a dedicated and continuously monitored email address and phone number/s for
seeking clarifications or any other communication. Bidders should be instructed to raise any
queries resulting from the bidding documents or seek clarifications by email. Responses to
clarifications shall be copied to all potential bidders by ernail. In exceptional cases and where
pre-bid meetings involve site inspections, the entities should schedule bidders to visit the
sites in smaller grorrps of not more than 3 bidders at a time. Such site visits/inspections
should not be mandatory and if possible should be delayed and where it is critical for
potential bidders to inspect sites before submitting their bids, it should be conducted in strict
compliance with the measures put in place by the Government to reduce spread of COVID-
19.

3. Bid Submissions
Whereas bids shall be subrnitted in hard or soft copy as per instructions issued by procuring
entities, entities are encouraged to use electronic means as much as possible. For
international tenders where foreign bidders are not able to submit bids in hardcopy, they
should give unconditional Powers of Attorney to a local representative/partner to submit their
bids as allowed/specified in the tender documents or tluough other electronic means as
provided for by the procuring entity. Any Bids received in hardcopy should be quarantined
first for the requisite timeframe and then sanitized appropriately to reduce spread of COVID-
19.

4. Bid Closing
Procuring Entities should opt to extend the bid submission deadlines in such circumstances
where there is no urgency. The procuring entity shall ensure that no two or more tenders are
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closing at same time to limit the number of the bidders expected to witness bid opening
exerclse.

5. Bid Opening
The procuring entity shall ensure that no two or more tenders are opened concurrently to
Iimit the number of the bidders witnessing the exercise. Where bidders or their
representatives chose to attend the bid opening, the procuring entity shall ensure that the
venue where opening is conducted is spacious and observe a social distance of at least 1.5
metres away from each other, Screening of attendees should take place and sanitary facilities
must be provided at all opening sessions. If possible bids may be opened with electronic
attendance through conferencing facilities with the concurrence of all bidders. Failure by
bidders to attend any bid opening will not invalidate the process. The results of bid opening
shall be communicated by the respective procuring entities to the bidders by email; or any
other acceptable electronic means of communication.

6. Post Qualifications
Given that travelling outside the country is not allowed by the Govemment, a procuring
entity may conduct such post qualification engagements through video conferencing where
possible. ln exceptional cases, a procuring entity may conduct due diligence locally but with
a team of not exceeding five (5) officerc who are members of the appointed tender evaluation
committee for the subject procru'ement and prior arrangements must be put in place by the
procuring entity and the concerned bidder to ensure that social: distancing amongst other
measures are strictly observed as per the directives issued by the Gbveuunent and Ministry of
Health.

7. Evaluation Committee Meetings
Procuring entities will conduct evaluation committee meetings in strict adherence to the
Government directives mentioned above. The evaluation committee members should be
positioned in a space of at least 1.5 metres away from each other during the meetings,
amongst all other protective and preventive measures as directed by the Ministry of Health.

8. Compliance Monitoring and Investigations ..

The Authority has suspended compliance monitoring and investigations that involve direct
physical contact wiflr procuring entities and other subjects. However, the Authority will
continue to conduct compliance monitoring and investigations of the procurement and asset
disposal activities by the procuring entities through other approaches. Communications and
queries in this regard, shall be done by ernail.

9. Technical Support and Training Activities
The Authority has suspended offlering of trainings/technical support interventions with the
stakeholders through physical contacts. However, the Authority will continue to receive
requests for technical support/advisory through info@1tpra.go.ke and telephone calls. The
Authority will subsequently issue wdtten responses/advice as appropriate to procuring
entities/stakeholders and communicate the same electronically.

The conduct of reviews at the Public Procurement Administrative Review Board (PPARB)
shall be undertaken as per guidelines issued vide Circular Nos. PPRA/ARBl0l.Yol.Z (113) of
l6th March, 2020 and PPRA/ARB/0I.Vol.2 (114) of 24th March,2020 respectively, which are
available on http://pprago,kdcirculars/ and on the Authority's social media platforms.

we have scrutinized and analyzed the various commitment letters issued to the varioussuppliers for supply of Covid-19 FIpTs and advise as follows;

Thatin March, Ap.il and early May 2020various comrnitment 1etters were issueci tosuppliers for the supply of Covid-19 with delivery timelines.

That all Procurements must be undertaken within an approved budget pursuant tothe Public Procurement and Asset Disposal Act (ppAbA; zors ,J"tio. M (z)(a)"Ensltre 
-that procurements of goods, ,rorki ancl seraiies of thi public enti.ty are within

npproaed budget of that entity . . ' -r -'

(2)(h) "Ensure that the procurement processes are handled.by clifferent professional ffices inrespect of procurements, initiation, processing and receipts i7 gooat, *irt t and. seruices.

To date, you may note that the total commitment letters amount to
K857,599,260,500.00. against an approved budget of KES4,G55,709,000.0 for
procurement of FIPT's under KEMSA Capital for financial year zotof zozo.
This has exceeded the approved budget by KES.3,043,551,500.00 (see attached
schedule for ease of refercnce).

As a result of the above, the Procurement Department will only be able to retrospectiveiy
process emergency Direct Procurement to the tune of KES.4,638,310,500.00. Therefore,
comrnitment letters amounting to KES.3,060,950,000.00 do not have a budget line and hence
cann6t be processed.

3. That with regard to emergency procurement of Covid-19 items under direct
procurement section 103 (1) of PPADA 2015 allows a procuring entify to use direct
procurement (2) as long as the purpose is not to avoid competition and subject to
firlfillment of the following conditions;

b) Due to war, inoasion, disorder, nafural disaster or there is an urgent need for the goods, works
or sensices, andengagingin tendeingproceedings or any othermethodof procurementwould
therefore be impractical, proz:ided that the cir;cumstances giaing ise to the urgency were
neither foreseeable by the procuing entity nor the result of dilatory conduct on its part

c) Owing to a catastrophic eoent, there is an urgent needfor the goods, worlcs or seraices, makit
it impractical to use other methods of procurement because of the time inaolaed in using those
methods;

e) For the acquiring of goods, works or sen:ices prooided by a public entity proaided that the
acquisition pice is fair and reasonable and compares well with knozon prices of goods, utorks
or sentices in tfu circumstances.

It is noted that from section 103 (2) (b)

is, there is an urgent need of the goods and that it is impractical to use other methods of
procurement.

The default method of procurement is open tendering for the purpose of enhancing
competition.
Further that quantities to be procured must be reasonable and not exaggerated so as not to
avoid competition.

4. That with reference to commitment letter issued to KILIG Limited I wish to mal,
the following comments;

a) That direct procurement for emergency is a method allowed for the procurement
of goods, works and services in response to an emergency where there is a threat
to Public Health and Safety whose procurement must be done within the shortest
time possible. This procurement is considered as a stop gap measure to allow the

' Procuring entity plan for competitive procurement through open tendering
should more of the goods be required for a longer time.

b) The goods being procured must be ex-stock and should be delivered
immediately or within the shortest time hence not exceeding one (1) month. The
quantities involved must be reasorfable so as not to avoid Jpun t"r,dering.

c) From KILIG Limited commitment letter, the total quantity requested is 450,000

kits at approximate unit price of KES. 9,000.00 bringing the total amount to
KES.4,050,000,000.00. This is a huge and substantial quantity which will last a
long time and does not meet threshold of procurement under direct procurement
for emergenry.

From the above, it is therefore observed that the procurerrtent of the proposed quantity can

.only be carried out through open tendering and there shouid be a budget to meet the
resultant expenditure as planned in the procurement plan. Furthermore, currently KEMSA
has stocks available of L60,000 Kits of PPE atwarehouse adqquate to meet immediate needs.

There is also pending pipeline delivery of 200,970 PPE Kits with partial deliveries having
been delivered.' The time granted to KILIG Limited is approximately three (3) months
which is adequate time to facilitate procurement by way of a competitive progess. Any
additional quantities can only be procured ttrough Open Tendering. In regard to this
therefore, KEMSA has adequate stocks of PPE for the time being and there cannot be a
justification for emergency Procurement of this item.

In conclusion and in view of the above I recommend as follows;

a) With regard to commit letters with a deficit budget of KES.3,060,950,000.00 that
funds/budget to meet this resultant expenditure be availed or these procurements
|g rtiftered to Finandal Year 2020/2021.

b) That corn-rritment letter issued to KILIG Limited should be cancelled/revoked with
immediate effect as this procurement does not meet the ttreshold of PPADA 2015.

That any continuation of fulfilment of this commitrnent letter will amount to a breach

of PPADA 2015.

c) That there should. be no more issuing of commitment letters to prospective suppliers.

Any procurement anticipated should be planned for and carried out in accordance to

the PPADA 2015 through Open Tendering.

d) That Quality Assurance Department should be advised to stop any further evaluation

of any samples as this is giving prospective suppliers false impression that we are

still carrying out emergency procurements.

e) That procurement will only retrospectively process Procurement for comrnitment

letters in its custodY.
