In terrns of value of contract awards, target groups were awarded a total of
KShs. 34,262,4O29L9.97 worttr of contrercts during FY 2O2ll2022; while a
paltry Kshs. 131634,079rO7L.37 worth of contracts were awarded to the same
target group in FY 202212023. This denotes a drop in value by 60.210/o
compared to the previotts year,

The key findings revealed a nurnber of procuring entities that reserwed less
tlran the required minimum of 3Oo/o of their annual procurement budget for
the preference anC reservation scheme. Also, the absorption rate of the
reserved budget was very lovv across all ctrtegories of procuring entities and
that PWDs category was awarded the least contracts in terms of number and
value. Six public sectors recorded zero cornpliance by all procuring that fall
under their respective cat-egories. The concerned sectors are County Ser'vice
Coordination Units (4'/ No.), National Government Affirmative Action Funds
(47 No.), NG-CDFs Corrrmittees (290 No.), Fublic Water Companies (58 No.),
Fublic Schools (Prinrary and Secondary) Public Entity Pension Funds, (except
Kenya Power Pension Fund).

It is concluded that t-he trptake of the 30%o procurement spencls reserved for
the disadvantaged groups has remained below the set threshold. Therefore, it
was recommended that a well-funded study to determine the factors that
impede procuring entities from spending the reserved budgets among other
non-compliances be commissioned. Also, Parliament should consider
amending the Ptrbtic Procurement. and Asset Disposal Act,20 15 to confer the
Authority powers irnpose administrative sanctions against non-compliant
accounting officers and ttreir respective procuring entities.
