l.3. Objectives of the Study Visit

5. The obiectives ofthe study visit was to: -

a) Hold consultative meetings with counterpart Parliamentary Committees of the

European Parliament and to share legislators' experiences and challenges in developing
and implementing progressive regional integration policies.

b) Exchange experiences and insights on the development oleffective regional inlegration
policies. [t aimed to t'acilitate a constructive dialogue and knowledge-sharing among

delegation members and representatives tiom EU on the successes and challenges taced

in creating ell'ective regional integration policies.

c) Assessing the positive developments within the EU region, the delegation aimed to
identily and acknowledge these successes. which serve as benchmarks for rvhat can be

achieved in a well-integrated regional bloc.

d) Gain insights into the progress towards firlly implementing the EU Common Market
Protocol. This involved examining the protocol's practical aspects, such as removing
trade barriers, the tiee movemenl of goods and services. labour. and capital. and other
vital provisions.

e) Establish a tiamework fbr ongoing knowledge sharing and capacity building. It involves
creating mechanisms fbr exchanging inlbrmation. best practices, and expertise between

Kenya and EU member states to enhance their capabilities in advancing regional

integration.
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2. BACKGROUND

Creation of the European Economic Community

6. On 25rh March, 1957. the six European Coal and Steel Cornmunity members signed the

two 'freaties olRome that established the European Atomic Energy Community (Euratom)r-
which was designed to facililate cooperation in atomic energy development. research. and

utilization-and the European Econornic Community (EEC). The EEC created a

common market that l'eatured the elimination ol most barriers to the movement of goods.

services. capital. and labour. the prohibition of most public policies or private agreemenls

that inhibit market competition. a common agricultural policy (CAP). and a common extemal
trade policy.

7. The treaty establishing the EEC required members to eliminate or revise imponant national
laws and regulations. It lundamentally relbrmed tarilf and trade policy by abolishing all
intemal tariff's by July 1968. It also required that govemments eliminate national regulations
t'avouring donrestic industries and cooperate in areas in which they traditionally had acted

independentll,. such as international trade (i.e.. trade with countries outside the EEC). The

treaty called fbr common anti-competitive and monopolistic behaviour rules. common inland
transponation. and regulatory standards. Recognizing social policy as a fundamental

component oleconomic integration. the treat]- also created the European Social Fund. which
was designed to enhance job opportunities hy tacilitating workers' geographic and

occupational mobility.

8. The treaty's common market relbrms did not extend to agriculture. The CAP. implemented in
1962 and the costliesl and most controversial element ol'the EEC and later the EU. relied on

state intervention to protect farmers' living standards. promote agricultural se lf--sufllcienc) .

and ensure a reliable supply of products at reasonable prices.

s. Like the ECSC. the EEC established lbur nrajor goveming institutions: a comrnission. a

rninisterial council, an assembly. and a courl. To advise the Commission and the Council ol
Ministers on a broad range of social and economic policies. the treaty created an Economic

and Social Committee. In 1965. members of the EEC signed the Brussels Treat,v. which
merged the commissions olthe EEC and Euratonr and the High Authority of the ECSC into
a single commission. It also combined the councils of the three organizations into a common

Council ol Ministers. The EEC. Euratom, and the ECSC <ollectively rel'erred to as the

European Communities-later became the principal institutions of the EU.

10. The Commission (officially known as the European Commission) consists of a

permanent civil service direcled by commissioners. It has had three primary functions: to

tbrmulate community policies. to monitor compliance with community decisions. and to
oversee the execution of community law. Members appointed commissioners to renewable

lbur-year terms. which were extended to tive years. The Commission is headed by a

president. who is selected by the heads ofslale or heads of govemrnent ofthe organization's
members. In consultation with member govemments. the president appoints the heads of the

a
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I l. Directorate-Cenerals. r.r'hich tnanage specific areas such as agriculture. competition.

the environment. and regional policy. The Commission has shared its agenda-setting role rvith

the E.uropean Council (not to be conl'used with the Council of Europe. an organization that is

not an EU body). which consists ofthe leaders olall nrembcr countries. Established in 1974.

the European Council rneels at least twice ycarll' to dellne the long-term agenda tbr European

political and cconomic intcgration.

12. A prcsident leads the f:uropean Council. and the ollice is initially rotated among the heads ol
slate or heads ol government ol member countries every six months. Upon adopting

the Lisbon T'reaty in 2009. the presidency sen'es a term ol two and a half years. renewable

once. and lunctions as the "face" ofthe IIU in policy- matters. The first "president olthe EU."

as thc oflice came to be known. was tbrmer Belgian prime minister Herman Van Rompuy.

l i. The central decision-making institution of the EEC and the European Community (as the

EEC rvas renamed in 1993) and the EtJ has been the Council oi the European

Union (originally the Council of Ministers). uhich consists ol'ministerial representat ives.

The composition of the council changes fiequentl)'. as govemments send difl'erent

representatives depending on the policl' area under discussion. All communitl legislation

requires the approval of the council. I'he council president. whose otlice rotates among

council members every six months. manages the legislativc agenda. Council meetings are

chaired by a minister fiom rhe country currentll' holding the presidencl'. The exception to this

rule is the Foreign Atlairs Council. which. since the ratitication of the Lisbon Treaty. is under

the pernranent supervision ol the Eti High Representative fbr fbreign al'fairs and security

policy.

14. The Common Assenrbly. renamed lhe European Parliament in 1962, originalll' consisted

oldelegates ltom national parliaments. Beginning in 1979. members were elected directll"ttr

live-year terms. The size of members' delegations varies depending on population. 'fhe

Parliament is organized into transnational party groups based on political ideologl''----e.g..

the Party of European Socialists. the European People's Partl'. the European Federation ot'

Green Parties. and the European [-iberal. Democrat and Refbrm Party. IJntil 1987

the legislature served only as a consultative hody. though in I 970 it was given joint decision-

making power (with the Council of Ministers) over community expenditures.

15. The European Court ofJuslice (ECJ) interprets community larv. settles conflicts between the

organization's institutions. and determines whether members have f'ultllled their trcaty

obligations. Liach nrember selecls one judge. who serves a renervable six-year term: Io

increase elficiency. aher the accession ol l0 additional countries in 2004. the ECJ was

allowed to sit in a "grand chanrber" ol'only l3 judges. tiight impartial advocatcs-general

assist the [iC.l by presenting opinions on cases before the court.

16. In '1989. an additional cou(. the ('ourt of'First Instance. was established to assisl rvith the

community's increasing caseload. The ECJ has eslablished tvo important legal doctrines.

F-irst. European law has "direct etlect." which means that trcatv provisions and legislation are

directly binding on individual citizens. regardless of rvhether their govemments have

rnodified national laws accordingly. Second, community law has "supremacy" over national

Iaw in cases where the two conllict. The promulgation ofthe l"isbon Treaty signaled the

)



acceptance olthese legal doctrines by national courts. and the ECJ has acquired a supranalional
legal authority.

3. ENGAGEMENT WITH INSTITUTIONS

17. l'he visit vl'as aimed at enhancing the commiltee's understanding ofthe structure and firnction
of the European lJnion Parliament while providing a broad understanding of the European
[.]nion as a supranational government and regional integration body. The fbllowing vrere the
key deliberations at the various mectings held:

3.1 Kenya Embassy /Chancery

18. Amb. Bitange Ndemo. PhD. Head of Mission. received the delegation. He brieted them on

the mission's f'unctions. including its role in represenling Kenya in the Kingdom of Belgium.
the European Union. the World Cusloms Organisation. and the Organisation ol Afiican
Caribbean and Pacific States. The lirllowing members olthe Kenyan mission in Brussels nret
rvith the delegation:

19. The meeting at the Chancery also highlightcd thc various institutions the delegation would
visit. This included:

International Cooperation

iii. Iiuropean tJnion Extemal Action Scrvice (EF-AS)

iv. 'Ihe European Union Parliament

vi. Porl ol'Antwerp
3.2 Meeting with European Union External Action Service (EEAS)

20. The delegation was received by Mr. Jonas Jonsson. Head ol Division. Horn of Atiica. [:ast

Afiica in the olllce of the European Union External Action Service (EEAS) to gain insights
into the EU's foreign policy mechanisms. historical evolution. and integration challenges. The
Mr. Jonas then provided a deeper undcrstanding ol'the E(J's institutional fiameu'ork and its
rolc in global diplomacy. The visit also provided r,aluahle insights into the EU's institutional
liamework. integration history. and ongoing challenges. [.lnderstanding the various EU
organs and their mandates is crucial lbr tbstering inlemational cooperation and learning best

practices lbr regional govemance.

21. '[he European Union traces its origins to the aliermath of World War II, when European

nations sought to ensure lasting peace and economic stability. 'l'hc joumey began with the

establishment of the European Coal and Steel Communitl, (ECSC) in 1951. lbltowed by,the
signing of'the Treaty ol'Rome in 1957. which created the European Economic Communiq,
(EEC). Over the decades. the EU evolved into a political and economic union. tbrmalized b1,

t
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the Maastricht Treaty in 1993. Subsequent treaties. including the Lisbon 1'reaty 2007.

strengthened [iLJ govemance and integration cflbrts.

22. l'he Union has nonetheless faced challenges in its integration. including:

a) Political Dit'lerences: Balancing national sovereignty uith colleclive decision-making

remains a contcntious issue among member slates.

b) Economic Disparities: Variations in economic development across mentber slates pose

a challenge to fiscal and monetary policies.

c) Brexit: The United Kingdom's exit tiom the EU highlighted the complexities olpolitical
integration and raised questions about the future ol'the Union.

d) Migration and Security lssues: Managing immigration. border security, and del'ence

cooperation renrains a pressing challenge.

23. The delegation was also briel'ed on the lbllowing institutions of the European Union and their

mandale:

a. European Commission: Proposes legislation. entbrccs EU laws. and oversees policl
implementation.

h. European Parliament: Represents E[.] citizens. legislates alongside the Council of the

EU. and approves the ELJ budget.

c. Council of the European Union: Composed of national ministers. it coordinates policies

and adopts legislation.

d. European Council: Defines the llU's ovcrall political direction and priorities. composed

ol heads ol state or government.

e. European Court of Justice (ECJ): Ensures unifbmt EU larv inlerpretalion and

application across member states.

t'. European External Action Sen'ice (EEAS): This sen'ice manages the EU's foreign and

security policy and conducts diplornatic relations with third countries and intemational

organizations.

24. The detegation further sought to understand the vnrious roles of the EEAS and its specilic

contribution to European [Jnion Integration. 1-he delegation was informed that the European

Union Exlemal Aclion Service (EEAS) is crucial in strengthening EU integration through its

diplomatic and foreign policy functions. Il enhances coordination among menrber states,

ensuring a unilled extemal representation. By managing relations with non-EU countries.

intemational organiz-ations. and securitl partners. the EEAS fbsters cohesion in EtJ foreign

policy. thus reinlbrcing political unitl' among the 27 member states. 'fhe coordination o1-

tbrcign policy among EU menrber slates is achieved lhrough several mechanisms including:

a) Common Foreign and Securig' Policy (CFSP): Guides joint EU diplomatic actions

and extemal engagemcnts.

b) High Representative for Foreign Affairs and Securilv Policy: Acts as the EU's

chief diplomat, ensuring polic)' coherence.

c) Council ofthe Efl and European Council: F'acilitate nrember-slale discussions to

align on strategic foreign policy directions.

d) EEAS Coordination Role: Organiz-es diplomatic netu'orks. task l-orces. and special

envoys to harmonizc fbreign policy stances.

25. Regarding del'ence matters the delegation was infbmred that the []tJ has developed:

a) Comnron European lJnion Del'ence Policl- lbr Financing and Coordination

t
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b) Common Security and Def'ence Policy (CSDP): Aims at crisis managemcnt.
peacekeeping. and security missions.

c ) European Det'ence Fund (EDF): Provides financial support lbr collaborative def'ence

research and technology.
d) Permanent Structured Cooperation (PESCO): Enhances def'ence collaboration among

willing member states.

e) EU Operations and Missions: lJnder CSDP. military and civilian el'forts are co-
linanced by the EU budget and member-slate contributions.

26. The delegation noted that Ken,v-a had rarifled the Ken.v-a-EU EPA and sought to understand
the EU's role in supporting the Implementation of the EPA with Kenya.'fhe EEAS indicated
that the F.[J supporls Kenya through:

i. Trade Facilitation: Providing technical assisrance to improve Kenya's export
capabilities.

ii. lnliastructure Der,elopment: Supporting transport and logistics networks to enharce
trade etliciency.

iii. Capacity Building: 'l'raining programs ro enhance compliance u'ith EtJ standards.
iv. Investment and Funding: Financial assistance through the European Developmenl

Fund (EDF) and other investment mechanisms.

27. The meeting agreed that there is a need to enhance EU and East Afiican Community (EAC)
Cooperation in the tbllowing areas:

i. Expanding trade agreements through expanding economic integration and tradc
thcilitation bevond the EPA.

ii. linhancing political dialogue h1' establishing structured dialogues to address
govemance. securitl. and regional stability.

iii. Boosting development coopcration by increasing support lbr infiastructure.
digitization, and sustainable der,elopment initiarives.

ir'. Fostering securiq' collaboration: through expanding joint efforts in counter
terrorism. border securitl'. and peacekeeping initiatives.

3.3 Meeting with the Federal Public Service and the Ministry for Foreign Affairs and
International Cooperation

28. The delegation met with oflicials liom thc F-ederal Public Sen,ice and the Ministry oiF'oreign
Aflairs of the Kingdom olBelgium.l'he mc"eting tbcused on strengthening bilateral relations.
discussing trade opportunities. and understanding Belgium's role in lbnning and evolving the

European lJnion.

29. 'fhe delegalion was inlirrmed of the crucial role played by Belgium. Luxembourg. and the

Netherlands in the tbundation of the European Union dating back to the signing of the
Benelux Customs tJnion in 1944. which lbcilitated economic cooperation b;- eliminating
trade barriers. This initiative laid the groundwork tbr broader European integration.
establishing the European Economic Community (EEC) in 195 7 rhrough rhe'freal)- of Rome.
Despite initial challenges. such as economic disparities among member states and political
resistance. the integration process continued. eventually e'r'olving inlo thc EU we know today'.

30. The Benelux Customs Union served as a model tbr the EU Customs Union. rvhich became

one ofthe fundamental pillars ofthe European project. Key contributions include:

t
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i. l-rade Facilitation: I'he customs union eliminated intemal tariffs, lirstering seamless

trade between member states.

ii. Economic Growth: It enabled economies ol scale. boosting industrial and

commercial development across Europe.

iii. Harmonization ol Policies: It ensured unifbrm trade regulations, reducing

administrative burdens and increasing market etficiency.
31. The historical role of Belgiunr. Luxembourg. and the Netherlands in shaping the EU

highlights the importance of customs unions in promoting economic stability and

development. which can serye as a valuable reference for Kenya and the East Al'rican
Community as they pursue deeper regional integration.

3.4 Visit to the European Llnion Parliament

32. The study visit provided an invaluable opportunity lbr meaningtirl dialogue between

Parliaments, lbstering a deeper relationship betu'een the European Parlianrent. the Parliament

of the Republic olKenya. and. by extension. the East Afiican Community Parliament.

33. It also olfered unique and comprehensive perspectives on key areas such as education and

migration. shedding light on the policies and strategies lhat have shaped the EU's approach

in these tlelds. The discussions around labour migralion were particularly enlightening. given

the global nature of this issue and its relevance to Europe and Atrica. The tbcus on education.

including the ELJ's tiameworks t'or higher learning and vocational training. also provided

valuable insights into how Kenya and /the East Atiican Community might strengthen our
educational systems through legislation rc better align with regional integration effbrts.

3.5 Visit to the Museum of the Battle of Waterloo

34. The delegation visited the Museum of the Battle of Waterloo in Waterloo, Belgium. This
Museum is a significant historical site commemorating the decisive banle tbught in 1815.

The museum ollers an immersive experience, detailing the events of the Battle of Waterloo.

where Napoleon Bonapane's tbrces were def'eated by the allied armies led by the Duke ol
Wellington and Gebhard Leberecht von Blticher. The r.isit included:

a) lnteraclive displays and multirnedia presentations detailing thc battle's stralegy and

tactics.

b) Authentic anelhcts. including weapons. unilbrms, and personal items from soldiers.

c) A panoramic 3D reenactment provides a vivid depiction olthe battle.

d) The opportunity to visit the l-ion's Mound. a monument symbolizing the battle's

outcome.

35. The Battle ol Waterloo has great historical signilicance because it marked a tuming point in
Europe. leading 1o a long period of peace and stabilitl'. It ended Napoleon's reign and

reshaped the political landscape ol' Europe. reinlbrcing the importance of diplomatic
alliances. The Museum of the Battle of Waterloo plays a crucial role in tbstering European

integration and unity by:

a. Promoting Historical Arvareness: [t educates visitors on the shared history of
European nations and the importance ofcooperalion.

b. Flncouraging Peace and Diplomacy: 'fhe battle's atiermath emphasized the need l'or

diplomatic solutions that align with the ELJ's principles.

c. C'ultural Exchange: 'l'he museum attracts visitors liom across Europe. strengthening
intercultural understanding and collaboration.

36. The visit to the Museum of the Battle ol Waterloo provided deep insights into a pivotal
hiskrrical event and its lasting impact on Europe. By preserving history and promoting unit).
the museum serves as a reminder ol'the importance of cooperation. making il a valuahle

institution lbr European integration.

3.6 Visit to the Port of Antwerp

38. The Port of Antwerp has a long and rich history dating back to the Middle Ages. [t llourished
during lhe l6th century as a key trading hub in Europe, attracting merchants worldwide.
However. the port experienced setbacks due to conllicts. including the Dutch closure of'the
Scheldt River in the lTth century. It was not until thc lgth centul1,. firllor-r'ing the reopening

ol the Scheldt and extensive infrastructural developments, that the port regained its
prominence. Today. it is one of the busiest ports globalll". handling millions of tons of cargo
annuall;-.

39.'fhe delegation visited the Port olAnlwerp, which lbsters European economic integration. It
is a strategic logistics hub. linking major European economies and facilitating trade among

EU member states. Ke)' aspects ol its contribution include:

i. llconomic growlh: The pon significantly contributes to Belgium's CDP and

employs thousands of people.

ii. "frade lacilitation: As a kc'1' entry point lbr intemational goods, it enhances

liuropean tradc tlow's and supports the EU's single market polic1".

iii. Infrastructure connectivity: Its integration with trans-European transport networks

ensures searnless movement ol'goods across borders.

iv. Sustainability eflbrts: The port aligns with EL.l environmenlal policies by investing
in green logistics and reducing carbon emissions.

40.'Ihe visit to the Port of Antwerp prol'ided lirsthand insight into its vast infrastruclure and

sophisticated logistics. Key obsenations included:

a. Extensivc container terminals equipped u,ith advanced automation and crane

syslems.

b. l,arge warehouses and storage facilities ensure cfTicient cargo handling.

c. A well-organised transportation network connects the port to inland waterways.

rai[. and road systems.

d. Sustainable initiatives. such as eco-liiendly shipping and green energy projects.

aim to reduce the port's environmenlal impact.

41. The visit to the Port ol'Antu'erp highlighted its importance as a global maritime hub and a

pillar ofliuropean economic integration. Its historical resilience. advanced infiastructure. and

lt



commitment to sustainability make it a vital component of the EU's trade artd transport

framework. As Europe continues to enhance its economic and logistical connectivity. it is

evident that the Port of Antwerp will remain at the heart ofthese developments

42. The delegation was informed ofongoing collaboration between the Port of Mombasa and the

Port of Antwerp. There have also been attempts by the Kenya Ports Authority to pursue

possible collaborations in port management. The delegation observed that this collaboration

can be pursued turther bilaterally. Some key issues to be lbllowed up on could include:

6) Role ofSustainable Infrastructure -'fhe Port of Antrverp's sustainable logistics and

infiastruclure development emphasized the necd fbr eco-fiiendly projects in regional
integration.

development praclices in their ports and transportation svstents. Adopt EU - inspired
sustainable practices in regional development proiects. particularly inliastructure and

trade, to reduce enr,ironmental impact and pronrote long-term grou,th.
7) Capacity Building in lnternational Trade - 1'he delegation learned that the EU

supports capacitl building t'or member countries through training and lechnical
assislance.

diplomatic relations between Kenya and Kingdom Belgium . Furthermore, this visit was

designed to botster the expertise of commiftee members, equipping them with the essential

skills needed to fulfill their roles effectively and elliciently in advancing regional

integration within the East African Community and other relevant contexts.

2) The report comprises of presentations, observations, and recommendations as well lesson

learnt from the study visit conducted by a delegation of the Committee on Regional

Integration to Brussels, Kingdom of Belgium, on September 9 - 15,2024. As a critical EU

member, Belgium served as the visit's focal point. The other key objectives included:

i. To exchange experiences and insights on the development of effective regional

integration policies. It aimed to facilitate a constructive dialogue and knowledge-

sharing among delegation members and representatives from EU on the successes and

challenges faced in creating effective regional integration policies;

ii. To assess the positive developments within the EU region. The delegation aimed to

identifr and acknowledge these successes as they serve as benchmarks for what can

be achieved in a well-integrated regional bloc;

iii.Gain insights into EU's progress toward fully implementing the Common Market

Protocol. It involved examining the practical aspects of the protocol, such as the

removal oftrade barriers, the free movement ofgoods and services, labor, and capital,

and other vital provisions;

iv. The delegation also aimed to establish a framework for ongoing knowledge sharing

and capacity building. It involves creating mechanisms for exchanging information,

best practices, and expertise between Kenya and EU member states to enhance their

capabilities in advancing regional integration.

fruitful discussions were held to explorejoint efforts and identiS key sectors where Kenya and

EU could leverage their strengths for multilateral benefit. The discussions emphasized the
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importance of fostering cooperation within the EU region, particularly in trade, infrastructure
development, and socioeconomic growth.
