Researcb Progrrmme' 1960/196f

NoaE.-The programme prinled below was recommendcd to the East African
Agricultural and Fishiries Research Council by the Agricultural and Forestry Research

Co-ordinating Committees. The Council endorsed the programme at its 13th mceting
in January. lsOO. the Council noted lhe decision to close down the microbiological
division. ihis decision lo close down soil fertility work at E.A.A.F R.O stemmed from
lhe fact that each of the Territories now had soil chemists, and since financial stringency
necessitated abandoning some work the least harm would be done to the Tcrritories by
closing the microbiological division. The Council agreed that the vacancy for a micro-
biologist should be used lo strengthert the plant pathology division.

THE PHYSICS DIVISION

The Physics Division will continue its study of the main components oi the Water
Cycle, over a wide rangc of East African local climates, as these are affecled by the

land-use praclices of agriculture. silviculture and protective fo.estry.

The complete water-balance of ten natural valleys. under contrasting land-use
changes. is being measured io four maior interlerritorial and interdepartmental Catch'

-eniAreu expcriments. These experiments in 1960 will continue to involve thc co-
operation of the Forestry. water Engineering and Agicultural Departmeots in Kenya,
Uganda and Tanganyika togelhcr wilh the Tea Research Institute, two major tea com-
panies and several lechnical and administralive oificers from other branches of Covern-
mcnt.

INFTLIR^TroN oF RArNr^LL (RAINF^LL AccEPT^NCE TESrs)

Continuation of exisling work on the physical eflects of grazing and of cultivation
treatments on rainfall entry into the soil. Core-sampling and application of artiflcial
rainfall laboratory lechnique lo experimenlal areas as follows: -

Ilgantla. Kawanda Experiment Station, Serere Experiment Station, Moroto Inten-
sive Reclamation Area. Atumatak Catchment Area Experiment.

TanganJika.-Kongwa Experiment Station, Bohoro Flats exlension of Mbarali
S"h"."; u new experiment will be developed at Arusha to test lhe infiltration
effects of tie-ridging wilh the N.l.A.E. equipment.

Korrd.-On the Perkerra Irrigalion Schemc, and on the Muguga Terrace and Ley
Rotation Exp€riments; and on the Kalumani Exp€rimental Station (in con-
tinuation of work at Makavete).

IRRIoATtoN ExPERIMENTS

There is a vasl disproportion in East Africa between large areas of fertile land
requiring irrigation and the slcnder water resources available for distribution.

Modcrn scientific lechniques of engincering and agricultural physics offer valuable
nreans of dispensing these scarce waler supplies with lhe maximum of crop yield
response. The calibration and equipment procedures are, initially, time consuming. but
lhe eventual applications of these methods are simple and practical.

Methods already developed for the cofee crop in central Kenya, east of the Rift
vallcy, arc proving popular with planters and during 1960 measurcmenls will bcgio in
co-opiration with the Coffee Research Station at Ruiru lo cxtend this service to the
Solai Brea in lhe Rift Valley.

Analyses, already completed, of water-use dala for the Lyamungu Coffee Research
station in Tanganyika will permit developnent of a similar method there if rcquircd.
Ass€ssment of the ir.igation requir.ments of annual crops are urgently needed for plan-
ning developments and improviDg techniques on both the Mbarali Irrigation Schcme in
Tanganyika and on some of the Kenya schemes. In these schemes the development work
of c;librating soil profiles and studying climalic data has bcen carried out over the
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past three ycars, and for the Perkerra scheole some of (h€ da(a have already been
published. 'fhe Territories have purchased the neccssary equipmcnt and have prcparcd
rhe land for detailcd trials. These cannot begin. however, until this Division can rccruir
and train a fieid expcrimental omccr to reside on cach expcrimcnt in turn for pcriods
of two to lhree months. sincc the largc numbers of samplings and dctailed water
measuremenls cannot possibly bc accomplished by busy irrigation manaBers, while the
sta6 of this Division is very fully committed. This programme receivcd a drastic check
through the recent s€verc rcduction in the E.A.A.F.R.O. establishment, and this irriga-
tion work is at presenl at a standslill.

EvApoRATIoN AND EvAporRANsprR^TroN-PLANT WATER UsE By CH^NGES lN
So[ MorsruRE SToR CE

Use of a combination of electrical resistance tensiomgtcrs with periodic soil
moisturc sampling to a depth of ten feet. This techniquc is bcing used on all ten vallcys
of the co-operative catchment area experiments. under the following covers : -

Two valleys undcr lall rain forest,
One valley undcr lall rain forest during conversion to tea planlations.
Two valleys undcr bamboo forest.
One valley under bamboo forest during conversion to softwood plantations.
One valley under rcgenerating scrub in shifting f,easant agricullure.
One vallcy under regenerating scrub during clearing and cropping.
Onc valley undcr heavily ovcrgrazed lhorn scrub.
One valley under heavily overgrazed thorn scrub. to bc cleared and put under con-

trolled rolational grazing.

In addition, these waler-use studies will continue in long-term experiments comparing
plantation soflwoods of difierent agcs with indigenous bamboo; also in comparing all
pbas€s of threc ley-arable six-year rotations with continuous cultivation, and in fouow-
ing the progress of irrigation treatments in coffec and pyrcthrum. A new installation
during 1960 will be designed to detcct dcpth of penetration of watcr under diffcrent
tillage lreatments ncar Arusha, Tanganyika.

ESTIMATToN oF EvApoRATroN FRoM MET EoRoLocrcAL DAT^
The data from fully cquippcd and carcfully supcrvised stations operatcd in co-

opcration \ryith Tcrritorial Dcpartments arc bcing analyscd by the cnergy balance method
on all four major catchmcnt arca cxperimcnts, on two irrigation cxpcrimcnts aod at
Muguga. At all thcse sites cstimates of evapotranspiration can be chcckcd against quan-
titativc mcasurement of watcr storagc chang.s, rainfall, and, whcre applicable, strcam-
flow, so that indepcndent comparisons are obtained. Evapotranspiration tanLs at Muguga
are compared with others operatd in a contrasting climate by lhe T.A.C. at Kongwa.
and their relations with the Penman estimates will continue to be explored.

Using ncwly purchased and constructed equipmcnt for radiation measurcments,
work on the albedo or rcflecting por,vcr of various land-surface covcrs, already bcgun
on a small scale, will b€ dcvclopcd during l960 as part of thc encrgy-balancc approach
to the \rater use of vegetation.

Soil tcmpcratures undcr various ground covers, alrcady analysed in dctail for bare
soil, will be sludied for cstimates of h.a1-flux.

AN Lysts oF DarA FRoM EvApoRATtoN TANxs
Thc confusing variation of exposures and designs of evaporation tank used in East

and Central Africa and their rclalive performances in lhe rangc of local climstic con-
ditions, havc shown promising signs or co-ordination by thc tasting of their dcgree of
association with rhc main components of lhc encrgy balance of opcn watcr cvaporation.
Thc Third Formal Hydrology Conferencc of East and Central African Tcrrito;ics, hcld
in Kampala in 1958, rcqucstcd lhe Physics Division to co-ordinalc the cvaporation tank
data from thc six tcrritorics for prescntation to thc CCTA/CSA Hydrology Conference
in Nsirobi ir February, 1961. and rhis vrill bc donc during t960.
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THE PHystc^f EFrtcrs oF SHADE 'I REE5 lN TE^ PLAN"T^rloNs

All of the above-mentioned techniqucs are involved in this study of the shade'

shcltcr and soil moisture cffects of shade trces in tea, and of thcir rclation to crop yield.
These experimeots will be extended during 1960 in co-operation with the Tca Rcscarch
Institute and with tea estalcs.

CATCHMET"T AREA EXPERIMEI.ITS

Thesc inlegrate all of the forcgoing tcchniques and engagc the active participation
of thc whole Division. They will bc dcveloped continuously during 1960 and it is hoped
to extcnd thc work to the catchments of two large dams which arc to bc intcnsivcly
mcasurcd by thc Kenya Ministry of Works.

Each Catchment Area study is of a major change in the land-use of a complete
Catchment, and each involves scveral separate invesligations within thc main cxpcri-
ment; one of lhc main problems is that of rainfall asscssment.

AssESSMENT oF RAINTALL ovER A CATCHMENT AREA

Of the four large experiments. that on peasant cultivation effects in the Mbeya
Range in Tanganyika has provcd amcnablc to simple statistical treatment and accuracy
in rainfall estimation is already assurcd. The rainfall distribution in the bamboo folcsts
of the Abcrdares is complicatcd both by an altitude and a rain shadow effect and will
bc studied in morc detail during 1960. The Kericho arca has a peculiar local rainfall
pattcrn duc to the proximily of Lake Victoria and the Sitoten and Tinderet Mountains.
intcnsive pattcrns of raingaugcs will be operatcd for study of individual storms during
1960. The study of the hydrological effects of grazing improvement in the Karamoja
District of USanda is complicaled by lhc extreme discontinuity oi rainfall patterns and

thcse wilt be subiccted to similar intensive study in 1960. At the samc timc the Division
will co.operatc wilh the Water Development Department in further currcnt-meler
readings for calibralion of storm flow through thc experimental flumes

Soil Suney 8Dd C'lasslffcation (Scott)

Much of Scott's time will be laken up with obtaining soil samples from the agricul-
lurally more important soil seri€s of East Africa. so the Physics Division can estimatc
the amount of availablc water such soils can hold within the soil profile.

Plent PhyrlologJr (Glover)

Mr. Glover will continue his studies on the effcct of drought on thc stomatal
bchaviour in lhc lcaves of various crops and trecs. ln particular he will be sludying-

(a) the stomatal behaviour during and after drought in the leaves of droughl-
resistant maizes supplied by Dr. willhausen of the Rockcfeller Foundation'
Omce of Special Studies. Mcxico. These maizes are likeiy to be of interest to
thosc mcmbers of the Territorial departmenls who are concerned with brccding
for drought rcsislance:

(/,)the behaviour of the slomata of crop lrccs will also bc cxamined. The first to
bc studied will be cucalyPtus.

In addition he will commence a nrore delailed study of lhe leaf temperatures of various
crops. including trees. in relation to changes in such factors as solar radiation. wind.
and thc humidity of the air.

Sp€ctrochcmlcal lovcstlSallons (Chamberlain)

(./) Continue work on the seasonal variation of the mineral composition of plants

Much of this work will bc concerned with Star grass pastures. thc fodders in ranching
areas. including ccrtain troublcsome plants such as Leleshwa, and pincapple A Kcnya
spectrochcmical assistant will be working full time on the analysis of leaf samples of
coffee-

(r) Continue work on the readily extractable tracc elemcnts in thc morc important
soil types in the thrcc Tcrritorics. ln geoeral thc soil samples arc takcn from arcas
whcrj plant samples arc also taken for analysis. Many of the plant and soil analyses

will be made {l lhe requesl of Terriloriitl depnrtnrents.
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(()Continue work on finding morc suilable extracting solutions for estimating tbc
availabilily oI the imporlant trace elcments in soils.

(,0 The improvement of spcctrochemical techniques so that elements can either b€

detcrmincd morc accurately or more rapidly.

PlaDt P8thological s.d Bolstrical InvestiSatiors
PLAI.IT BREEDING

l. Sorghun Reseurch Schurre (Doggett and Jowett)

The details of ncxt year's programme will be decided aflcr Doggett has returned
from his visit to the United States and Mexico. This is a basic research programme
whosc objects are-

(l) to invcstigale lhe genetics of resislancc to specific pests and diseases whilst
maintaining acceptable levels of palatability and weevil resistance in storage:

(2) to investigale the possible place of tetraploid sorghums in African arcas.

2. Muize Bteeding (Stotey)

The primary object of thesc investigalions is to elucidate the genetics of resistance
of maize to specific diseases, and, to this end, to develop glasshouse techniques for
determining the level of resistance of seedlings to these diseases.

(a) Work on breeding maize rcsistant to the virus disease Streak. This work will
soon bc far enough advanced for resistant material to be tested in the field in
areas where Streak is important in co-operation with the Territorial maize
breeders,

(b) Preliminary investigations on the possibility of breeding maize resistant to white
Blight (Hdnth hosporium sp.). work has been started to decide whether a

suitablc glasshouse technique can be dcveloped for tesling seedlings for resist-
ance to this fungus. but the preliminary results are unpromising.

3. Cassava Brecrling (Storey)

A little work is still bcing done on lhe testing of clones for freedom fronr Brown
Streak.

4. B?an Bt"etling (Slorcy)

Some preliminary work has becn started on the possibility of assessing the resistance
of thc whilc pea bean (Phaseolus vulgaris) to llrontlces Phaseoli. lsing the iuvcnile
testing tcchniquc. This work will be developed if the prsliminary results are sufhciently
promising to warrant it.

OrHER VrRUs Drsusr Worr (ShefReld)

l. Stcnt titting ol cofJce.-The object of this work is to test whether thc symptoms
are due to virus inf€ction. This work is being done in closc co-operation with the
Territorial Coffec Research Stations. and since a virus has not )et been proved the cause.
the lattcr arc responsiblc for testing how far olher agents could be responsible.

2. Ralooi slunling oJ sugar < une.-':fhe object of this work was to 6nd species of
plants which could be used as a rapid diagnostic test for the presence of the virus in
sugar cane. So far no real progress has becn made. and the work will probably be
dropped as. until a rapid diagnostic method is available. it can be done only at specialist
sugar cane rescarch laboratories with much more cxlensive facililies lhan we Possess
at Muguga.

3. The virus tliscusLs of ediblc lcguntes.-l am proposing that as time permits
Dr. Sheffield should start a survey of the virus diseases altacking thes€ crops.

Pl-^r'rr PAR^Srrrc NEM^roDEs (Whitehead)

l. He will complele his survey of the crops seriously atlacked by nematodes in
East Africa and the species of ncmatodes attacking these crops.

2. He will lhen concentrate on methods for controlling nematodes in tobacco fields
in rhe lring^ dirtrict of Tangan) ika. and elsewhere if requestcd.
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Ecolog/ (Trapnell)

Much of his time will be taken up helping the Kenya Departmcnt of Agriculture
in co-operatlon with the Directorale of Ovcrseas Surveys. London, to prepare a vegeta-
tioo-land usc map of a part of western Kenya.

East Afrlcatr Herbarium (Verdcourt)

The Herbarium will be understaffcd until the new Botanist arrives, which I hope
will be about Michaclmas, 1960.

Its principal work is the naming of plant collections subnlitted Io it by the East
African Natursl Rcsources Departments and some official bodies outside East Africa.
In addition, the staff is co-operating with Kew on the preparation of the Flora of
Tropical East Africa, and Miss Napper is working on the grasses of Tanganyika. This
work is bound to go very slowly wilh the present level of stafling of the Herbarium.

Erst Afdcro Plsrt Qulrrntloc Strtion 8nd Slrndilg Technicsl Commlttee for
Platrt Import and Expo

This work takes up a considerable amount of the time of Drs. Storey and Sheffield.

ANIMAL HUSBANDRY DIVISION
TBE CA]'TLE UNlr

l. (liN.l) Sludy of the rclativc efficiency of the Boran and the Shorthorn Zebu
in converting feed into beef. and the effcct of the plane of nutrition on thc emciency of
food conversion, rale of growth and carcass quality. This work will be done both at
Muguga and in the Kedong. and rvill continue until 196,1.

2. (l/N.4) Studies on lhe measuremenl of the intake of grass and browse by
Boran and Shorthorn Zebu caltle.

3. (l.l) A co-operative trial wilh the Kenya Agricultural Deparlment (Kitale
Agricultural Station) on the problem of why milk production is at such a low level in
some Trans-Nzoia and Uasin Gishu districts. A second trial will be started during 1960.

4. A fundamenlal study of the watcr requirements of indigcnous stock to be carried
out at Muguga.

5. (1.3) A co-operative trial with thc Department of Veterinary Services, Tanga-
nyika (Northern Provioce Stock Farm, Engare Nairobi). A study of lhe waler require-
menls and productivily of indigenous cattle when subjccted to the slress of infrequent
watering and long daily lreks. This proiect is still only in the planning stage, but it is

hop€d it will bccome operational during lhe 1960 rains.

6. In addition to the projects listed above the Division's identical twin collection
is progressing, and will be carried on throughout 1960. Particular emphasis is now
being placed on the collection of identical twins of indigenous callle.

SHEEP AND GoAT UNrr
l. (3.1) A co-opcrative project with the Kenya Agricultural Dcpartment (Eldoret

Agricullural Stationl. At present these are small look-see trials designed to ascertain
why sheep productivity in thc Uasin Gishu district is low. It is hoped to plan a more
comprebcnsive trial during 1960.

2. A flock of native Masai sheep will be acquired during 1960, but in the 6rst
instance will only be used for acquiring er(p€rience in managing such a flock for experi-
mental purposes.

Pro UNrr
l. (2/B.l) A comparison of carcass characterislics and productivity of the triple

cross, Wessex x Large white X Landrace with the pure-brcd Large White as baconers.

This is an initial small-scale lrial and it will be followed by a larger fial if thc results
make it look worth while.

2. (2lM.l) Effect of tbe typ€ of farrowing equipment and the provision of heat
on piSlet morlrlily.

As other infections are being brought under control leprosy may soon be rccog-
nized as one of the major problems in this field. Though one of the first discascs in
which infecting organisms were rccognized under the miscroscope, the background of
knowledge is notable for its gaps. The unusual behaviour of the organism has con-
tributed considerably to lhis.

2. Therapy is slow as comparcd to othcr discases. Animal inoculation cxpcriments
have shown it is possible to infect cerlain animats under conditions which are nct
yet clcarly understood. Therapeutic trials involviog human beings still remain necessary.
In addition such trials by showing \.vhat compounds havc eflects in leprosy and the
study of their metabolites may point the way to a clearer understanding of the nutri-
tional necds of the bacteria and thus help in the developmcnt of culture media as well
as to thc devclopment of better methods of treatment, The East African Leprosy
Research Centre has been devcloped to provide facilities for such trials.

3. Three workers have successfully infected aninrals with human leprosy. Other
places are trying to repeat their results. If such experiments can bc repeated the whole
outlook will be revolutionized, and the work at Alupe would have to be reoricntated.
The importance of this does not need stressing here. If developments justify it, I will be
only too pleased to take up the offcr of the Directot of the East African Trypano-
somiasis Research Organizalion made last year to make usc of his animal breeding
facilities.

4. It is hoped to carry out nlore lield work. The Kenya Governmcnt have provided
a hcalth inspector at Alupe. Development of outside clinics and greatcr conlacts with
the tocal ptpulation should enable accurate statistics lo be collectcd and certain
important iaitors studied. It may even be possible to 8et a more accurate idea of
populalion ages and trace contacts.

5. Mr. Ellard will complete his second year's work as a biochenist in November,
1960. He has carried forwtrd prcvious work donc on SU 1906 and may soon reach

definite conclusions. Radio-activi tracer studies of the drug and of the uptake by other
bacilli are being developed in coniunction with Dr. Naylor of Makerere College. Closer

study of Etisul will b; attempted. This work may Prove unrewarding without radio-
active isotopcs as thc drug quickly brcaks down into substances closely allied to
normal metabolic products.

6. Finally I must refer again to the way in which leprosy is becominS of Sreater
relative impoitance. Research workers skilled in other disciplines are invcstigating the

oroblems of leprosy, Many finding progress is slow, easily lose hcart. however those

itro iernuin ,iy ui uny time find i promising linc in an hitherto unexpeclcd direction'

One must therefore be willing to develop almost any line.

ln the Pare Continuation Schene it is propos€d, thanks to thc assistancc of the
World Health Organization, to continue residual spraying of thc arca. This will involve
thc continuation also of routine catches of anopheline vcctors (now or,ly Anophelcs
gombiae) in houses aDd out of doors, and of the search for any appcaraoce of rcaistanc€
to inscctioides io this spe+ies.

If the noccssary professional staff becomes aYailable, it is also hopcd to extcnd
thc obscrvations that have already been initiated into the behaviour of A, garnbiae in
ralation to treatcd houses.

Utrder this umbrclla of continucd residual spraying, the efforts to establish a
syslcm of scouting for infected people will be pursued, with the doublc obirct of
asscssing thc practicabitity of such scouting methods under lhc prcvailing African
cooditions, and of assisting in the elimination of the residual amount of malaria trans-
mission in the area. These regular scouting rounds will be supported by surveys of
population groups in thc area, and it is intended to maintain, so far as the stafi availablc
will pcrmit, collection of vital statistics in the sclected localiti$.

With rcgard to the biology of A, gambiae it is proposed to extend the studies

that have gone on ir the past in certain new directions. In thc fint placc the enalylir
of host prifcrence will be undcrtaken in areas in whhh the cotrtact bctweto aDd thc
proporti;ns of mcn and cattlc vary, tbrough concurrent salivary gland dissections and
prccipitin tests of the blood meals. It is also hopcd lo examine the mattcr of choicc
of blood meal in a structurc containinS both man and catde.

Secondary vectors ol nnla a wtll be sought for by mcans of gland disscctions in
diffcrcnt arcas also. and the survival of possible vector species will be studicd by mcans

of age grouping techniques.

Similarly in the case of A. lunestrtt the age composition of this spccies will bc

studicd through ovarian changcs.

Methods at present being elaborated fot the cslimation ol house-fly populotions
will be applied in the field, in order to prove them, and provide a much necded mcans

of asscssing thc rcsponse of flies to residual spraying. If, lgain, the staff position
pirmits, it i-s hoped to investigate the bioloSical relationships of othcr insect pcsts, such

as flcas and bed bugs, in tbe house. This is an invcstiSation that has at thc prca€nt

timc vcry considerible political imporlance in connexion with residual spraying

camPaiSos.

With regard to the studies that have been for some time in progrcss on the 
'oric

hazards ol Ziuldrin it should now be possible to exlcnd these both in Pare, and in

2"iirG.,rtt.r" some cases of intoxicition havc already occurred. In particular the

ass€ssment of human idiosyncrasy to this insecticide. irnd the value of urine examina-

tions, will bc furthe. investigatcd.

Thc part played by lipids (f8ts and rolated subslances, includiog cholestcrol and its

esters) in metabolism, and as possible causal f&ctors in di!cr3c! of thc circulstory system'
are ciaiming an increasing share of thc intcrest both of biochemists and pbysicia[s.
lo gencral, it sccms that thc fat coosumptioo of Africans is low: the naturc and

inciience of circulatory discase among Africans has b€Gn for some timc thc aubject
of investigation by phyiicians i! East Africa, while the existcnce thcre of communitica
whose dietary ha6iti ina mode of lifc differ widely from onc aoother offcrs possibly

uniquc oppoitunities for investigations both of a clinical and biochcmical naturc

Tha Institutc now possasscs facilitics for work with radioactive raccrs, for
electrophoresis and for vapour-pbsse chromatoSraphy, all of which tcchniqucr arc
being;idely used for various aspccts of research on lipids. It is considercd that increas'

ing ittcntion might wclt b€ paid to work on fat mctabolism.

Nulritional problems of this kind cannot, of course, bc considcrcd in isolatioq, 8nd

it is oot eDvisag.d that studics on othcr aspccts of mctsbolism should go by dcfarrlt.
For iostancc, a quitc diffcrcnt linc of nutritiooal rcsearch is conctmcd wit[ thc problcm

of thc nutritive valuc of crops grown undcr Yarying conditions (e.9. of soil, systcms of
cultivation, climste). lt hal oiten bcen suggested that thesc factors may alter the

nutritive valuc of crops, for instalce, their protein aod amino acid contcnt. The lincs
of approach to sucb a problcm would be (a) animal fccdin8 exFrimcnts, aod (,)
chcmiial analyses. Faciliries for carrying out research in both thesc dircctions cxist
in thc Institutc.

2. NurRrrroNAL OpnTlrervoroov (Dr. D. S. Mclaren) (C.D. & W. Scbcme R.1035)
(Unired Srates Public Hcalth Scrvice Research Grant 8-2190' l96G'62)

Dr. Mclaren will continuc his study of the cffects of malnutrition on thc eyc by
furthc. aoimal expcriments, clinical obscrvations, and extcnsion of nutrition and eye

surveys to new areas. AdditioDat equipmcnt *ill bc available undcr Schemc R,l035.

The United Statcs Public Hcalth s€rvice has awardcd a 8ra[t of $87,225 ovcr a

period of threc ye3rs, startiog January, 1960 (No. 82t90, "Nutritional Ophthalmology
-Research 

in Easi Africa'). Iiis expected thst this will help to make po$iblc interlivc
investigation of the role of nutrition in the development of cataract, the rcfraction
of thc eye, aDd ccrtain affcctions of thc cornca and rctina.

3. P^R^srrolocy (Dr. Jordan, Mr. Mcclellaod, Mr. Webbc (Mcdical Department)'
Mr. Goady)

The Schistosomiasis Research Team, which includes Dr. Jordan, Mr. Mcctcltrnd
and Mr. wcbbe, has b€gun work. It will investigatc the load of infcction, immunity
and other epidcmiotogical qucstions. The cercaria[ content of natural waters and thc
ecology and bionomics of the snail vectors of Schislosoma lqemalobi m in a hyper'
endemic area will b€ studied. The ecology of Biomphilatia sp. will be iovestiSatcd and
molluscicide trials are planned. Laboratory studics on vcctor-parasitc relationships which
have a direct bearing on transmission of the disease will be carried out.

In addition, it is hoped that it will be possiblc to cootinue studics on th. quanti-
tativr asp€ct of thc traosmission of infectivc larvae of lyuchereria bancrolti lo the
mammslian host.

4. P^THoLocY (Dr. Moorc)
Dr. Moore will return in early 1960, having completcd the poslgraduale course of

Pathology at Hammersmith. He will cslablish a scction of Pathology which will Provide
much needed facilities for the work of thc Institutc.

Research Programme, 1960/1 96I
NorE.--The programme printed below was recommended to the East African

Agricultural and Fisheries Rcsearch Council and the East African Council for Mcdical
Research by the East African Trypanosomiasis Research Advisory Cornmittcc. Thc two
Councils endorsed the programme at thcir meetings in January and Fcbruary, 1960.
The East African ASricultural and Fisheries Research Councii agrccd that work on
comparative drug trials should remain with the Kenya Veterinary Dcparlmcnt.

l. HUMAN TRyplNosourlsts
The central problcm is that of the epidemiology of T. rhodesiense slccpiog sickncss,

why the diseasc is discontiouous in disrribution within thc disttibution of the isctsc flics
which are known to transmit it. The main mcdical programmc of E.A.T.R,O. rvould bc
relat€d to rhis problem, it being primarily studied i; southrast Uganda wherc very
suitablc field areas cxist near to Tororo, but also in the other terriiorics, particularli
Tanganyika, where similar situations cxist in rclation to differcnt sp€cics of isctsc.

- This study has alrcady been begun in its purely medical aspects, the clcmcntary
facts bcing known from the results of recent clinical investigations. The work will be
extcndcd through studies of the behaviour of lhe human population in the area, and
on the ffies and oo thc wild mammals which provide thc natural reservoirs of thc disease.
Concurrent laboratory studies on the protozoology and immunology of the disease are
requircd to dcvelop methods for rhe diagnosis of trypanosome species and for the
recognition of infections in both man and animals.

Clinical and therapeulic studics would be expected to continue, partly to continue
some important studies on the pathology of the disease and on thi aciion of drugs
and partly to keep close contacr with the actual disease which is important, not onl-y
to cngcnder a proper appreciation of the problem among the workcrs but also to
maintain the presenl excellent confidence of the population in our research workcrs.

Some biochemical studies are also projected-maialy in relation to drugs and to
trypanosomc mclabolism but also in relation to the recognition of trypanosome specics
aod iofcctions.

not yel cmcrged in the velerinary ficld in thc way that it has in thc mcdical one. In
the main -however, thought appears to be tending away from thc cootrol of trypapo-
somiasis by purely vector control and towards orher possibilities of kcepini caitle
productively in infcstcd arcas. Thus the main problems would appear to rel;te-to this,
espe-cially the mechanisms of drug prophylaxis and the part ,liycd by thc immure
mcchanisms of thc animal. lt does appcar that rhe immunol;gi;al fieid holds most
promisc of such advance-lowards understanding and using the protcctivc mechanisms
of the animal against the parasile, both in the presence inA in the absence of anti_
trypaoosomal drugs. Studics suggested in this ficld include cmpirical oncs as wcll as
mor€ systematic investigations of the subjccl in the hope of developing diagnostic
methods, rcgimes of exposure lo infection and even vaclines.

Another study field of importance is that of chemotherapy-as far as E.A.T.R,O.
is concerned mainly in relation to the mechanism of dcvelopment and to the significancc
of straiDs of trypanosomes resistant to drugs.

Related to chemoprophylaxis are srudies on "challenge" to develop methods of
estimating lhe degree to which ca le are exposcd to trypnnosome inlection undcr
varying field conditions.

Protozoological, biochemical and pathological studies mainly in relation to these
preccding fields arc proposcd. Epidcmiological studies, which would appear to me to bc
important in rclation to challenge are howcver not included; it is howevcr true to say
that much of application on the veterinary sidc in lhis sphere is likely to accrue from
the medical studies proposed above.

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HEAD 23_EA. VIRUS RESEARCH INSTITUTE

Rescsrch Prornnme' 1960/61

The programm€ for 196O/61, the first year of the new quinquenniunt, rcmains
virtually unchanged, This is only natural considering that most of the rescarch projects
are long-term in nature. There ire. however. minor changes, and changcs of emphasis,
brough[ about partly by the resignation of Dr. Weinbren. ln preparing what follows,
no aicount hai been'takcn of the possible participation of W.H.O' Should this
msterialize during the coming year, thin, of course, the whole programme will have
to bc modified and enlargcd in scope.

l. Vlrus Isobdotr Programme
This part of the work still takes precedence oYer all otheB, but will bc somcwhat

curtailed owing to stafl changes. Thc isolation programme can be diYided into two
main sections: (i) isolation from man and other vertebrates, including birds,- and
(ii) isolation from mosquitoes and other invertebrates. Although thesc are inter-
dependent, they form two quite distinct facets of our work, as bchaviour of a virus
in a vertebrate host is very different from that in an invertcbrate host, thc two calling
for completely scparate techniques. Onc is, however, as important as the other; isolation
from an inscct is often the first indication of general virus activity in an arca, and may
be the signal for stepp.d up activity in the ve.tebrate isolation programme, including
man himself.

Ivl ost of the human isolation programme is, as before, carried out in coniunclion
with the Institutc dispensary. That this approach is sound is indicated by the success

in making five human isolations during 1958/59. lt must be remembcrcd that virus is

usually ricoverable from a patient only during thc first few days of illoess, and that
mrny of the African patients do not normally 8o to a hospital or disp€nsary till they
have becn sick lor some time, and their own methods of treatmeDt have failed, Many
of thc patients, however, who visit our own dispcnsary are membcrs of the Institute
staff or their families, and we are able to see many of these on the first day of illness.

We shall continue, also to work in collaboration with tbe local hospitals and
medical departments throughout East Africa, and with the Animal Hea]th Research
Centrc, in Entcbbe.

2. Attdbody Survcys

Whilc a virus in the vedebrate bost may only persist in the blood for a day or two.
rhe immuoity which follows infection, if the animal or man survlves, is usually lifeJong.
Such immunity is, of course, sp€cific for tbe virus lhat induced it in the first place'

and is, therefore. a very good indication of previorrs virus activity. Immunity survcys,

involving the mouse protection test and other lechniques' both in man and aninrals.
must co;tinue as an important part of our programme. The spectrum of viruses uscd

in such tests is being broadeoed and soon a picture will be available of the probable
virus hazards confronting human populations in a given area. Somc of thc uncxpccted
ilnd important results of these surveys were mentioned in last year's programme
proposals.

This Institute is, of course, primarily concerned with the inscct-borne viruses which
ruttack man. Animals, however, must also receive thorotlgh invcstigation, as many of
lhe vints diseases which affiict man on this continent can be considered merely as spill-
overs from the local animal population. Unless we understand thc position in wild and
domestic animals, we cannot hope to be able to estimate lhe dangcrs facing man.
Freedom of infcction by a particular virus in man today cannot be taken as a critcrion
of coltinued enjoyment of this privilege in the future. Conditions change and the
viruses thcmselves change. Our work is and will cofltinuc to be dirccted towards a

furthcrance of our undcrstaDding of these complex problems.
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3. Loborstory Vlrus Studies
Studies of the behaviour of viruses both in vcrtebrates (mostly mice and monkeys)

and invertebrates (mostly mosquitoes) will continue as before, with change of emphasis
where indicated by developments in Items I and 2.

4. Fleld Eotomology
Alongside and in close €o-operation with the threc itcms mentioned above, will be

the continualion of the field studies on insect behaviour. It is only by intimate and
patient study of the insects, mainly mosquitoes, in the ficld that we can hope to begin
to understand the complcx intcracling forces rhat result in the human epidemics and
plagues that occur from timc to time. Thcre is no short cut, and the present scheme is
virtually a continuation of the existing one, the results of which. although far from
complete, have already justified the approach.

5. Lsbontory EDtomolog/
Hand in hand wilh ficld observation nrust go laboratory experiment. Existing

programmes, including the all important subject of age-grading of mosquito€s, and the
physiological fsctors underlyiflg the behaviour of tbe mosquito, both as a transmitter
and as a host of virus, will follow along previous lines. Such studies will be subject to
modi6calion as dictated by developments in the other branches of this programmc.

6. Tecbnlcal
Work on improving methods of carrying out certain serological tests has been

temporarily hcld up, owing partly to thc serious outbreak of mosquito-borne virus disease
that has been sweeping from the oorth-west through northero Ugaoda and heading
towards the Kenya border. Much of the long and tedious work arising from this
epidemic could have been avoided or considerably reduced, had we been able to
complete ttrcse technical studies before the cpidemic started. By the time the llew
schems comes into operation, however, these technical improvements should again
be under way.

7. General
While our programme has to be pared to lir the funds which are made available,

aod wilt naturally be subject to careful scrutiny by those who cootrol these funds, it
has also to stand up in the face of fierce international competition, our published results
bcing subject to eveo closer scrutiny by men of science lhroughout the world. Science
today, and the nalional prestige lhat attaches to it. is not a mutual back-patting
association, Oo tie contrary, scieotists, the world over, for personal and national riasons,
are ever ready to 6nd fault with and to publish damning criticisms of cach other's work.
Unless our work staods up to these severe tests, we shalt be finished both as a research
unit and individually as scientists, and we shall be guilty of wasting public money and
trust. If, on the otber hand, our work stands up to this searchiog criticism, then justifi-
cation of our spcndiog of public money should not arise. It is a matter of some pride
to us that this Institute still enjoys a world-wide reputation, even though faced with
shortages of stafr, equipment and funds. This has only been possible, however, by the
fact that many of us are willing to work 10 to l2 hours a day, six or seven days a week.

Attention of the public today is largely focused on the spectacular achievements of
nuclear- and astro-physics. No one denies the importancc of these successes, yet it is
probably truc to say that man's \trhole future depends far nrore on modern nredico-
biological research, and on his coming to ternls with nature. To quote from a reccnt
article in a well-known geoeral scientific journal (not specifically biological), ,.. . . it is
time they (the biologists) got up off their knees in their hunt for money, and roundly
declared to the Government and the public at lsrge that in the preseot state of plai
!1,000 speDt oB research in their field will be more worthwhile than ten times the am;unt
spent in most other places",
