Management of interest rate risk

To manage the interest rate risk, management has endeavoured to bank with institutions that

offer favourable interest rates.

Sensitivitv analvsis

The Fund analyses its interest rate exposure on a dynamic basis by conducting a sensitivity

analysis. This involves determining the impact on profit or loss of defined rate shifts. The

sensitivity analysis for interest rate risk assumes that all other variables, in particular foreign

exchange rates, remain constant. The analysis has been performed on the same basis as the

prior year.

Using the end of the year figures, the sensitivity analysis indicates the impact on the

statement of comprehensive income if current floating interest rates increase/decrease by one

percentage point as a decrease/increase of Ksh 00 (2021 : Ksh 00). A rate increase/decrease of
5% would result in a decrease/increase in profit before tax of Ksh 00 (2020- Ksh 00)

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c) Market risk

The board has put in place an internal audit function to assist it in assessing the risk faced by

the entity on an ongoing basis, evaluate and test the design and effectiveness of its internal

accounting and operational controls.

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand and cash at bank, short-term deposits on

call and highly liquid investments with an original maturity of three months or less, which are

readily convertible to known amounts of cash and are subject to insignificant risk of changes

in value. Bank account balances include amounts held at the Central Bank of Kenya and at

various commercial banks at the end of the financial year. For the purposes of these financial

statements, cash and cash equivalents also include short term cash imprests and advances to

authorised public officers and/or institutions which were not surrendered or accounted for at

the end of the financial vear.
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Contingent ossets

The Entity does not recognize a contingent asset but discloses details of a possible asset

whose existence is contingent on the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain

future events not wholly within the control of the Entity in the notes to the financial

statements.

Defined contribution

plans are post-employment benefit plans under which an entity pays fixed contributions into a

separate entity (a fund), and will have no legal or constructive obligation to pay further

contributions if the fund does not hold sufficient assets to pay all employee benefits relating

to employee service in the current and prior periods. The contributions to fund obligations for

the payment of retirement benefits are charged against income in the year in which they

become payable.

Defined benefit plans are post-employment benefit plans other than defined-contribution

plans. The defined benefit funds are actuarially valued tri-annually on the projected unit

credit method basis. Deficits identified are recovered through lump sum payments or

increased future contributions on proportional basis to all participating employers. The

contributions and lump sum payments reduce the post-employment benefit obligation.

As required by Article 229(6) of the Constitution, based on the audit procedures
performed, except for the matter described in the Basis for Conclusion on Lawfulness and
Effectiveness in Use of Public Resources section of my report, I confirm that, nothing else
has come to my attention to cause me to believe that public resources have not been
applied lawfully and in an effective way.

Basis for Conclusion

1. Unapproved lnterna! Borrowings

The statement of financial position and corresponding Note 12 to the financial statements
reflects receivables from non-exchange transactions balance of Kshs.144,054,008 being
outstanding loans balance lent out to the Turkana County Executive. However, the
borrowing by the county executive was not supported by County Assembly approval and
acknowledgement of funds by County Treasury. This is contrary to Section 142 Sub-
section (1) and (3) of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 which stipulates that the
County Assembly may authorize short term borrowing by County Government entities for
cash management purposes only and a County Government entity that has any such
borrowing shall ensure that the money borrowed is repaid within a year from the date on
which it was borrowed.

ln the circumstances, the accuracy and the regularity of the Kshs.144,054,008
receivables from non-exchange transactions could not be confirmed.

2. Unapproved Emergency Expenses

The statement of financial performance reflects general expenses of Kshs.31,845,424
comprising of bank charges amount of Kshs.7,507 and emergency supplies amount of
Kshs.31 ,837,917. However, there was no evidence to show that the emergency supplies
payments of Kshs.31,837,917were approved by the County Assembly. Further, there
was no evidence that the County Executive Committee (CEC) Finance and Planning
initiated the process of appropriation of the bill to be introduced into the County Assembly
for appropriation of the money paid for replenishment contrary to Section 114(1) of the of
the Public Financial Management Act, 2012 and Section 10(3) of the Turkana County
Emergency Fund Act, 2016 which requires that the County Executive Committee member
for finance to seek approval of the County Assembly within two months after payment is
made from the Emergency Fund.

ln the circumstances, the accuracy of the emergency supplies of Kshs.31 ,837,917 for the
year ended 30 June,2021 could not be confirmed and the Fund was in breach of the law

ln my opinion, the financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the financial
position of Turkana County Emergency Fund as at 30 June, 2021, and of its financial
performance and its cash flows for the year then ended, in accordance with lnternational
Public Sector Accounting Standards (Accrual Basis) and comply with the Public Finance
Management Act,2012 and Turkana County Emergency Fund Act, 2016.

Basis for Opinion

The audit was conducted in accordance with lnternational Standards of Supreme Audit
lnstitutions (lSSAls). I am independent of the Turkana County Emergency Fund
Management in accordance with ISSAI 130 on Code of Ethics. I have fulfilled other ethical
responsibilities in accordance with the ISSA! and in accordance with other ethical
requirements applicable to performing audits of financial statements in Kenya. I believe
that the audit evidence I have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for
my opinion.

Key Audit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in my professional judgment, are of most
significance in the audit of the financial statements. There were no key audit matters to
report in the year under review.

Other Matter

1. Budgetary Control and Performance

The statements of comparison of budget and actuals amount reflects approved
expenditure budget of Kshs.236,000,000 and an actual expenditure Kshs.196,978,676
resulting to under-expenditure of Kshs.39,021,324 or 17 % of the approved budget.

The under-performance may have constrained execution of planned activities and
delivery of services to the stakeholders. Therefore, there is need for Management to
review the work plans mechanism with a view of improving performance for better service
delivery.

2. Unresolved Prior Year Matters

ln the audit report of the previous year, several paragraphs were raised under the Report
on Financial Statements and LaMulness and Effectiveness in Use of Public Resources.
However, although the Management has indicated that the issues have been resolved,
their actual status will be confirmed after they are discussed by the legislative.

The fund was allocated KShs 236,000,000 during the year under review. This money was

entirely requisitioned and received into the Funds Bank account. KShs 39,021,324 was utilised

to majorly respond to the Kapedo humanitarian crisis caused by insecurity incident. The fund

didn't generally experience numerous or prolonged emergencies experienced in preceding years.

The Fund complied with all its financial obligations including payment of taxes. During the year

under review the County Government operations were disrupted by the delayed approval and

disbursements of its equitable share from the Exchequer. This resulted into the short-term

borrowing of KShs 144,054,008 from the fund's account to address cash flow challenges

experienced by the County Government. The County Government will refund this cash

immediately in the subsequent year.

3. STATEMENT OF PERFORMANCE AGAINST COUNTY ENTITY'S

PREDETERMINED OBJECTIVES

The budgetary allocation for the Fund during the year under review was Ksh 236,000,000 out of

which Ksh 39,021 ,,324 or l7o/" of the total budget was spent on general expenses for the Fund

including administration expenses. The fund during the year didn't experience any major

emergency safe for the Kapedo insecurity which resulted into loss of properties and lives causing

humanitarian catastrophe.

The key development objectives of the Turkana County Emergency Fund are to improve

capacity to respond to emergencies.
